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Preface

The publication of the National Occupational Classification (NOC) 2021 is the thirtieth anniversary of the standard 
occupational classification system and it introduces a major structural change. The NOC 2021 Version 1.0 
overhauls the “Skill Level” structure by introducing a new categorization representing the degree of Training, 
Education, Experience and Responsibilities (TEER) required for an occupation. The NOC 2021 Version 1.0 also 
introduces a new 5-digit hierarchical structure, compared to a 4-digit hierarchical structure in the previous 
versions of the classification. This revision is extensive; the last structural revision was NOC 2011.
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Introduction 

Purpose of the classification

The National Occupational Classification (NOC) Canada is a classification of occupations designed primarily for 
use in statistical programs. It is also used for employment-related program administration and to compile, analyze 
and communicate information about occupations, such as labour market information. Occupational information 
is of critical importance for the provision of labour market and career intelligence, occupational forecasting, 
labour supply and demand analysis, employment equity, job training and skills development, and numerous other 
programs and services. It provides a standardized framework for organizing the world of work, for pay or profit, in 
a manageable, understandable and coherent system.

Statistical classifications are comprehensive structured lists of mutually exclusive categories or classification 
items.1 In practice, this means that there is always a category in the classification for an object that falls within 
the scope of the classification, and that the object can be classified in only one category. The section titled “The 
underlying concepts” further discusses the object and scope of NOC.

The structure of the NOC is hierarchical. This type of classification system enables the collection, analysis and 
publication of data at different levels of detail, in a standardized way. The section titled “The classification 
structure and coding system” discusses the structure of the NOC in greater detail.

The purpose of standard classifications is to support the integration of data obtained from multiple sources by 
organizing the documentation, collection, processing, presentation and analysis of data in a systematic manner. 
Classifications are essential elements of a coherent and efficient statistical system.

The NOC has been developed to support the integration of occupational statistics. The next section provides a 
background on the NOC, the potential impact of the redesign and a sense of the different applications of  
the classification.

Background

The NOC was jointly developed by Employment and Social Development Canada (ESDC) and Statistics Canada 
(StatCan), and has been maintained in partnership since the first edition published in 1991/1992. Prior to 2011, 
ESDC NOC and StatCan NOC-S differed in their major group structures and, consequently, in their coding 
systems. However, the revised NOC 2011 eliminated the differences between the two former systems. 

As the Canadian economy and society changes, it is common practice for classifications to be updated and 
revised as new industries, products, occupations and educational programs are introduced. NOC structural 
revisions are planned every 10 years and content was updated every 5 years to respond to labour market 
changes. Starting in 2017, the NOC 2016 has undergone content updates approximately every year to ensure 
users have the most up-to-date information. This publication of the National Occupational Classification (NOC) 
2021 represents a major structural revision of the NOC based on its 10-year revision cycle.

Revising the NOC 

The NOC 2016 structure and format are based on a four-tiered hierarchical arrangement of occupational groups 
with successive levels of disaggregation. It contains broad occupational categories, major, minor and unit groups. 
It is categorized based on two major attributes of jobs, the “Broad Occupational Category” and the “Skill Level”, 
as classification criteria. The former was defined as the type of work performed, with respect to the educational 
discipline or field of study for entry into an occupation and the industry of employment (e.g. health occupations 
or sales and service occupations). The “Skill Level” categorization is primarily defined by the amount and type 
of education and training usually required to enter and perform the duties of an occupation, but also considers 
experience, complexity and responsibilities. See NOC 2016 Structure below.

1.	 According to the Generic Statistical Information Model (GSIM): A Classification Item represents a category at a certain Level within a Statistical Classification. It defines the content and the 
borders of the category. An object/unit can be classified to one and only one Classification Item at each Level of a Statistical Classification.

The NOC 2021 Version 1.0 was developed through ongoing discussions between ESDC and StatCan as well as 
consultations with stakeholders. During consultations leading toward the NOC 2021 revision, it was suggested 
to add a new “Level” to the NOC 2016 Skill level categorization, to clarify the distinction in formal training or 
education required among unit groups, especially in the current “Skill Level B”, which has a wide range of formal 
training or educational requirements. Over time due to the changing world of work, the NOC 2016 “Skill Level B” 
became a disproportionately large group and thereby limited the ability to analyze distinctions amongst a large 
percentage of occupations.

Another observation during the revision process was the use of the “Skill Level” categorization in the NOC as 
possibly being misleading because training and education, which are the main building blocks of the NOC’s 
“Skill Level” categorization, are not considered as “skills” in the labour market. With regards to skills, many 
countries and organizations are currently developing their own skills taxonomy (which include concepts such as 
numeracy and literacy). Therefore, it was deemed appropriate for the NOC to move away from the “Skill Level” 
categorization. 

The NOC 2021 Version 1.0 represents a major structural revision whereby the existing occupational groups 
are reviewed alongside input collected from many relevant stakeholders through consultation. The main 
accomplishment of the NOC 2021 Version 1.0 was the overhaul of the “skill level” categorization by introducing 
a new categorization representing the degree of Training, Education, Experience and Responsibilities (TEER) 
required for an occupation. 

The redesign of the NOC for 2021 moves away from the previous version of NOC with four “Skill Level” categories 
to an innovative six-grouping “TEER” categorization. This change is necessary for several reasons. First, the 
focus of the NOC is occupations and not skills and the “Skill Level” terminology is often misleading for many 
stakeholders. This change will reduce confusion. Second, some NOC users artificially create or infer a low- versus 
high-skill categorization. This redesign moves away from high/low skill categorization as the TEER more accurately 
captures differences in occupational requirements, which in turn will aid in the analysis of occupations.

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The section titled “The classification structure and coding system” discusses the structure of the NOC 2021 
Version 1.0 in greater detail.

These changes significantly improve how the NOC classification takes into account the distinctions in formal 
training and educational requirements and better reflects skill and knowledge development occurring through 
on-the-job experience. At the same time, it increases the homogeneity of the distribution of unit groups within the 
classification, and addresses concerns about the “Skill Level” categorization and the distribution of unit groups 
among them. 

The transition from the “Skill Level” to the “TEER” categorization makes the distribution of occupations across the 
“TEER categories” more balanced. The change in the distribution of unit groups is summarized in the tables below.

The NOC is the nationally accepted taxonomy and organizational framework of occupations in the Canadian 
labour market. It is important to note that the redesign of the NOC can have significant implications for several 
Surveys, such as the Labour Force Survey (LFS), and ESDC programs such as the Temporary Foreign Worker 
Program and Employment Insurance program. This change may have significant impact on various programs 
throughout other federal departments, as well as provincial, territorial and municipal governments and many users 
of the NOC. 

The NOC 2021 Version 1.0, as of August 10th, 2021, is now the departmental standard for data collection and 
dissemination for occupations at Statistics Canada. Implementation dates for each new classification version 
such as NOC 2021 Version 1.0 will vary based on when statistical surveys or programs; entities; organizations or 
individuals decide to use it.

The underlying concepts

Statistical classifications are built around three basic concepts: the object classified or statistical unit, the scope or 
universe of the classification, and the criteria used to group statistical units in standard categories or  
classification items. 

The statistical unit 

The basic principle of the NOC is the kind of work performed. The statistical unit or object being classified using 
the NOC is the concept of a “job”. A job encompasses all the tasks carried out by a particular person to complete 
their duties. A job title represents the name given to a job or a position. The term job is used in reference to 
employment or in self-employment.

An occupation is defined as a collection of jobs, sufficiently similar or identical in work or tasks performed to be 
grouped under a common label for classification purposes. 

The scope of the classification 

The scope of the NOC is all occupations and jobs in the Canadian labour market undertaken for pay or profit, 
including people who are self-employed.
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The NOC is not designed to include work or tasks not undertaken for pay or profit, for example, voluntary work. 
However, a person may complete work not for pay or profit where the tasks completed may be described within 
some occupational groups. 

The classification criteria

The classification criteria refers to the attribute(s) of the statistical unit used to create the most detailed categories 
of the classification and to group them into analytical aggregates. These attributes must be observable and 
verifiable in the context of a statistical operation, or it must be possible to derive the information as a set of 
observed characteristics.

The NOC is built through the application of two major attributes of jobs as classification criteria: broad 
occupational categories and TEER categories. There are ten broad occupational categories and six  
TEER categories.

•	 	The ten broad occupational categories are defined by the type of work performed based on the industry 
of employment and field of study required for entry into an occupation. Within the broad occupational 
categories factors such as the materials processed or used, the industrial processes and the equipment 
used, as well as the products made and services provided, have also been considered when combining 
jobs into occupations and occupations into groups.

•	 The six TEER categories stand for the Training, Education, Experience and Responsibilities required for 
occupations. A TEER category is defined by the amount and type of training and education required to 
enter and perform the duties of an occupation. It also takes into consideration the experience required and 
the complexity of responsibilities involved in the work. Each TEER category reflects commonly accepted 
paths to employment in an occupation.

The next section “The classification structure and coding system” provides more detail on how these two 
criteria together create the classification structure.

The classification structure and coding system 

The NOC contains a standard classification structure and standard variants of that structure. The standard 
structure is intended for broad use, whereas each variant is designed to meet a specific user need. The NOC 
provides a systematic classification structure that categorizes the entire range of occupational activity in Canada. 
Its’ detailed occupations are identified and grouped primarily according to the work performed, as determined by 
the training, education, tasks, experiences, duties and responsibilities for an occupation.

The Standard NOC 2021 Version 1.0 classification structure

The standard classification structure uses a five-tiered hierarchical arrangement of occupational groups with 
successive levels of disaggregation and contains broad, major, sub-major, minor and unit groupings. The structure 
of the NOC 2021 Version 1.0 is based on two key occupational categorizations: Occupational categories and TEER 
categories, which are identified in the first two digits of the 5-digit code, as shown in the table below.

Broad Category X First Digit – X Occupational categorization

Note: As the first digit identifies the Occupation and the second digit identifies the TEER, they are also referred to as the Major Group.

The hierarchical approach of the NOC ensures collection, dissemination and analysis of data at different levels 
of detail, in a standardized way. Each number or digit at each hierarchical level has a distinct meaning. Each 
hierarchical level of the classification is described below, from the most detailed to the most aggregated level.

Broad categories 

The Broad Category (first digit) of the classification represents the occupational categorization which is defined 
by the type of work performed, the field of study, or the industry of employment. There are 10 Broad categories in 
NOC 2021 Version 1.0.

TEER categories

The TEER Category (second digit) of the classification represents the necessary training, education, experience 
and responsibilities of the occupation. There are 6 TEER categories in NOC 2021 Version 1.0.

Major groups

The Major Group (first and second digits) of the classification is represented by the Broad occupational 
categorization (first digit) and TEER categorization (second digit) together. A major group also encompasses 
several sub-major groups and thus represents the two-digit code used by the NOC. There are 45 major groups in 
NOC 2021 Version 1.0.

Sub-major groups

The Sub-major Group (3-digit) of the classification represents the aggregation of several minor groups and thus 
represents the three-digit code used by the NOC. There are 89 sub-major groups in NOC 2021 Version 1.0.

Minor groups

The Minor Group (4-digit) of the classification represents the domain in which an occupation is carried out 
(occupational domain). It is an aggregation of several unit groups and thus represents the four-digit code used by 
the NOC. There are 162 minor groups in NOC 2021 Version 1.0.

Unit Groups 

The Unit Group (5-digit) of the classification is the most detailed level of the classification and represents one or 
several occupations combined together within the NOC. There are 516 units groups in NOC 2021 Version 1.0.

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The Coding system of the NOC 2021 Version 1.0

As identified in the “Classification Criteria” the NOC 2021 Version 1.0 is built through the application of two major 
attributes of jobs as classification criteria: ten broad occupational categories (BOC) and six TEER categories. 

NOC 2021 Version 1.0 Broad Occupational Categories 

Broad Occupational Categories are defined as the type of work performed based on, notably, the field of study 
required for entry into an occupation and the industry of employment. The ten BOCs are classified from 0 to 9. 

NOC 2021 V1.0 Broad Category - Occupation when the first digit is…

BOC 0 - Legislative and senior management occupations
This broad category comprises legislators and senior management occupations.

0

BOC 1 - Business, finance and administration occupations
This broad category comprises specialized middle management occupations in administrative services, financial and business services and 
communication (except broadcasting), as well as professional occupations in financial and business; administrative and financial supervisors 
and specialized administrative occupations; administrative occupations and transportation logistics occupations; and office and administrative 
support and supply chain logistics occupations.

1

BOC 2 - Natural and applied sciences and related occupations
This broad category comprises occupations in natural sciences (including basic and applied sciences and experimental development), 
engineering, architecture and information technology. These occupations cover specialized middle management occupations in engineering, 
architecture, science and information systems; professional occupations in natural sciences (basic and applied sciences and experimental 
development); and technical occupations related to natural sciences (including basic and applied sciences and experimental development). 

2

BOC 3 - Health occupations
This broad category comprises specialized middle management occupations in health care, as well as occupations concerned with providing 
health care services directly to patients (professional and technical occupations in health) and occupations that provide support to health 
services.

3

BOC 4 - Occupations in education, law and social, community and government services
This broad category comprises managers in public administration, in education and social and community services and in public protection 
services, as well as occupations concerned with teaching, law, counselling, conducting social science research, developing government 
policy, and administering government and other programs, and related support occupations.

4

BOC 5 - Occupations in art, culture, recreation and sport
This broad category comprises specialized middle management occupations in art, culture, recreation and sport, as well as professional, 
technical, support and other occupations concerned with art and culture (including the performing arts, film and video, broadcasting, 
journalism, writing, creative design, libraries and museums), recreation and sports.

BOC 6 - Sales and service occupations
This broad category comprises middle management occupations in wholesale and retail trade, and customer services, as well as occupations 
concerned with wholesale and retail sales, and customer, personal and support service occupations related to a wide range of trade and 
service industries, such as accommodation and food services, travel, tourism and cleaning services.

6

BOC 7 - Trades, transport and equipment operators and related occupations
This broad category comprises middle management occupations in trades, transportation and equipment, as well as occupations such 
as technical trades and transportation officers and controllers; general trades; mail and message distribution, other transport equipment 
operators and related maintenance workers; and helpers and labourers and other transport drivers, operators  
and labourers.

BOC 8 - Natural resources, agriculture and related production occupations 
This broad category comprises middle management occupations in natural resources, agriculture and related production, as well as 
occupations concerned with supervision and equipment operation in the natural resource-based sectors of mining, oil and gas production, 
forestry and logging, agriculture, horticulture and fishing. Harvesting, landscaping and natural resources labourers are also included. Most 
occupations in this category are industry specific and do not occur outside of the primary resources industries.

BOC 9 - Occupations in manufacturing and utilities
This broad category comprises middle management occupations in manufacturing and utilities, as well as occupations concerned with 
supervisory, production and labouring in manufacturing, processing and utilities.

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The NOC 2021 Version 1.0 TEER Categories

The “TEER” categorization defines the requirements of the occupation by considering the type of training, 
education and experience required for entry, as well as the complexities and responsibilities typical of an 
occupation. In general, the greater the range and complexity of occupational tasks, the greater the amount of 
formal education and training, previous experience, on-the-job training, and in some instance’s responsibility, 
required to competently perform the set of tasks for that occupation.

The NOC 2021 V1.0 Training, Education, Experience and Responsibility (TEER) when the second digit is…

Management - TEER 0

Completion of a university degree (bachelor’s, master’s or doctorate); 
or
Previous experience and expertise in subject matter knowledge from a related occupation found in TEER 2 (when applicable).

Completion of a post-secondary education program of two to three years at community college, institute of technology or CÉGEP; 
or
Completion of an apprenticeship training program of two to five years; 
or
Occupations with supervisory or significant safety (e.g. police officers and firefighters) responsibilities; 
or
Several years of experience in a related occupation from TEER 3 (when applicable). 

2

Completion of a post-secondary education program of less than two years at community college, institute of technology or CÉGEP; 
or
Completion of an apprenticeship training program of less than two years; 
or
More than six months of on-the-job training, training courses or specific work experience with some secondary school education; 
or
Several years of experience in a related occupation from TEER 4 (when applicable).

Completion of secondary school; 
or
Several weeks of on-the-job training with some secondary school education; or
Experience in a related occupation from TEER 5 (when applicable).

The NOC 2021 Version 1.0 conventions

This section outlines the conventions adopted in order to assist users in consistently assigning NOC 2021  
Version 1.0 codes and titles.

The “Other” title 

When a unit group ends with a “9”, it is used to classify occupations in an appropriate “other” occupation when a 
grouping does not account for all the workers in a group, even though such workers may perform distinct sets of 
work activities. These occupational groups are identified in their title by ‘‘Other’’ appearing at the beginning of the 
title. “Other” titles exist at the sub-group, minor group or unit group level, for example, Sub-major group  
729 – Other technical trades; Minor group 2139 – Other engineers; and Unit group 32209 - Other practitioners of  
natural healing. 

Language

The NOC is available separately in both official languages. It is important to note that the French version includes 
only titles commonly used in French and proper to the milieu and, therefore, these are not normally translations of 
the English titles. The classification structure is the same in both languages. 

Unit group labels, examples titles, inclusions and exclusions are presented in a gender-neutral format or identified 
by the masculine and feminine titles separated by a slash. 

Modifying terms for example titles

Modifying terms have been added to several job titles, as extensions, to designate the industrial sector or the 
domain of expertise. If applicable, this information is preceded by a dash at the end of the title (cashier  
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supervisor - retail) to distinguish between similar titles. These modifying terms may also specify where the titles 
appear in the classification structure (painter - visual arts; painter - motor vehicle repair). This information should 
be considered when coding job titles.

Proprietors 

As a general rule, the class of worker status, that is, whether the respondent works for wages or is self-employed, 
is not considered for classification purposes. 

An exception is made for proprietors in retail trade, food and accommodation services, and residential home 
building. These are classified as managers to the following unit groups: 

•	 60020 - Retail and wholesale trade managers

•	 60030 - Restaurant and food service managers 

•	 60031 - Accommodation service managers 

•	 70011 - Home building and renovation managers 

Supervisors

Supervisors are generally classified with the workers supervised and as a result would not have a separate unit 
group. But there are exceptions to this convention, for example, unit groups 31300 - Nursing coordinators and 
supervisors and 62010 – Retail sales supervisors.

Supervisors in the following occupational categories have been classified in supervisor unit groups separate from 
the workers supervised: 

•	 administrative services occupations 

•	 nursing occupations 

•	 sales and service occupations 

•	 trades and transport and equipment operators 

•	 occupations in natural resources and agriculture 

•	 occupations in manufacturing. 

Even when separate supervisory unit groups exist, “lead hands” are not classified as such, as previous research 
has indicated that supervision is usually only a minor part of such jobs.

Inspectors, testers and graders

Generally, inspectors with TEER 2 requirements have been classified in separate unit groups or with technicians 
and technologists, with matching requirements. Other non-technical inspectors, testers, graders and samplers 
have been included either in separate unit groups covering occupations in processing industries or in unit groups 
of assemblers and fabricators in manufacturing industries. This is reflective of patterns of employment found 
within industries and the increasing responsibility for quality control that is placed on manufacturing  
production workers. 

Apprentices and trainees

Apprentices and trainees have been classified in the same unit groups as the occupations for which they are 
training. Similarly, interns, residents and articling students are classified with their respective professional groups. 

This convention has been adopted to prevent a proliferation of unit groups of apprentices. It is not intended to 
imply equivalence or interchangeability of apprentices or trainees with fully qualified workers. 

Format of unit group descriptions

Each NOC unit group description consists of several standardized sections which define and describe its content. 
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Lead statement

This section provides a general description of the content and boundaries of the unit group and indicates the main 
activities of occupations within the unit group. It also indicates the kinds of industries or establishments in which 
the occupations are found. The list of places of employment is not always exhaustive, but can assist in clarifying 
the occupations described and in differentiating them from occupations found in other groups. 

Illustrative examples3/ Example titles4  

This section is a list of titles commonly used in the labour market. The titles are intended to illustrate the contents 
and range of the occupational group. This is not an exhaustive list of job titles. 

Inclusions

This section provides a list of borderline job titles belonging to a particular NOC unit group. Inclusions are 
examples in classes where it might not be clear from reading both the class text and title that the example belongs 
in the class.

Exclusions 

This section clarifies the boundaries of the unit group by identifying related unit groups and similar occupations 
that are classified elsewhere. Unit groups or individual occupations are cited in this section when they bear a 
functional similarity to the unit group or when similar titles occur. 

Main duties

The main duties section describes the most significant duties of the occupations in the group. They are not 
intended to be comprehensive of all the tasks performed in the occupation. They represent key duties that are 
related to the occupation(s) associated with the unit group and can be listed using:

•	 a series of statements that can be applied to all occupations in the group; 

•	 two or more sub-sets of occupations with statements that apply to each sub-set or component; 

•	 a series of brief statements that are linked to specific occupations, that, while similar enough to be in the 
same group, can be described separately.

Statements in italics, at the end of this section, identify a specialization that may exist within the occupation.

Employment requirements

This section describes the employment requirements for the unit group. Several types of requirements are 
identified in this section and are listed in the following order: 

•	 Type and level of education: for example, secondary school, college diploma, university degree and 
including specific subject matter if relevant, starting with the lowest possible requirement for entry into  
the occupation. 

•	 Specific training: for example, apprenticeship training, on-the-job training, training courses specific to  
an occupation. 

•	 Experience in another occupation: for example, supervisors usually require several years of experience in 
the occupation that they supervise. 

•	 Licences, certificates or registration: for example, regulatory requirements to practice in a regulated 
profession, special licenses to operate certain kinds of vehicles. 

•	 Other requirements: for example, athletic ability or artistic talent.

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Some occupations have very definite employment requirements while for others, there is no consensus or a range 
of acceptable requirements exist. The following terminology is used to indicate the level of the requirement: 

•	 “... is required” - to indicate a definite requirement; 

•	 “... is usually required” - to indicate something that is usually required by the majority of employers, but not 
always required by all employers; and 

•	 “... may be required” - to indicate something that may be required by some employers, but on a less 
frequent basis.

Employment requirements items to note: 

•	 Some occupations are designated as regulated professions and trades. Regulations are subject to change 
and may vary across jurisdictions. The most reliable information on regulatory requirements for occupations 
is found on the websites of provincial regulatory organizations and licensing authorities. 

•	 For reasons of brevity, the term college includes: community colleges, CÉGEPS, technical institutes, trade 
schools and agricultural colleges. Where relevant, in some provinces, it may also include private training 
organizations, music conservatories and other non-degree granting institutions. 

•	 The Employment requirements section does not attempt to describe personal suitability requirements that 
are assessed by employers as part of the hiring process.

Additional information 

This section appears in some unit group descriptions. It provides information on the following: 

•	 progression to other occupations (such as supervisory or management positions) based on transferability 
of skills from acquired occupational experience; 

•	 mobility patterns, such as inter- and intra-occupational transferability of skills (for example, identifying 
occupations that are part of internal lines of progression or specializations within a subject matter area);

•	 trends and forthcoming changes in the unit group’s employment requirements; and other information to 
clarify and define the unit group.

Coding guidelines to NOC 2021 Version 1.0

The NOC is designed to classify occupational information in the Canadian labour market in a standardized 
framework and a manageable, understandable and coherent system. Statistics Canada’s role is to provide 
occupational information for statistical surveys and data analysis.

When conducting a search to determine what code is best associated with a job title or occupation it is important 
to note:

•	 Even though the NOC contains more than 30,000 job titles in each of Canada’s official languages the list is 
not meant to be exhaustive. The list of examples does provide extensive coverage of commonly used and 
understood titles in the economy and of more specific titles found in many occupational areas.

•	 Occupations are identified and grouped primarily by:

ff the type of work performed based on, notably, the field of study required for entry into an 
occupation and the industry of employment, and;

ff considering the type of training, education and experience required for entry, as well as the 
complexities and responsibilities. 

Both of which are determined by the main duties, tasks and responsibilities of the occupation and are 
key when trying to determine the best code for a job title. Consideration of these factors has proven to be 
effective in helping to narrow the search for a desired NOC code.
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Selecting a NOC code

1.	 To find a NOC code associated with a job title start by using the search function and enter an occupational 
title or keywords related to the occupation. Searching the NOC will generate a list of possible occupations. 
If the initial search does not yield a matching occupational profile, sound practice is to broaden or narrow 
the search by using different related keywords.

2.	 In order to research how closely a NOC unit group code matches a given occupation, the details of the 
NOC profile in question are to be reviewed, such as the main duties and employment requirements to 
assess which one most accurately represents the occupation in question. Other information within the NOC 
profile should also be assessed such as example titles, additional information, and exclusions.

3.	 If the NOC unit group associated with the job title or occupation in question using the title job search is not 
found, the NOC structure can be used to narrow down the research. Apply knowledge of which sector of 
activity the occupation in question is associated to, e.g. health, natural sciences, trades, or transportation. 
That will limit the search to NOC unit groups found under one “broad occupational category”, which is 
represented by the first digit of the NOC code. Reduction of the scope based on the TEER requirements 
of the job or occupation can be beneficial. These requirements correspond to the second digit of the NOC 
code. Please note these may differ from personal educational levels. 

4.	Once the broad occupational category and the TEER associated with the job have been identified, a short 
list of relevant NOC sub-major groups (represented by the first three digits of the NOC code) and NOC 
minor groups (represented by the first four digits of the NOC code) will be available. 

5.	A review of the list of all the NOC unit groups found under the relevant NOC minor groups is required, prior 
to accessing the occupational description of each unit groups to find where the occupation has  
been classified. 

6.	To code an occupation, it is possible to use either the search tool or the classification structure. 

Related Classifications

The classification of occupations does not stand alone but must be understood as being related to other 
classifications, such as the North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) and that of Class of Worker. 
Each of these classifications supplements the NOC 2021 Version 1.0 in presenting a rounded picture of the nature 
of a person’s job.

North American Industry Classification System (NAICS)

The industrial qualifier which may accompany the job title:

a)	 Indicates the type of economic activity with which the job is usually associated. (It is important to note that 
the assignment of an industrial qualifier does not necessarily limit a job to that industry. These qualifiers are 
merely indicative of the possible areas of activity in which the job may be found).

b)	Permits the assignment of similar titles to different occupation groups where the duties vary  
between industries.

c)	 Aids in defining the specific occupations and helps the coder grasp the underlying principles of  
this classification.

The industry in which the individual is employed is determined by the kind of economic activity of the 
establishment. The establishment is usually a factory, mine, farm, store, other place of business or an institution 
for which a number of basic production variables can be compiled.

It is important to note the conceptual differences between an industry classification and an occupation 
classification. An establishment can employ individuals performing completely different occupations, and these 
are classified to appropriate occupational groups, but the industrial classification of each individual employed 
in the establishment should be the same and is determined by the nature of the production process of the 
establishment. In other words, the nature of the factory, business or service in which the person is employed does

not determine the classification of the occupation, except to the extent that it enables the nature of the duties to be 
more clearly defined, but it does determine the classification of the establishment by industry.

Class of worker

Class of worker refers to an individual’s employment relationship to the business in which they work, as employee 
or self-employed, including unpaid family workers, and thus provides another means of describing the work. 
The NOC 2021 Version 1.0 does not indicate the class of worker classification for each occupation since many 
occupations contain both jobs held by employees and jobs of self-employed individuals. The scope of what is an 
occupation has been outlined in the section “The underlying concepts”.

Relationship between NOC and ISCO-08

The NOC is comparable to the International Standard Classification of Occupations (ISCO) published by the 
International Labour Organization (ILO). While the NOC was originally developed in Canada in the 1980s, ISCO 
was also being reviewed and updated to produce ISCO-88. Communication between the NOC and ISCO research 
teams led to similarities, such as a similar conceptual framework that includes the Skill Type and Skill Level 
dimensions. The similarities between the NOC and ISCO increased in later structural revision (ISCO-08 and NOC 
2011) cycles. However, certain conceptual differences between the NOC 2021 Version 1.0 and ISCO-08 limit 
comparability. For instance, differences in the classification criteria and classification structure exist between 
NOC 2021 Version 1.0 and ISCO-08. Additionally, subsistence occupations included in ISCO are not part of the 
NOC. For countries and regions in which subsistence activities are virtually non-existent, the ILO affirms that such 
activities may be excluded without loss of international comparability.

The concordance between NOC 2011 and ISCO 2008 can be used for purposes of showing the relationship 
between NOC 2016 and ISCO 2008 since the structure is the same in both NOC 2011 and NOC 2016. A 
correspondence table is available between NOC 2016 V1.3 and NOC 2021 V1.0; a correspondence table between 
NOC 2021 V1.0 and ISCO-08 will be developed and published.

Summary of changes from NOC 2016 Version 1.3 to NOC 2021 Version 1.0 

•	 Changes occurred at all levels of the NOC structure. Some items were revised while others were added, 
split, transferred or merged. A complete list of all changes detailed at the unit group level (the most detailed 
level of the NOC structure) is released as a separate correspondence file and is available at the following 
link: NOC 2016 V1.3 - NOC 2021 V1.0.

Higher level structural changes 

The following are some examples of higher level structural changes:

In the 2016 version of the NOC, “BOC 0 – Management” included all unit groups dedicated to managerial 
occupations. Under the 2021 NOC, management is identified in the employment requirements, via the TEER 
system, rather than as a “field of study and/or industry”. The BOC 0 now only contains legislators and senior 
management occupations. Middle management occupations previously in BOC 0 have been redistributed into the 
remaining 9 BOCs based on the industry of employment. For example: 0211 - Engineering managers (NOC 2016 
V1.3) has been moved to BOC 2 – Natural and applied sciences and related occupations, to unit group  
20010 – Engineering managers (NOC 2021 V1.0).

Another example of a higher level structural change is NOC 2016 Version 1.3 minor group 227 - Transportation 
officers and controllers (and associated unit groups) was moved from BOC 2 - Natural and applied sciences and 
related occupations to BOC 7 - Trades, transport and equipment operators and related occupations as NOC 2021 
Version 1.0 minor group 7260 - Transportation officers and controllers (and associated unit groups). This move 
better aligns the minor occupation group with the industry of employment. 

As it is done for all standard statistical classifications, we provide a more detailed analysis of the changes at the 
lowest of the classification, which is the unit group level for the NOC.

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Changes at the unit group level

The unit group level (5-digit) is the most detailed level of the NOC and it is used for the analysis of the changes 
in a more detailed manner. Some items were revised while others were added, split, transferred or merged. The 
Generic Statistical Information Model (GSIM) is used to identify the types of changes made to the classification: 
real changes and virtual changes. Real changes are those affecting the scope of the existing classification items 
or categories, whether or not accompanied by changes in the title, definition and/or the coding. Virtual changes 
are those made in coding, titles and/or definitions, while the meaning or scope of the classification item remains 
the same. The “real changes” are the most important ones for analysis. 

Here are some examples of real changes at the unit group level:

Creation and deletion of new classification items 

Creations occur when a new item emerges and is not part of any one or more existing item(s). A deletion, the 
mirror opposite of creation, occurs when an item expires and no part of it proceeds as part of one or more existing 
item(s). No new classification items (unit groups) were created to the NOC 2021 Version 1.0, and no NOC 
2016 V1.3 classification items were deleted according to the deletion and creation definitions found  
in GSIM.

Combination of classification items

Combinations consist of mergers and take-overs among classification items. There were 4 mergers and 8 take-
overs of NOC 2016 Version 1.3 unit groups. Essentially, unit groups were combined into an emerging unit group 
(merger) or an existing unit group (take-over) with the intent to re-arrange the classification of occupational 
groupings to reflect the current and emerging labour market.

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Decomposition of classification items

27 classification items are a result of either a breakdown or a split-off: 1 breakdown and 26 split-offs. Unit groups 
either expired and were distributed over emerging items (breakdown) or partially continued with part assigned 
(split-off) to emerging unit group with the intent to better align occupational grouping based on the TEER 
classification criteria and reflect the current and emerging labour market. Below are examples of decomposition 
changes related to the addition of more detailed classification items.

Virtual Changes

Essentially, all items of the classification were affected by virtual changes. For example, all unit groups with 1 
to 1 links were still affected by code changes as a result of the TEER system. At the most detailed level of the 
classification (unit groups) more than 470 unit groups were modified where changes were made to titles and 
definitions. For example, some titles were modified to better describe the occupational groupings based on 
content revisions. These types of changes are important for clarification and making necessary updates  
or corrections. 

Finally, all changes made (real or virtual) can potentially have an impact on the content of the classification file, 
which at the most detailed level contains leading statements, illustrative and example job titles, exclusions, 
inclusions, main duties, employment requirements and additional information. More than 3500 content items have 
been either added, deleted or edited and more than 1000 job titles have been added, deleted or edited in this NOC 
2021 Version 1.0. These two components of the classification support coding of occupations and fosters fluidity 
when reading or using the classification.

They oversee business development and manage overall performance 
in accordance with established strategic directions and policies. Banking managers are employed by banks, 
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trust companies and credit unions. Credit managers are employed by credit departments in department stores, 
utility companies, car dealerships, insurance companies or other industrial or commercial organizations. Other 
investment managers are employed by credit card companies, consumer loan companies, mutual fund investment 
firms, mortgage investment companies or other financial establishments concerned with extending loans and 
financing and investments.

11 Professional occupations in finance and business

This major group comprises professional occupations in finance and business. These occupations come with 
Training, Education, Experience and Responsibility (TEER) identified as TEER 1. Occupations classified in TEER 1, 
as those in this group with a 1 as the second digit of their code, typically require a university degree (bachelor’s, 
master’s or doctorate) or the accumulation of several years of experience and expertise in the subject matter 
knowledge in a related occupation found in TEER 2 (which includes occupations with a 2 as a second digit in  
their code).

111 Professional occupations in finance

This sub-major group comprises professional occupations in finance, including auditors, accountants, investment 
professionals and other financial officers.

1110 Auditors, accountants and investment professionals

This minor group comprises auditors, accountants and investment professionals such as financial auditors and 
accountants, financial and investment analysts, financial advisors, securities agents, investment dealers and 
brokers, and other financial officers. These professionals are employed by auditing and accounting firms; banks 
and insurance, underwriting, investment, fund management and trust companies; utility and manufacturing 
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companies; stock brokerage firms, stock and commodity exchanges and other establishments in the securities 
industry; and throughout the public and private sectors; or they may be self-employed.

11100 Financial auditors and accountants

Financial auditors examine and analyze the accounting and financial records of individuals and establishments 
to ensure accuracy and compliance with established accounting standards and procedures. Accountants plan, 
organize and administer accounting systems for individuals and establishments. They are employed by private 
sector accounting and auditing firms or departments and public sector accounting and auditing departments or 
units, or they may be self-employed. Articling students in accounting firms are included in this unit group.

•	 May supervise and train articling students, other accountants or administrative technicians.

•	 Chartered professional accountants, certified general accountants (CPA, CGA) and chartered professional 
accountants, certified management accountants (CPA, CMA) require a university degree and completion 
of an approved training program and several years of on-the-job training and certification with a regulatory 
body is required in all provinces and territories.

•	 Auditors require education, training and recognition as indicated for chartered professional accountants, 
chartered accountants (CPA, CA), chartered professional accountants, certified general accountants (CPA, 
CGA) or chartered professional accountants, certified management accountants (CPA, CMA) and some 
experience as an accountant.

•	 Auditors may require recognition by the Institute of Internal Auditors.

•	 To act as a trustee in bankruptcy proceedings, auditors and accountants must hold a licence as a trustee  
in bankruptcy.

•	 Licensing by the provincial or territorial governing body is usually required for accountants and auditors 
practising public accounting.

11101 Financial and investment analysts

Financial and investment analysts collect and analyze financial information such as economic forecasts, trading 
volumes and the movement of capital, financial backgrounds of companies, historical performances and future 
trends of stocks, bonds and other investment instruments to provide financial and investment or financing advice 
for their company or their company’s clients. Their studies and evaluations cover areas such as takeover bids, 
private placements, mergers or acquisitions. Financial analysts are employed by a wide range of establishments 
throughout the private and public sector, such as banks, brokerage houses, insurance companies, investment 
companies, manufacturing firms, trust companies, utility companies and underwriting firms. Investment analysts 
are employed primarily by brokerage houses and fund management companies.

They are employed by 
banks, trust companies and investment firms, or they may be self-employed.

•	 Various training programs and courses are offered by financial institutes and organizations, such as the 
Canadian Securities Institute, Institute of Canadian Bankers, CFA Institute, Investment Funds Institute, 
Canadian Institute of Financial Planning, and Trust Companies Institute of Canada, and may be required  
by employers.

•	 While these kinds of positions require a high degree of training and qualifications, persons who occupy 
them must continually update their skills and pursue professional development.

11103 Securities agents, investment dealers and brokers

Securities agents and investment dealers buy and sell stocks, bonds, treasury bills, mutual funds and other 
securities for individual investors, pension fund managers, banks, trust companies, insurance firms and other 
establishments. Brokers buy and sell stocks, bonds, commodity futures, foreign currencies and other securities at 
stock exchanges on behalf of investment dealers. They are employed by investment companies, stock brokerage 
firms, stock and commodity exchanges and other establishments in the securities industry.

They are employed by courts of law, 
provincial and federal legislative assemblies and committees; hospitals, medical clinics and doctors’ offices; 
workplace health and safety boards, health record consulting firms and other health care establishments; and 
throughout the public and private sectors; or they may be self-employed.

12110 Court reporters, medical transcriptionists and related occupations

Court reporters record and transcribe verbatim the proceedings of courts, legislative assemblies and committees, 
and prepare transcripts for use by judges, tribunals and quasi-judicial panels. They are employed by courts 
of law, provincial and federal legislative assemblies and committees, or they may be self-employed. Medical 
transcriptionists record, transcribe and edit dictation by physicians and other health care providers, surgical 
proceedings, health-related reports and other medical documentation. They are employed by hospitals, medical 
clinics and doctors’ offices, or they may be self-employed. Closed captioners, braille technicians and other 
transcriptionists are included in this unit group.

1220 Accounting, insurance and related business administrative occupations

This minor group comprises accounting, insurance and related business administrative occupations, including 
accounting technicians, bookkeepers, insurance adjusters, claims examiners, insurance underwriters, assessors, 
valuators, appraisers and customs, ship and other brokers. They are employed in claims departments of insurance 
companies and as independent adjusters; at head and branch offices of insurance companies; by government 
agencies, real estate firms and other private companies; by customs, ship and other brokerage establishments; 
and throughout the public and private sectors; or they may be self-employed.

12200 Accounting technicians and bookkeepers

Accounting technicians and bookkeepers maintain complete sets of books, keep records of accounts, verify 
the procedures used for recording financial transactions, and provide personal bookkeeping services. They are 
employed throughout the private and public sectors, or they may be self-employed.

Assessors, 
business valuators and appraisers are employed by government agencies, real estate firms and other private 
companies, or they may be self-employed.

These occupations come with Training, Education, Experience 
and Responsibility (TEER) identified as TEER 3. Occupations classified in TEER 3, as those included in this group 
with a 3 as the second digit of their code, typically require completion of a post-secondary education program of 
less than two years at community college, institute of technology or CÉGEP; or completion of an apprenticeship 
training program of less than two years; or more than six months of on-the-job training, training courses or specific 
work experience with some secondary school education; or the accumulation of several years of experience in a 
related occupation found in TEER 4, when applicable (TEER 4 includes occupations with a 4 as a second digit in 
their code).

131 Administrative occupations

This sub-major group comprises administrative occupations, including administrative, property and payroll 
officers, as well as office administrative assistants (general, legal and medical).

1310 Administrative, property and payroll officers

This minor group comprises administrative, property and payroll officers, including administrative officers, 
property administrators and payroll administrators. They are employed by governments, government agencies, 
corporations and associations; property, real estate and strata services management companies and property 
development companies.

13100 Administrative officers

Administrative officers oversee and implement administrative procedures, establish work priorities, conduct 
analyses of administrative operations and coordinate acquisition of administrative services such as office space, 
supplies and security services. They are employed throughout the public and private sectors. Administrative 
officers who are supervisors are included in this unit group.

Payroll administrators collect, verify and process payroll information, determine pay and benefit entitlements for 
employees, maintain accurate payroll records, and provide payroll information within a department, company or 
other establishment.

1320 Transportation and production logistics coordinators and customs brokers and related 
broker occupations

This minor group comprises transportation and production logistics coordinators and customs brokers and related 
broker occupations. They are employed by manufacturing and construction companies, printing and publishing 
companies and other industrial establishments; and by customs, ship and other brokerage establishments; and 
throughout the public and private sectors; or they may be self-employed.

13200 Customs, ship and other brokers

Customs brokers clear goods through customs and to their destination on behalf of importer and exporter clients. 
Shipbrokers buy and sell cargo space on ships and buy and sell ships, yachts and other watercraft on behalf 
of clients. This unit group also includes other brokers who negotiate commercial transactions, logistics or other 
services, not elsewhere classified, between parties on behalf of clients. They are employed by customs, ship or 
other brokerage establishments or may be self-employed.

•	 Shipbrokers selling cargo space on ships usually require several years of on-the-job training or related 
experience such as shipping company scheduling experience. Shipbrokers selling watercraft usually require 
in-depth experience with, and knowledge of, various watercraft.

•	 Correspondence courses from the Institute of Chartered Shipbrokers are available for shipbrokers.

13201 Production and transportation logistics coordinators

Production logistics coordinators coordinate and expedite the flow of work within an establishment, prepare work 
and production schedules and monitor the progress of production and construction projects. Transportation 
logistics coordinators coordinate and monitor the movement of products and ensure that products are shipped 
and received on schedule. They are employed by manufacturing and construction companies and other  
industrial establishments.

These occupations come with Training, Education, Experience and Responsibility (TEER) identified as  
TEER 4. Occupations classified in TEER 4, as those included in this group with a 4 as the second digit of their 
code, typically require completion of secondary school; or several weeks of on-the-job training with some 
secondary school education; or experience in a related occupation from TEER 5, when applicable (TEER 5 
includes occupations with a 5 as a second digit in their code).

141 Office, court, and data support occupations

This sub-major group comprises office, court, and data support occupations, including general office support 
workers, receptionists, personnel clerks, court clerks and related court services occupations, as well as survey, 
statistical and data entry occupations.

1410 Office support and court services occupations

This minor group comprises office support and court services occupations, including general office support 
workers, receptionists, personnel clerks, court clerks and related court services occupations. They are employed 
by hospitals and medical, dental and other offices; in personnel departments; by federal, provincial, territorial and 
municipal courts; and in offices throughout the public and private sectors.

14100 General office support workers

General office support workers prepare correspondence, reports, statements and other material, operate 
office equipment, answer telephones, verify, record and process forms and documents such as contracts and 
requisitions and perform general clerical duties according to established procedures. They are employed in offices 
throughout the public and private sectors.

This minor group comprises supply chain logistics, tracking and scheduling coordination occupations, 
including shippers and receivers, storekeepers and partspersons, production logistics workers, purchasing 
and inventory control workers, dispatchers and transportation route and crew schedulers. They are employed 
by utility, manufacturing, construction, forestry and mining companies; retail, wholesale, commercial, industrial, 
transportation and other establishments; warehouses, repair shops and hospitals; printing and publishing 
companies; police, fire and other emergency services; taxi, delivery and courier services; and throughout the 
public and private sectors.

14400 Shippers and receivers

Shippers and receivers ship, receive and record the movement of parts, supplies, materials, equipment and stock 
to and from an establishment. They are employed in the public sector and by retail and wholesale establishments, 
manufacturing companies, and other commercial and industrial establishments.

Astronomers conduct observational and theoretical research to 
extend knowledge of the universe. They are employed by government and universities.

Geoscientists are employed by petroleum and mining companies, consulting geology, geophysics and engineering 
firms and by governments and educational institutions, or they may be self-employed. Oceanographers are 
employed by governments, educational institutions and private companies engaged in exploration of seafloor 
deposits and seafarming areas, or they may be self-employed.

Oceanographers may specialize in biological, chemical, geological or physical oceanography, or in other fields 
related to the study of oceans.

They inspect restaurants, industrial establishments, municipal 
water systems, public facilities and institutions to ensure compliance with government regulations regarding 
sanitation, pollution control and the handling and storage of hazardous substances. They are employed 
throughout the public and private sectors.

Mathematicians, statisticians and actuaries are employed by universities, governments, 
bank and trust companies, insurance companies, pension benefit consulting firms, professional associations, and 
science and engineering consulting firms.

22 Technical occupations related to natural and applied sciences

This major group comprises technical occupations related to natural sciences; technical occupations related 
to applied sciences and engineering. These occupations come with Training, Education, Experience and 
Responsibility (TEER) identified as TEER 2. Occupations classified in TEER 2, as those included in this group with 
a 2 as the second digit of their code, typically require completion of a post-secondary education program of two 
to three years at community college, institute of technology or CÉGEP; or completion of an apprenticeship training 
program of two to five years; or supervisory or significant safety responsibilities; or the accumulation of several 
years of experience in a related occupation found in TEER 3, when applicable (TEER 3 includes occupations with a 
3 as a second digit in their code).

221 Technical occupations related to natural sciences

This sub-major group comprises technical occupations related to natural sciences, including technical 
occupations in physical sciences and technical occupations in life sciences.

2210 Technical occupations in physical sciences

This minor group comprises technical occupations in physical sciences, including chemical technologists and 
technicians, and geological and mineral technologists and technicians. They are employed by research and 
development and quality control laboratories; consulting geology and engineering firms, chemical, petrochemical, 
pharmaceutical, construction, petroleum and mining companies; utilities; in manufacturing and processing 
industries; and by government, health and educational establishments.

22100 Chemical technologists and technicians

Chemical technologists and technicians provide technical support and services or may work independently in 
chemical engineering, chemical and biochemical research and analysis, industrial chemistry, chemical quality 
control and environmental protection. They are employed by research and development and quality control 
laboratories, consulting engineering companies, in chemical, petrochemical, pharmaceutical and a variety of other 
manufacturing and processing industries, and by utilities, health, educational and government establishments.

•	 National certification for chemical technologists and technicians is available through the Canadian Society 
for Chemical Technology.

•	 Certification in chemical engineering technology or in a related field is available through provincial 
associations of engineering/applied science technologists and technicians and may be required  
by employers.

•	 Chemical technologists and technicians are regulated in Quebec and Alberta.

•	 A period of supervised work experience, usually two years, is required before certification.

Geological and mineral technologists and technicians provide technical support and services or may work 
independently in the fields of oil and gas exploration and production, geophysics, petroleum engineering, geology, 
mining and mining engineering, mineralogy, extractive and physical metallurgy, metallurgical engineering and 
environmental protection. They are employed by petroleum and mining companies, consulting geology and 
engineering firms, and by governments and educational institutions as well as by a variety of manufacturing, 
construction and utilities companies.

They are employed by governments 
and government agencies; manufacturers of food products, chemicals and pharmaceuticals; biotechnology, 
resource, utilities, environmental and other consulting companies; health, research, educational and other 
institutions; forestry and other industries; landscape designers and contractors, lawn service and tree care 
establishments, golf courses, nurseries and greenhouses; and municipal, provincial and national parks; or they 
may be self-employed.
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22110 Biological technologists and technicians

Biological technologists and technicians provide technical support and services to scientists, engineers and other 
professionals working in fields such as agriculture, resource management, environmental protection, plant and 
animal biology, microbiology, cell and molecular biology and health sciences, or may work independently in these 
fields. They are employed in both laboratory and field settings by governments, manufacturers of food products, 
chemicals and pharmaceuticals, biotechnology companies, health, research and educational institutions, 
environmental consulting companies, and resource and utilities companies.

They are employed by government agencies and in the private sector.

They inspect the workplace 
environments, equipment and practices to ensure compliance with organization and government environment, 
health and safety standards and regulations. They are employed throughout the public and private sectors.

They are employed by federal, provincial and municipal governments, construction companies, 
architectural and civil engineering consulting firms or they may be self-employed.

•	 Energy advisors must affiliate with a licenced service organization, complete required training and pass the 
EnerGuide foundation level exam and Energy advisor exam to become registered with Natural Resources

This minor group comprises technical occupations in civil, mechanical and industrial engineering; including civil 
engineering technologists and technicians; mechanical engineering technologists and technicians; industrial 
engineering and manufacturing technologists and technicians; and construction estimators. They are employed 
by public works, transportation and other government departments; consulting engineering, insurance, 
manufacturing, processing and residential, commercial and industrial construction companies; major electrical, 
mechanical and trade contractors; and in many other industries; or they may be self-employed.

22300 Civil engineering technologists and technicians

Civil engineering technologists and technicians provide technical support and services to scientists, engineers and 
other professionals, or may work independently in fields such as structural engineering, municipal engineering, 
construction design and supervision, highways and transportation engineering, water resources engineering, 
geotechnical engineering and environmental protection. They are employed by consulting engineering and 
construction companies, public works, transportation and other government departments and in many  
other industries.

They are employed by governments; electrical utilities; communications, 
consulting, pulp and paper processing, nuclear and hydro power generating, mining, petrochemical and natural 
gas, industrial instrument and other manufacturing companies; manufacturers of electrical and electronic 
equipment; and in a wide range of manufacturing, processing and transportation industries; by industrial 
instrument servicing, electronic service, and retail establishments; wholesale distributors; aircraft manufacturing, 
maintenance, repair and overhaul establishments; and by airlines and other aircraft operators.

22310 Electrical and electronics engineering technologists and technicians

Electrical and electronics engineering technologists and technicians may work independently or provide technical 
support and services in the design, development, testing, production and operation of electrical and electronic 
equipment and systems. They are employed by electrical utilities, communications companies, manufacturers 
of electrical and electronic equipment, consulting firms, and in governments and a wide range of manufacturing, 
processing and transportation industries.

22312 Industrial instrument technicians and mechanics

Industrial instrument technicians and mechanics repair, maintain, calibrate, adjust, and install industrial measuring 
and controlling instrumentation. They are employed by pulp and paper processing companies, nuclear and hydro 
power generating companies, mining, petrochemical and natural gas companies, industrial instrument and other 
manufacturing companies, and by industrial instrument servicing establishments. Apprentices are also included in 
this unit group.

•	 Inspect and test operation of instruments and systems to diagnose faults using pneumatic, electrical and 
electronic testing devices and precision measuring instruments

•	 Repair and adjust system components, such as sensors, transmitters and programmable logic controllers, 
or remove and replace defective parts

•	 Calibrate components and instruments according to manufacturers’ specifications

•	 Perform scheduled preventive maintenance work and complete test and maintenance reports

•	 Install control and measurement instruments on existing and new plant equipment and processes

•	 Consult with and advise process operators.

 
Employment requirements

22313 Aircraft instrument, electrical and avionics mechanics, technicians and inspectors

Aircraft instrument, electrical and avionics mechanics, technicians and inspectors install, adjust, repair and 
overhaul aircraft instrument, electrical or avionics systems on aircraft. This unit group also includes avionics 
inspectors who inspect instrument, electrical and avionics systems following assembly, modification, repair or 
overhaul. They are employed by aircraft manufacturing, maintenance, repair and overhaul establishments and by 
airlines and other aircraft operators. Apprentices are also included in this unit group.

•	 Inspect and test aircraft instrument, electrical and avionics systems and ensure that the installation, 
maintenance, repair and overhaul of these systems meet Transport Canada and company standards of 
performance and safety.

 
Aircraft mechanics and technicians who work in repair and overhaul shops service and test electrical, electronic 
and instrument components.

Avionics mechanics and technicians who work in maintenance hangars troubleshoot, repair, install and inspect 
aircraft systems and components.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Aircraft instrument and avionics mechanics and technicians require completion of a two- to three-year 
college program in avionics or electronics.

•	 Aircraft electrical mechanics and technicians require completion of a college program as an electrical or 
electronic technician.

•	 Four years of on-the-job or company apprenticeship training is required for all mechanics and technicians 
in this unit group.

•	 Avionics inspectors require completion of a two- to three-year college program in avionics or electronics 
and  
Three to five years of experience as an avionics mechanic or technician.

•	 Avionics inspectors, mechanics and technicians who sign maintenance releases and certify airworthiness 
require an Aircraft Maintenance Engineer’s (AME) licence (category E - avionics) issued by  
Transport Canada.
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•	 Industry certification is available from the Canadian Council for Aviation & Aerospace (CCAA) for some 
occupations in this unit group.

•	 In Quebec, membership in the regulatory body for professional technologists is required to use the title 
“Professional Technologist.”

•	 Avionics inspectors, maintenance technicians and mechanics may acquire further endorsements to their 
AME licence allowing them to inspect and certify a broader range of aircraft and avionics systems.

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3 Health occupations

This broad category comprises specialized middle management occupations in health care, as well as 
occupations concerned with providing health care services directly to patients (professional and technical 
occupations in health) and occupations that provide support to health services.

30 Specialized middle management occupations in health care

This major group comprises specialized middle management occupations in health care. These occupations come 
with Training, Education, Experience and Responsibility (TEER) identified as TEER 0. The occupations classified 
under TEER 0, as those included in this group with zero (0) as the second digit of their code, are considered 
management occupations.

300 Specialized middle management occupations in health care

This sub-major group comprises specialized middle management occupations in health care.

3001 Managers in health care

This minor group comprises specialized middle management occupations in health care. They are employed in 
hospitals, medical clinics, nursing homes and other health care organizations.

30010 Managers in health care

Managers in health care plan, organize, direct, control and evaluate the delivery of health care services, such as 
diagnosis and treatment, nursing and therapy, within institutions, and in other settings, that provide health care 
services. They are employed in hospitals, medical clinics, nursing homes and other health care organizations.

•	 Develop and implement plans for new programs, special projects, new material and equipment acquisitions 
and future staffing levels in their department or establishment

•	 Plan and control departmental or establishment budget

•	 Represent the department or establishment at meetings with government officials, the public, the media 
and other organizations

•	 Supervise health care supervisors and professionals

•	 Recruit health care staff of the department or establishment.

Managers in health care specialize in administering the provision of specific health care services such as dietetics, 
clinical medicine, laboratory medicine, nursing, physiotherapy or surgery.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Administrators of departments such as surgery, clinical medicine or laboratory medicine are usually 
required to have the education and training of a specialist physician.

•	 Administrators of other departments, such as nursing, dietetics or physiotherapy, are usually required to 
have the education and training of the medical professionals in that department.

•	 Several years of experience in the relevant profession, including supervisory experience, are  
usually required.

•	 Certification in the relevant profession is required.

 
Additional information

•	 There is little or no mobility between departments in different medical specializations.

•	 Progression to senior management positions in health care services is possible with experience.

 
31 Professional occupations in health

This major group comprises professional occupations in health, including health treating and consultation 
services professionals; therapy and assessment professionals; and nursing and allied health professionals. These 
occupations come with Training, Education, Experience and Responsibility (TEER) identified as  
TEER 1. Occupations classified in TEER 1, as those in this group with a 1 as the second digit of their code, 
typically require a university degree (bachelor’s, master’s or doctorate) or the accumulation several years of 
experience and expertise in the subject matter knowledge in a related occupation found in TEER 2, when 
applicable (which includes occupations with a 2 as a second digit in their code).

311 Health treating and consultation services professionals

This sub-major group comprises health treating and consultation services professionals, including physicians and 
veterinarians; dentists, optometrists and audiologists; and pharmacists and dietitians.
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3110 Physicians and veterinarians

This minor group comprises physicians and veterinarians, including specialists in clinical and laboratory medicine; 
specialists in surgery; and general practitioners and family physicians. They work in private practice, hospitals, 
clinics, and public health facilities; animal clinics, and farms; laboratories, universities, and government.

31100 Specialists in clinical and laboratory medicine

Specialists in clinical and laboratory medicine diagnose and treat diseases and physiological or psychiatric 
disorders and act as consultants to other physicians. Specialists in laboratory medicine study the nature, cause 
and development of diseases in humans. Specialists in clinical medicine usually work in private practice or in a 
hospital while those in laboratory medicine usually work in hospitals. Residents in training to become specialists in 
clinical and laboratory medicine are included in this unit group.

Nuclear medicine physicians

•	 Diagnose, treat, and help prevent diseases or other conditions of the skin.

Physical medicine and rehabilitation physicians

•	 Diagnose and treat disorders requiring physiotherapy to provide physical, mental, and  
occupational rehabilitation.

Preventive medicine physicians

•	 Apply knowledge of general preventive medicine and public health issues to promote health care to 
groups or individuals, and aid in the prevention or reduction of risk of disease, injury, disability, or death. 
May diagnose and treat patients in the context of clinical health promotion and disease prevention.
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Radiologists

•	 Examine and diagnose disorders and diseases using x-rays and radioactive materials. May treat patients.

Other specialists in clinical medicine

•	 Diagnose and treat diseases and physiological or psychiatric disorders. Order laboratory tests, X-rays 
and other diagnostic procedures. Prescribe medication and treatment and refer patients for surgery. Act 
as consultants to other physicians. May conduct medical research.

Specialists in laboratory medicine, including pathologists

•	 Diagnose presence and stage of diseases using laboratory techniques and patient specimens. Study the 
nature, cause and development of diseases in humans and the structural and functional changes caused 
by diseases. Act as consultants to other physicians. May perform autopsies.

Specialists in clinical and laboratory medicine

•	 A bachelor’s degree or in Quebec, completion of a college program and one year of pre-medicine university 
studies is usually required.

•	 Graduation from an approved medical school and specific specialty training are required.

•	 Completion of the certifying examinations of the Royal College of Physicians and Surgeons of Canada 
and licensing by the provincial or territorial licensing authority are required.

Specialists in clinical medicine

•	 Four to five years of specialty residency training are required.

•	 Two years of subspecialty training may also be required.

Specialists in laboratory medicine

•	 Four to five years of specialty residency training are required.

31102 General practitioners and family physicians

General practitioners and family physicians diagnose and treat the diseases, physiological disorders and injuries 
of patients. They provide primary contact and continuous care toward the management of patients’ health. They 
usually work in private practice, including group or team practices, hospitals and clinics. Residents in training to be 
general practitioners or family physicians are included in this unit group.

•	 May conduct veterinary research related to areas such as animal nutrition, health care products 
development and disease prevention and control

•	 May enforce government regulations in disease control and food production including animal or animal-
based food inspection.

 
Employment requirements

Doctor of veterinary medicine

•	 Two years of pre-veterinary university studies or completion of a college program in health science and 
a four to five year university degree in veterinary medicine and successful completion of an examination 
leading to a national certification are required.

•	 A provincial licence to practice is required.

Veterinary specialists

•	 Completion of a degree in veterinary medicine and three to four years of additional postgraduate studies or 
residency program in the specialty of their choice are required.

•	 Veterinary specialists must be accredited by the American College of Veterinary Internal Medicine (ACVIM) 
or the American Board of Veterinary Practitioners (ABVP). In Quebec, they must be accredited by the Ordre 
des médecins vétérinaires du Québec and only 18 specialties are recognized.

•	 A provincial license to practice is required.

Research veterinarian

•	 Two years of pre-veterinary university studies or completion of a college program in health science and 
a four to five year university degree in veterinary medicine and successful completion of an examination 
leading to a national certification are required.

•	 Entry into research positions may require postgraduate study.

•	 A provincial licence to practice is required.
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Additional information

•	 The duties of veterinarians performing research may be similar to those of some biologists.

•	 In its regulations, the ‘Ordre des médecins vétérinaires du Québec (OMVQ)’ recognizes only the following 
specialties: Animal behavioural medicine; Laboratory animal medicine; Large animal internal medicine;

Dentists diagnose, treat, prevent and control disorders of the teeth and mouth. They work in private practice or 
may be employed in hospitals, clinics, public health facilities or universities.

•	 Monitor patient progress to identify changes or the progression of dental disease

•	 Prescribe antibiotics or other medication as required

•	 Bleach, clean, or polish teeth to restore natural color

•	 Supervise dental hygienists, dental assistants and other staff

•	 Refer patients to dental specialists as needed for recommended procedures

•	 May provide basic orthodontic treatments with additional training.

Oral and maxillofacial surgeons

•	 Collaborate with other professionals, such as restorative dentists and orthodontists, to plan treatment

•	 Administer general and local anesthetics

•	 Perform surgery to prepare the mouth for dental implants or to aid in the regeneration of deficient bone and 
gum tissues

•	 Remove impacted, damaged, and non-restorable teeth, as well as tumors and other abnormal growths of 
the oral and facial regions

•	 Perform surgery on the mouth and jaws to treat conditions, such as cleft lip, palate, and jaw  
growth problems

•	 Provide emergency treatment of facial injuries including facial lacerations, intra-oral lacerations, and 
fractured facial bones

•	 Treat infections of the oral cavity, salivary glands, jaws, and neck.

Orthodontists

•	 Examine patients’ teeth, gums and surrounding tissue to assess abnormalities of jaw development, tooth 
position, and other dental-facial structures

•	 Diagnose teeth and jaw or other dental-facial abnormalities

•	 Propose treatment plan for conditions such as underbites, overbites, crowding and others

•	 Design and fabricate appliances, such as space maintainers, retainers, and labial and lingual arch wires

•	 Fit dental appliances in patients’ mouths to alter the position and relationship of teeth and jaws or to  
realign teeth

•	 Coordinate orthodontic services with other dental and medical professionals

•	 Educate patients about improving and maintaining orthodontic care, and promoting routine dental  
health care.

Prosthodontists

•	 Examine patient’s teeth, gums and jaws to diagnose disease, injury and decay, and plan appropriate 
treatment to enhance patients’ dental and facial aesthetics, or correct orofacial problems

•	 Replace missing teeth and associated oral structures with permanent fixtures, such as implant-supported 
prostheses, crowns and bridges, or removable fixtures, such as dentures

•	 Restore function and improve aesthetics for traumatic injury victims, or individuals with diseases or  
birth defects

•	 Design and fabricate dental prostheses, or supervise dental technicians who construct the devices

•	 Fit prostheses to patients, making any necessary adjustments and modifications

•	 Restore damaged teeth with materials such as fillings, veneers and crowns

•	 Collaborate with general dentists, dental specialists, and other health professionals to develop solutions to 
dental and oral health concerns.
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Employment requirements

Dentists

•	 Two to four years of pre-dentistry university studies or, in Quebec, completion of a college program in 
sciences and a university degree from a recognized dental program are required.

•	 Licensing by a provincial or territorial regulatory body is required.

•	 Dentists in general practice can move into a specialized practice through advanced training.

Oral and maxillofacial surgeons

•	 Four to seven years of specialty residency training in oral and maxillofacial surgery are required.

Orthodontists

•	 Three years advanced orthodontics and dentofacial orthopedics program accredited by the Canadian 
Dental Association is required.

Prosthodontists

•	 Three years advanced prosthodontics program accredited by the Canadian Dental Association is required.

 
Additional information

•	 Certification by the National Dental Examining Board of Canada entitles dentists or graduates of approved 
dental programs to practice dentistry in any province in Canada provided requirements set out by the 
provincial and territorial licensing authorities are met.

•	 Dentists with further education, training and licensing, can specialize and practice in such areas as oral 
and maxillofacial surgery, orthodontics, pediatric dentistry, periodontics, endodontics, prosthodontics, 
oral pathology, oral radiology or public health dentistry.

 
31111 Optometrists

Optometrists examine eyes to assess and diagnose ocular diseases and disorders. They prescribe and fit 
eyeglasses and contact lenses and recommend treatments such as exercises to correct vision problems or ocular 
disorders. They work in private practice, hospitals, clinics, community health centres, rehabilitation centres, the 
optical industry, government and universities.

•	 Educate, counsel and advise patients on contact lens use and care, ocular hygiene, surgical and non-
surgical options, and preventive care and maintenance related to occupation and lifestyle

•	 Refer patients to ophthalmologists or other physicians and surgeons for treatment of ocular diseases 
or conditions such as cataracts, glaucoma and macular degeneration and systemic conditions such as 
diabetes and high blood pressure

•	 Collaborate with ophthalmologists and other healthcare professionals to provide pre- and post-operative 
care for patients undergoing eye surgeries such as laser vision correction

•	 May prescribe from a limited list of medications

•	 Conduct research and promote advancement in the visual sciences.

Optometrists may specialize in fitting visual aids for people who are partially blind, fitting contact lenses or 
correcting special vision problems.

•	 Three years of university undergraduate studies or, in Quebec, completion of a college program in sciences 
and a four- to five-year university program in optometry are required.

•	 Licensing by the provincial or territorial regulatory governing body is required.

 
31112 Audiologists and speech-language pathologists

Audiologists diagnose, evaluate and treat individuals with peripheral and central hearing loss, tinnitus and balance 
problems. Speech-language pathologists diagnose, assess and treat human communication disorders including 
speech, fluency, language, voice and swallowing disorders. Audiologists and speech-language pathologists are 
employed in hospitals, community and public health centres, extended care facilities, day clinics, rehabilitation 
centres and educational institutions, or may work in private practice. Audiologists and speech-language 
pathologists who are supervisors are included in this unit group.

•	 Plan and implement habilitation/rehabilitation programs for patients, including selection, fitting and 
adjustment of amplification devices, such as hearing aids, balance retraining exercises, and teaching 
speech (lip) reading

•	 Educate and counsel patients and families regarding the nature, extent, impact and implications of hearing 
loss and treatment

•	 Establish personalized care plans working as a member of an interdisciplinary team

•	 Conduct research related to hearing and hearing disorders

•	 May instruct and supervise audiometric technicians, students and other health care personnel.

Speech-language pathologists

•	 Administer tests and examinations and observe patients to diagnose and evaluate speech, voice, 
resonance, language, fluency, cognitive-linguistic and swallowing disorders

•	 Develop, plan and implement remedial programs to correct speech, voice, language, fluency, resonance, 
cognitive-linguistic and swallowing disorders

•	 Establish group and personalized care plans working as a member of an interdisciplinary team

•	 Educate and counsel patients and families regarding communication and swallowing disorders

•	 Conduct research on speech and other communication disorders and on the development and design of 
diagnostic procedures and devices

•	 May instruct and supervise communicative disorders assistants, students and other health  
care personnel.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Audiologists require a master’s degree in audiology.

•	 Speech-language pathologists require a master’s degree in speech-language pathology.

•	 Registration with a regulatory body is required for audiologists and speech-language pathologists in 
Newfoundland and Labrador, New Brunswick, Quebec, Ontario, Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Alberta and 
British Columbia.

•	 Membership in the national association, Canadian Association of Speech-Language Pathologists and 
Audiologists, is usually required.

•	 In some jurisdictions, audiologists may be required to obtain a separate licence to dispense hearing aids.

•	 Progression into management positions, such as chief audiologist or director of speech-language 
pathology, is possible with experience.
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3112 Pharmacists and dietitians

This minor group comprises pharmacists, dietitians and nutritionists. They are employed by retail and hospital 
pharmacies, home health-care agencies, extended care facilities, and community health centres; pharmaceutical 
companies; educational institutions, sports organizations, and government departments and agencies; in the 
pharmaceutical, and food and beverage industries; or they may be self-employed.

31120 Pharmacists

Community pharmacists and hospital pharmacists compound and dispense prescribed pharmaceuticals and 
provide consultative services to both clients and health care providers. They are employed in retail pharmacies 
and health center pharmacies, or they may be self-employed. Industrial pharmacists participate in the research, 
development, promotion and manufacture of pharmaceutical products. They are employed in pharmaceutical 
companies and government departments and agencies.

•	 Dispense prescribed pharmaceuticals to customers or to other health care professionals and advise them 
on indications, contra-indications, adverse effects, drug interactions and dosage

•	 Maintain medication profiles of customers including registry of poisons and narcotic and controlled drugs

•	 Ensure proper preparation, packaging, distribution and storage of vaccines, serums, biologicals and other 
drugs and pharmaceuticals

•	 Order and maintain stock of pharmaceutical supplies
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•	 Advise customers on selection and use of non-prescription medication

•	 Renew existing prescriptions in limited circumstances

•	 May adapt the formulation, regimen, duration or route of administration of medication

•	 May supervise and coordinate the activities of other pharmacists, pharmacy assistants, pharmacy 
technicians and other staff.

Industrial pharmacists

•	 Participate in research for the development of new drugs

•	 Formulate new drug products developed by medical researchers

•	 Test new drug products for stability and to determine absorption and elimination patterns

•	 Coordinate clinical investigations of new drugs

•	 Control the quality of drug products during production to ensure that they meet standards of potency, 
purity, uniformity, stability and safety

•	 Develop information materials concerning the uses, properties and risks of particular drugs

•	 Evaluate labelling, packaging and advertising of drug products

•	 Promote pharmaceutical products to health professionals.

 
Employment requirements

•	 A university degree in pharmacy and a period of supervised practical training are required.

•	 Licensure is required in all provinces and territories for community and hospital pharmacists.

 
31121 Dietitians and nutritionists

Dietitians and nutritionists assess nutrition related issues of individuals and groups and develop, implement 
and evaluate nutrition care plans to prevent, treat and manage disease. They manage food and nutrition service 
systems, and plan health promotion programs. They are employed in a variety of settings including hospitals, 
home health-care agencies and extended care facilities, community health centres, the food, beverage and 
pharmaceutical industries, educational institutions, and government and sports organizations, or they may work 
as private consultants.

•	 Provide nutrition guidance, label interpretation and consultation services to health professionals, 
individuals, dietetic interns, community groups, government and the media

•	 Evaluate nutritional status of individuals and aid in the prevention and/or treatment of inadequate nutrition

•	 Plan, evaluate and conduct nutrition education programs and develop educational materials for  
various audiences

•	 Practice on an individual basis or as a member of an interdisciplinary team to determine nutritional needs of 
patients and to plan, implement and evaluate normal and therapeutic diets to maintain and enhance  
general health

•	 Analyze current scientific nutritional studies, conduct research and evaluate program effectiveness to 
improve the nutritional value, taste, appearance and preparation of food

•	 Work within industry in the development, testing and evaluation, and marketing of food and nutrition 
products or as a company representative supplying product related information to health professionals

•	 Confer with other health professionals, community groups, government and the media to provide 
consultation and advice in areas of nutrition interpretation, intervention and policy

•	 Supervise training of dietetic interns.

Dietitians and nutritionists may specialize in areas such as administrative dietetics, clinical dietetics, community 
dietetics, public health nutrition or research dietetics.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Dietitians require a bachelor’s degree in dietetics, nutrition or a related field such as food and nutritional 
science from a program accredited by the Partnership for Dietetic Education and Practice (PDEP), and a 
period of supervised practical training.

•	 Successful completion of the Canadian Dietetic Registration Exam (CDRE) is required in all provinces 
except Quebec.

•	 Registration with a regulatory body is required in all provinces for dietitians.

•	 Membership in the national association, Dietitians of Canada, is voluntary.

•	 Registration with a regulatory body is required for nutritionists in Nova Scotia, Quebec and Alberta. In the 
remaining provinces, nutritionists may require the same education and practical training as dietitians.

•	 Membership with the national association, Dietitians of Canada, and/or a provincial regulatory body is 
available for nutritionists who have the same education and practical training as dietitians.
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Additional information

•	 Dietitians and nutritionists are protected titles and used interchangeably in Nova Scotia, Quebec and 
Alberta. In these provinces nutritionists require the same level of education and training as dietitians.

•	 In some provinces dietitians who work as Public Health Nutritionists and dietetic education program 
coordinators may require a Master’s degree.

•	 Dietitians and nutritionists may progress to management positions through additional experience.

 
312 Therapy and assessment professionals

This sub-major group comprises therapy and assessment professionals, including psychologists; chiropractors; 
physiotherapists; occupational therapists; kinesiologists and other professional occupations in therapy and 
assessment; and other professional occupations in health diagnosing and treating.

3120 Therapy and assessment professionals

This minor group comprises therapy and assessment professionals, including psychologists; chiropractors; 
physiotherapists; occupational therapists; kinesiologists and other professional occupations in therapy and 
assessment; and other professional occupations in health diagnosing and treating. They are employed by 
hospitals, community and public health centres, extended care and health care facilities, nursing homes, clinics, 
rehabilitation and recreational centres, and private and social services agencies; educational institutions, and 
sports organizations; in industry; or they may work in private practice.

31200 Psychologists

Psychologists assess and diagnose behavioural, emotional and cognitive disorders, counsel clients, provide 
therapy, conduct research and apply theory relating to behaviour and mental processes. Psychologists help 
clients work toward the maintenance and enhancement of psychological, physical, intellectual, emotional, social 
and interpersonal functioning. They work in private practice or in clinics, correctional facilities, hospitals, mental 
health facilities, rehabilitation centres, community service organizations, businesses, schools and universities, and 
in government and private research agencies.

•	 Apply psychological theory and principles regarding behaviour and mental processes such as learning, 
language development, memory and perception to develop treatment programs

•	 Formulate hypotheses and experimental designs, review literature, conduct studies and publish research 
papers, educational texts and articles

•	 Deliver presentations at conferences, workshops or symposia

•	 Provide consultation services to government and other organizations

•	 Conduct applied psychology and/or experimental research.

Sub-specialties include behavioural psychology, child psychology, cognitive psychology, developmental 
psychology, educational psychology, industrial psychology, neuropsychology, social psychology or  
sports psychology.

 
Employment requirements

•	 A doctoral degree in psychology is required in order to use the designation “Psychologist” in Prince Edward 
Island, New Brunswick, Quebec, Ontario, Manitoba and British Columbia.

•	 A master’s degree in psychology is required for the designation “Psychologist” in Newfoundland and 
Labrador, Nova Scotia, Saskatchewan, Alberta, the Northwest Territories and Nunavut.

•	 A master’s degree in psychology is required in order to use the designation “Psychological Associate” in 
Prince Edward Island, Ontario, Manitoba and British Columbia.

•	 A period of supervised practical experience is required in most jurisdictions.

•	 Successful completion of the written Examination for Professional Practice in Psychology (EPPP) is required 
in most provinces.

•	 Oral examinations and board interviews are required in some provinces.

•	 Registration with a regulatory body is required in all provinces, the Northwest Territories and Nunavut.

•	 Written ethics and jurisprudence exams may be required in some jurisdictions.

•	 Psychologists can become specialized in a particular area through training and experience.

•	 Psychological associates may be granted permission by provincial regulatory authorities to perform 
duties normally restricted to psychologists, specifically diagnosing psychological disorders and 
communicating diagnoses to clients.

 
31201 Chiropractors

Chiropractors assess, diagnose, treat and prevent patients’ neuromuscular-skeletal disorders of the spine, 
nervous system, pelvis and other body joints using corrective manipulation including spinal column adjustments, 
or other complementary therapies. They are usually in private practice or in clinics with other health practitioners.

•	 Prescribe and/or perform X-rays and other imaging and tests as required to diagnose patient’s condition

•	 Diagnose neuromuscular-skeletal disorders of the spinal column, pelvis, extremities and associated tissues

•	 Define and implement a treatment plan including spinal and joint adjustment or manipulations, soft tissue 
work and/or the use of complementary therapies; such as electrotherapy, acupuncture, heat therapy  
and massage

•	 Communicate and collaborate with other health care professionals

•	 Advise patients on alternate treatment modalities such as corrective exercises, posture, nutritional and 
lifestyle counselling, that have positive effects on the spine, joints, muscles and nervous system

•	 Refer patients to other health care professionals when appropriate.

 
Employment requirements

•	 A minimum of three years of university undergraduate studies or in Quebec, completion of a college 
diploma in natural science is required.

•	 Completion of a four or five year program at an Accredited Doctor of Chiropractic Education Programme  
is required.

•	 Successful completion of the national examinations by the Canadian Chiropractic Examining Board is 
required to qualify to become licensed by a provincial or territorial body.

•	 Licensing by a regulatory body is required in all provinces and in Yukon.

 
Additional information

•	 The scope of practice of chiropractors varies by province.

 
31202 Physiotherapists

Physiotherapists assess clients and plan and carry out individually designed treatment programs to maintain, 
improve or restore physical functioning and mobility, alleviate pain and prevent physical dysfunction in clients. 
They are employed in hospitals, clinics, industry, sports organizations, rehabilitation centres and extended care 
facilities, or may work in private practice.

•	 Communicate with referring physician and other health care professionals regarding clients’ problems, 
needs and progress

•	 Maintain clinical and statistical records and confer with other health care professionals

•	 Develop and implement health promotion programs for clients, staff and the community

•	 May conduct research in physiotherapy

•	 Provide consulting or education services as required.

Physiotherapists may focus their practice in particular clinical areas such as neurology, oncology, rheumatology, 
orthopedics, obstetrics, pediatrics, geriatrics, in the treatment of patients with cardiovascular and 
cardiopulmonary disorders, burns or sports injuries or in the field of ergonomics.

•	 A licence or registration with a regulatory body is required in all provinces and territories.

•	 Completion of a physiotherapist competency examination is required in all provinces and territories.

•	 Progression to management positions, such as director of physiotherapy, is possible through experience 
and additional training.

 
31203 Occupational therapists

Occupational therapists develop individual and group programs with people affected by illness, injury, 
developmental disorders, emotional or psychological problems and aging to maintain, restore or increase their 
ability to care for themselves and to engage in work, school or leisure. They also develop and implement health 
promotion programs with individuals, community groups and employers. They are employed in health care 
facilities, in schools, and by private and social services agencies, or they may be self-employed.

•	 Maintain clients’ records

•	 Establish personalized care plans working as a member of an interdisciplinary team

•	 Consult and advise on health promotion programs to prevent disabilities and to maximize independent 
function in all activities of life

•	 May supervise support personnel and students and provide training.

Occupational therapists may specialize in working with specific populations such as children or adults, or persons 
with distinct problems such as dementia, traumatic brain injury and chronic pain, or provide special interventions 
such as return-to-work programs.

 
Employment requirements

•	 A university degree in occupational therapy including supervised fieldwork is required.

•	 Completion of a national or provincial certification examination is required.

•	 Licensure with a regulatory body is required in all provinces and territories.

•	 Membership in the national association, Canadian Association of Occupational Therapists, is required in 
some provinces.

•	 Occupational therapists may obtain expertise in a particular area through additional training or experience.

 
Additional information

•	 Occupational therapists may progress to management or administrative positions through further training 
and experience.

 
31204 Kinesiologists and other professional occupations in therapy and assessment

Kinesiologists and other professional occupations in therapy and assessment include specialized therapists who 
use techniques such as athletic or recreational therapy to aid in the treatment of mental and physical disabilities 
or injuries. They are employed by establishments such as hospitals, rehabilitation centres, extended health care 
facilities, clinics, recreational centres, nursing homes, industry, educational institutions and sports organizations, 
or they may work in private practice.

•	 Kinesiologists require a four-year bachelor’s degree in kinesiology, physical education or human kinetics.

•	 Certification for kinesiologists is available through the Canadian Kinesiology Alliance.

•	 Registration with a regulatory body is required for kinesiologists in Ontario.

•	 Athletic therapists require a bachelor’s degree in sport therapy or a degree in health sciences with a 
specialization in sports injury management.

•	 Recreational therapists usually require a bachelor’s degree in recreation with a specialization in  
therapeutic recreation.

•	 Supervised practical training is usually required for occupations in this unit group.

•	 Certification or membership with the appropriate national professional association or provincial counterpart 
may be required.

•	 There is no mobility between the different occupations in this unit group.

 
31209 Other professional occupations in health diagnosing and treating

Other professional occupations in health diagnosing and treating, who are not elsewhere classified, diagnose and 
treat the diseases and injuries of patients. This unit group includes doctors of podiatric medicine, naturopathic 
medicine and osteopathic medicine, and also includes chiropodists and podiatrists. They work in private 
practices, clinics and hospitals.

•	 May also perform surgery on the bones of the forefoot and the subcutaneous soft tissues of the foot.

Chiropodists and diploma or first-degree trained podiatrists

•	 Diagnose diseases, deformities and injuries of the human foot

•	 Treat patients using braces, casts, shields, orthotic devices, physical therapy and subcutaneous soft-tissue 
foot surgery.

Doctors of naturopathic medicine

•	 Diagnose patients’ diseases and disorders
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•	 Employ natural methods of healing such as acupuncture and acupressure, spinal manipulation, reflexology, 
hydrotherapy, herbal medicines, biochemical therapy, clinical nutrition, homeopathy and counselling in  
their treatment.

Doctors of osteopathic medicine

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313 Nursing and allied health professionals

This sub-major group comprises nursing and allied health professionals, including nursing coordinators and 
supervisors; registered nurses and registered psychiatric nurses; nurse practitioners; and physician assistants, 
midwives and allied health professionals.

3130 Nursing and allied health professionals

This minor group comprises nursing and allied health professionals, including nursing coordinators and 
supervisors; registered nurses and registered psychiatric nurses; nurse practitioners; and physician assistants, 
midwives and allied health professionals. They are employed by hospitals, clinics, extended care facilities, 
rehabilitation centres, nursing homes, nursing and community agencies, doctors’ offices, companies, and private 
homes; or they may be self-employed.

31300 Nursing coordinators and supervisors

Nursing coordinators and supervisors coordinate and supervise the activities of registered nurses, registered 
psychiatric nurses, licensed practical nurses and other nursing personnel in the provision of patient care. They are 
employed in health care institutions such as hospitals, clinics and nursing homes, and in nursing agencies.

•	 Collaborate on research projects related to nursing and medical care and multidisciplinary services

•	 May provide direct patient care.

•	 Courses in management studies or a degree, diploma or certificate in management or administration may 
be required.

•	 Clinical experience as a registered nurse, or as a registered psychiatric nurse, is required.

31301 Registered nurses and registered psychiatric nurses

Registered nurses and registered psychiatric nurses provide direct nursing care to patients, deliver health 
education programs and provide consultative services regarding issues relevant to the practice of nursing. They 
are employed in a variety of settings including hospitals, nursing homes, extended care facilities, rehabilitation 
centres, doctors’ offices, clinics, community agencies, companies, private homes and public and private 
organizations or they may be self-employed.

•	 Assist in surgery and other medical procedures

•	 May supervise licensed practical nurses and other nursing staff

•	 May develop and implement discharge planning process on admission of patients

•	 May teach and counsel patients and their families on health-related issues in collaboration with other health 
care providers.

Registered nurses may specialize in areas such as surgery, obstetrics care, psychiatric care, critical care, 
pediatrics, geriatrics, community health, occupational health, emergency care, rehabilitation or oncology.

Occupational health nurses

•	 Develop and implement employee health education programs and provide registered nursing care in private 
businesses and industry.

Community health nurses

•	 Provide health education and registered nursing care in public health units and through home visits, 
manage complex home care cases, participate in community needs assessment and program 
development, conduct disease screening and deliver immunization programs.

Registered psychiatric nurses

•	 Provide nursing care, supportive counselling and life skills programming to patients in psychiatric hospitals, 
mental health clinics, long-term care facilities and community-based settings.

Nursing researchers and consultants

•	 Engaged in research activities related to nursing, as self-employed or as employed by hospitals, public and 
private organizations and governments.

•	 Provide consultative services to institutes, associations and health care organizations regarding issues and 
concerns relevant to the nursing profession and nursing practice.

Clinical nurses

•	 Nurses trained exclusively as registered psychiatric nurses (RPN) are regulated in Manitoba, Saskatchewan, 
Alberta and British Columbia. In all other provinces and territories, registered nurses (RN) may work as 
psychiatric nurses without separate registration.

•	 Registered nurses and registered psychiatric nurses may progress to supervisory and managerial positions 
with experience.

 
31302 Nurse practitioners

Nurse practitioners are registered nurses with additional education, advanced knowledge and nursing experience, 
and a specialty of practice. They provide a range of health services to patients and deliver preventive and 
continuous care toward the management of patients’ health. Nurse practitioners work in conjunction with 
physicians and collaboratively with other nursing colleagues and health-care providers, or they may work 
independently. They are employed in community health centres, hospitals, clinics, long-term care facilities, and 
rehabilitation centres. Nurse practitioners may specialize in primary healthcare or acute care.

31303 Physician assistants, midwives and allied health professionals

Physician assistants and midwives provide primary health care and treatment in conjunction with physicians 
and in collaboration with other health professionals. Physician assistants provide a range of health services to 
patients delivering preventive and continuous care toward the management of patients’ health. Midwives provide 
full-course care to women and their babies during the pre- and post-natal period. This unit group also includes 
professionals such as genetic counsellors, orthoptists and pathologists’ assistants, who work in collaboration with 
primary health occupations. Genetic counsellors assess individual or family risk of genetic conditions, and provide 
information to individuals, families and healthcare providers to promote informed choice. Orthoptists diagnose 
and treat binocular disorders. Pathologists’ assistants assist at autopsies and examinations of surgical specimens, 
or perform autopsies under a pathologist’s supervision. Physician assistants usually work under physicians in 
private practice, including group or team practices, hospitals and clinics. Midwives are employed in hospitals, 
clinics, birthing centres or in private practice. Genetic counsellors usually work in private practice, hospitals, clinics 
and research institutes. Orthoptists work under an ophthalmologist, particularly in private practices or clinics. 
Pathologists’ assistants are usually employed in hospitals and universities.

•	 Provide health maintenance education

•	 May participate in research activities

•	 May prescribe from a limited list of medications.

Midwives

•	 Provide primary, full-course, care to women and their babies during pregnancy, such as physical 
examinations, screening and diagnostic tests to monitor the health of mother and baby and make referrals 
to medical specialists as required

•	 Manage labour and spontaneous normal deliveries

•	 Care for, assess and monitor the health of newborns and refer infants to appropriate medical services  
as required

•	 Provide advice and guidance regarding care for newborns and young infants.

Genetic counsellors

•	 Provide information and support to families affected by or at risk of a genetic disorder

•	 Gather and analyze family history and inheritance patterns, calculate risks of recurrence, and provide 
information about genetic testing and related procedures

•	 Develop, implement or coordinate action plans and refer individuals and families to other  
health professionals

•	 Design and conduct genetics training programs for other healthcare professionals or the general public

•	 May conduct research in the field of medical genetics and genetic counselling.

Orthoptists

•	 Work alongside ophthalmologists to diagnose and treat eye disorders by performing specialized eye tests 
to measure and assess defective binocular vision or abnormal eye movement in patients

•	 Prescribe treatment such as eye exercises or patching regimens.

Pathologists’ assistants

•	 Prepare for autopsies by obtaining patients’ medical records and arranging for radiographic examinations

•	 Prepare, assist with or perform autopsies and surgical specimen examinations under  
pathologists’ supervision

•	 Assist with preparation of provisional autopsy report

•	 Dissect, examine, weigh, photograph and X-ray organs and specimens, collect tissue samples for chemical 
analysis and record findings

•	 Discard specimens according to established safety procedures

•	 Clean and maintain instruments, equipment and supplies

•	 Develop and maintain processes for laboratory quality control
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•	 May prepare bodies for release to funeral homes following completion of autopsies

•	 May supervise and train junior resident pathologists and morgue attendants.

•	 Physician assistants require completion of a university degree in a physician assistant program.

•	 Physician assistants require registration with a regulatory body in Manitoba and New Brunswick.

Midwives

•	 Midwives require completion of an undergraduate university degree program in midwifery or its equivalent 
and a period of supervised practical training.

•	 Registration with a regulatory body is required for midwives in Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, Quebec, 
Ontario, Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Alberta, British Columbia, the Northwest Territories and Nunavut.

Genetic counsellors

•	 Genetic counsellors usually require a master’s degree in genetic counselling and the certification with the 
Canadian Association of Genetic Counsellors (CAGC).

Orthoptists

•	 A bachelor’s degree and completion of a two-year accredited training program in orthoptics are required.

•	 Certification with the Canadian Orthoptic Council is required.

•	 Continuing education is required for recertification with the Canadian Orthoptic Council.

Pathologists’ assistants

•	 Pathologists’ assistants usually require completion of a master’s degree in a pathologists’  
assistant program.

•	 Certification by the Canadian Certification Council of Pathologists’ Assistants, the American Society for 
Clinical Pathology - Board of Certification, or Pathologists’ Assistant Certification Examination is usually 
required by employers.

•	 Membership in the national association, Canadian Association of Pathologists, is voluntary, but may be 
required by some employers.

32 Technical occupations in health

This major group comprises technical occupations in health and practitioners of natural healing. These 
occupations come with Training, Education, Experience and Responsibility (TEER) identified as TEER 2. 
Occupations classified in TEER 2, as those included in this group with a 2 as the second digit of their code, 
typically require completion of a post-secondary education program of two to three years at community college, 
institute of technology or CÉGEP; or completion of an apprenticeship training program of two to five years; or 
supervisory or significant safety responsibilities; or the accumulation of several years of experience in a related 
occupation found in TEER 3, when applicable (TEER 3 includes occupations with a 3 as a second digit in  
their code).
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321 Technical occupations in health (except practitioners of natural healing)

This sub-major group comprises technical occupations in health other than practitioners of natural healing, 
including technical occupations in therapy and assessment; technical occupations in dental health care; and 
medical technologists and technicians.

3210 Technical occupations in therapy and assessment

This minor group comprises technical occupations in therapy and assessment, including opticians; licensed 
practical nurses; paramedical occupations; respiratory therapists, clinical perfusionists and cardiopulmonary 
technologists; animal health technologists and veterinary technicians; and other technical occupations in therapy 
and assessment. They are employed by hospitals, community and public health centres, extended care and 
health care facilities, nursing homes, clinics, rehabilitation and recreational centres, and private and social services 
agencies; educational institutions, and sports organizations; in industry; or they may be self-employed.

32100 Opticians

Opticians assist clients in the selection of eyeglass frames, take the necessary measurements and arrange for the 
production of eyeglasses or contact lenses, mount lenses in eyeglass frames and fit clients with final prescription 
eyeglasses and contact lenses. They are employed in optical retail outlets or other establishments with optical 
dispensing departments, or they may be self-employed. Student opticians and opticians who are managers of 
optical retail outlets are included in this unit group.

•	 Obtain specifications for eyeglasses or contact lenses from a prescription prepared by an 
ophthalmologist or optometrist or by analyzing the client’s eyeglasses or contact lenses and take 
necessary measurements including the curvature of the eyes, the accurate position of the pupils and 
bridge width, using optical measuring devices

•	 Advice clients on eyeglasses selection by informing them of different products such as lens materials, 
frames, tints and anti-reflection coating

•	 Adjust contact lenses and inform client on use and care

•	 Grind, polish, cut and edge lenses or have them made by a laboratory before inserting them into the frame

•	 Adjust finished eyeglasses to fit client

•	 May supervise or manage the activities of other opticians or student opticians.
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•	 Employment requirements

•	 Completion of a two- or three-year college program in ophthalmic dispensing or optical sciences  
is required.

•	 Licensing by a regulatory body for opticians is required in all provinces.

Licensing requirements for scope of practice and protected titles related to the sale or dispensing and fitting of 
contact lenses vary by province.

 
32101 Licensed practical nurses

Licensed practical nurses provide nursing care usually under the direction of medical practitioners, registered 
nurses or other health team members. Operating room technicians prepare patients and provide assistance to 
medical practitioners prior to and during surgery. Licensed practical nurses are employed in hospitals, nursing 
homes, extended care facilities, rehabilitation centres, doctors’ offices, clinics, companies, private homes and 
community health centres. Operating room technicians are employed in hospitals.

Employment requirements

•	 Registration with a regulatory body is required in all provinces and territories.

•	 Completion of a registration examination is required in all provinces and territories.

•	 Operating room technicians require additional academic training in operating room techniques.

 
Additional information

•	 Working under the direction of a medical practitioner or registered nurse is not required for licensed 
practical nurses in all jurisdictions.

 
32102 Paramedical occupations

Workers in paramedical occupations administer pre-hospital emergency medical care to patients with injuries 
or medical illnesses and transport them to hospitals or other medical facilities for further medical care. They are 
employed by private ambulance services, hospitals, fire departments, government departments and agencies, 
manufacturing firms, mining companies and other private sector establishments. Paramedics who are supervisors 
are included in this unit group.

•	 Administer pre-hospital emergency care to patients such as oxygen therapy, cardiopulmonary resuscitation 
(CPR), spinal immobilization, bandaging and splinting

•	 Establish and maintain intravenous treatment (IV), apply adjunctive equipment for ventilation and circulation 
complications, administer medications and provide other advanced emergency treatment to patients

•	 Transport patients by air, land or water to hospital or other medical facility for further medical care

•	 Collaborate with ambulance dispatch centres, hospital staff, police, firefighters and family members to 
ensure relevant information is collected and proper treatment is administered

•	 Document and record nature of injuries and illnesses and treatment provided

•	 Assist hospital personnel with provision of medical treatment, if necessary

•	 Maintain emergency care equipment and supplies

•	 May train and supervise other workers in this unit group

•	 May assist with triage of emergency patients.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Completion of a one- to three-year college, hospital-based or other recognized paramedical or emergency 
medical technology program is required.

•	 Licensing by a regulatory body is required in all provinces.

•	 Those operating emergency vehicles require an appropriate class of licence.

 
32103 Respiratory therapists, clinical perfusionists and cardiopulmonary technologists

Respiratory therapists assist physicians in the evaluation, diagnosis, treatment and care of patients with 
respiratory and cardiopulmonary disorders. Clinical perfusionists provide technical support to patients 
undergoing cardiac surgery and patients requiring cardio-respiratory support. Cardiopulmonary technologists 
assist physicians in the technical aspects of diagnosis and treatment of cardiovascular and pulmonary disease. 
Respiratory therapists are employed in hospitals, extended care facilities, public health centres, sleep, private or 
dental clinics and respiratory home care companies. Clinical perfusionists and cardiopulmonary technologists are 
primarily employed in hospitals. Respiratory therapists, clinical perfusionists and cardiopulmonary technologists 
who are supervisors or instructors are included in this unit group.

•	 Perform artificial respiration and external cardiac massage

•	 Evaluate and monitor patients’ cardiorespiratory conditions

•	 Provide and optimize patients’ mechanical ventilation

•	 Assist with transport of high-risk patients

•	 May prepare and administer authorized medications

•	 Supervise and train students and other respiratory therapists

•	 Participate in home care programs for chronic respiratory patients and provide patient and family education

•	 Participate in research related to cardiac and pulmonary disorders.

•	 Respiratory therapists may work in specific areas of practice such as anesthesia, critical care, neonatal 
and pediatrics, cardiopulmonary diagnostics, respiratory home and community care, research and private 
health industry.

Clinical perfusionists

•	 Assemble, maintain and operate extracorporeal circulation equipment, intra-aortic balloon pumps and other 
heart assist devices to support or temporarily replace patients’ cardiopulmonary functions during open-
heart surgery

•	 Administer blood products, drugs and other substances through heart-lung machines and other devices 
as directed by cardiac surgeons and anaesthetists to maintain adequate flow of oxygenated blood to all 
organs of the body

•	 Monitor vital signs to support and maintain patients’ physiological functions and metabolic needs during 
cardiopulmonary surgery

•	 Participate in routine maintenance, calibration and inspection of all perfusion related equipment

•	 Supervise and train student clinical perfusionists and other clinical perfusionists.
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Cardiopulmonary technologists

•	 Perform diagnostic tests, such as pulmonary function and asthma stress, or assist physicians with cardiac 
and cardiopulmonary stress tests and bronchoscopies

•	 Determine patients’ blood characteristics such as activated clotting time and oxygen saturation

•	 Operate, monitor, maintain, calibrate and test diagnostic and therapeutic equipment

•	 Monitor patients and advise physician of any changes in patients’ condition

•	 Prepare medications and administer inhaler and other treatments under supervision of cardiologist

•	 Provide information and care for patients during tests

•	 Assist with the preparation of cardiac catheterization room, prepare specialized catheters and assist 
cardiologists during catheterization

•	 Perform analysis, programming and monitoring of implanted devices such as pacemakers and defibrillators 
during surgery

•	 Supervise and train students and other cardiopulmonary technologists

•	 Provide technical support for research.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Respiratory therapists require the completion of a three-year college or university degree program in 
respiratory therapy, both including clinical training.

•	 Licensing is required for respiratory therapists in Newfoundland and Labrador, Nova Scotia, New 
Brunswick, Quebec, Ontario, Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alberta.

•	 A national certification for respiratory therapists is available for therapists working in Prince Edward Island, 
British Columbia, Yukon, the Northwest Territories and Nunavut.

•	 In Quebec, a certificate is required for respiratory therapists to prescribe smoking cessation medication.

•	 Clinical perfusionists require the completion of a respiratory therapy or registered nursing program with a 
minimum of one year of work experience as a respiratory therapist or registered nurse and completion of a 
college or university program in clinical perfusion, including clinical training.

•	 Certification with the Canadian Society of Clinical Perfusion is required for clinical perfusionists.

•	 Cardiopulmonary technologists require a two-year college diploma in an allied health discipline such as 
respiratory therapy, nursing diploma, or a university degree in a related science and completion of a college 
post-diploma program in cardiovascular technology and additional training in pulmonary technology 
through courses or supervised on-the-job clinical training.

•	 Registration with the Canadian Association of Cardio-pulmonary Technologists (CACPT) may be required.

 
Additional information

•	 Supervisory and instructor positions in this unit group require experience in their respective fields as a 
respiratory therapist, clinical perfusionist or cardiopulmonary technologist.

 
32104 Animal health technologists and veterinary technicians

Animal health technologists and veterinary technicians provide technical support to veterinarians by caring for 
animals and assisting in the diagnosis and treatment of animal health disorders. They are employed in veterinary 
clinics, animal hospitals, animal shelters, humane societies, zoos, animal research laboratories, pharmaceutical 
companies and government. Animal health technologists and veterinary technicians who are supervisors are 
included in this unit group.

•	 Successful completion of a national registration examination may be required in some  
employment settings.

•	 Registration with provincial animal health technologists’ or veterinary technicians’ associations is available, 
and is mandatory in some provinces.

•	 With experience, animal health technologists and veterinary technicians may progress to  
supervisory positions.

 
32109 Other technical occupations in therapy and assessment

Other technical workers in therapy and assessment perform various technical therapy and assessment functions. 
Some may assist professionals such as audiologists, speech-language pathologists, ophthalmologists, 
physiotherapists and occupational therapists. They are employed in hospitals, clinics, extended care facilities, 
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rehabilitation centres, community health centres, educational institutions, hearing aid retail stores, in the private 
practices of the professionals they assist, or they may be self-employed.

•	 Educate clients in appropriate use, care and maintenance of hearing instruments
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•	 Communicate with audiologist or other health care professionals regarding patients’ condition

•	 Perform follow-up examinations and readjustments.

Communicative disorders assistants and speech-language pathology assistants

•	 Assist speech-language pathologists and audiologists during assessment of patients

•	 Carry out treatment programs, document results and develop materials for use with patients, under the 
supervision of speech-language pathologists or audiologists

•	 Document patient rehabilitation progress

Ophthalmic medical technologists and technicians

motility testing to aid ophthalmologists in assessing patients’ vision

•	 Instruct patient on diagnostic test and record, interpret and troubleshoot results

•	 Assist ophthalmologists in performing ophthalmic procedures and surgeries

•	 Administer topical ophthalmic or oral medications as directed by ophthalmologists

•	 Prepare specimens for culture and staining

•	 Maintain ophthalmic instruments or equipment

•	 May instruct and supervise other ophthalmic staff and perform various administrative duties

•	 May participate in research activities.

Physical rehabilitation therapists

•	 Collect and analyse information from clients’ file upon referral from the physiotherapist or physician

•	 Develop, implement and monitor treatment plans of clients in collaboration with the physiotherapist  
or physician

•	 Use a variety of therapeutic modalities such as manual techniques (e.g. massage), exercises, 
electrotherapy, hydrotherapy and thermotherapy (ice or heat) to achieve treatment objectives

•	 Advise clients on postures, lifestyle and exercises to help them improve their physical condition.

Physiotherapy assistants and occupational therapy assistants

•	 Under the direction of physiotherapists and/or occupational therapists, carry out treatment programs 
such as thermotherapy, traction, hydrotherapy and electrotherapeutic techniques to rehabilitate patients 
with various injuries or disabilities to maximize their ability to independently manage daily activities.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Hearing instrument practitioners require completion of a two or three-year college diploma in a hearing 
instrument specialist program, and a period of supervised training.

•	 Licensure with a regulatory body is required for hearing instrument practitioners in all provinces except 
in Prince Edward Island, New Brunswick, and Ontario. Ontario requires membership with the Association 
of Hearing Instrument Practitioners of Ontario (AHIP). Hearing instrument practitioners can prescribe and 
dispense hearing instruments except in Ontario where dispensing is dependent on a prescription from a 
physician or audiologist.

•	 Communicative disorders assistants and speech-language pathology assistants require completion of a 
three- to four-year college program.
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•	 Ophthalmic medical technicians require completion of a one-year hospital based ophthalmic technician 
training program or a minimum of one year on-the-job training working as a Certified Ophthalmic Assistant 
under the supervision of an ophthalmologist.

•	 Ophthalmic medical technologists require completion of a two-year hospital-based training program in 
ophthalmic medical technology, or a 4 year bachelor’s degree program in Ophthalmic Medical Technology 
or a minimum of two years of on-the-job training working as a Certified Ophthalmic technician under the 
supervision of an ophthalmologist.

•	 Certification by the Joint Commission on Allied Health Personnel in Ophthalmology may be required  
by employers.

•	 Physical rehabilitation therapists, who are only found in Quebec, require completion of a three-year 
physiotherapy or rehabilitation techniques college program and a period of internship.

•	 A permit to practice issued by the Ordre professionnel de la physiothérapie du Québec (OPPQ) is required 
for physical rehabilitation therapists.

•	 Physiotherapy assistants require completion of a two-year physical therapy assistant (PTA) college 
program, or a two-year rehabilitation therapy assistant program and supervised practical training.

•	 Occupational therapy assistants require completion of a two-year occupational therapy assistant (OTA) 
college program.

 
Additional information

•	 Ophthalmic medical technicians may progress to ophthalmic medical technologists’ positions with training, 
experience and certification.

•	 Certified Ophthalmic Technician and Certified Ophthalmic Medical Technologist may have additional 
specialty certification such as Registered Ophthalmic Ultrasound Biometrist (ROUB) or Certified Diagnostic 
Ophthalmic Sonographer (CDOS).

•	 In most provinces occupational therapy assistants (OTA) and physiotherapy assistants (PTA) receive training 
through a single OTA/PTA program in community colleges.

•	 In Quebec, hearing instruments practitioners provide services to adults and children.

 
3211 Technical occupations in dental health care

This minor group comprises technical occupations in dental health care, including denturists; dental hygienists 
and dental therapists; and dental technologists and technicians. They work in private practice; and are employed 
by dentists’ offices, hospitals, and clinics; educational institutions; governments and government agencies; dental 
laboratories; and in private industry.

32110 Denturists

Denturists examine patients and design, construct and repair removable dentures. Most denturists work in private 
practice. Apprentices are also included in this unit group.

32111 Dental hygienists and dental therapists

Dental hygienists provide dental hygiene treatment and services related to oral health promotion and disease and 
mouth injury prevention. They are employed in a variety of settings including dentists’ offices, hospitals, private 
clinics, educational institutions, public health agencies or they may be self-employed. Dental therapists provide 
limited restorative dental treatment in addition to dental hygiene services. They are employed by the federal 
government and the provincial governments to provide services in rural and remote communities.

•	 Dental therapists are required to complete a two- to three- year college diploma from an approved dental 
institution program.

•	 Licensure is required for dental therapists in Saskatchewan, the Yukon, the Northwest Territories  
and Nunavut.

Dental technologists and technicians design, prepare and fabricate dentures and dental devices as prescribed by 
dentists and other specialists. They are employed in dental laboratories. Dental technologists and technicians who 
are supervisors are included in this unit group.

3212 Medical technologists and technicians

This minor group comprises medical technologists and technicians, including medical laboratory technologists; 
medical radiation technologists; medical sonographers; cardiology technologists and electrophysiological 
diagnostic technologists; pharmacy technicians; and other medical technologists and technicians. They are 
employed by medical, radiological, and animal research laboratories; hospitals, clinics, extended and long-
term care facilities, nursing homes, and public health and cancer treatment centres; respiratory home care, and 
pharmaceutical companies; retail and hospital pharmacies; pharmaceutical and prosthetic device manufacturers; 
custom ocular prosthetic, prosthetics, and orthotics laboratories; fast food outlets, cafeterias, schools, and health 
care and commercial food service establishments; animal hospitals, veterinary clinics, animal shelters, and zoos; 
colleges and universities, research facilities, and government, or they may be self-employed.

32120 Medical laboratory technologists

Medical laboratory technologists conduct medical laboratory tests, experiments and analyses to assist in 
the diagnosis, treatment, monitoring and prevention of disease. They are employed in medical laboratories 
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in hospitals, blood banks, community and private clinics, research facilities and post-secondary educational 
institutions. Medical laboratory technologists who are supervisors are included in this unit group.

•	 Study blood cells and other tissues to determine their relation to various physiological and  
pathological conditions

•	 Prepare tissue sections for microscopic examinations using techniques to demonstrate special cellular 
tissue elements or other characteristics

•	 Perform and interpret blood group, type and compatibility tests for transfusion purposes

•	 Validate, document and report test results

•	 Establish procedures for the analysis of specimens and for medical laboratory experiments

•	 Conduct quality control assessment of testing techniques

•	 May supervise and train other medical laboratory technical staff, students and helpers

•	 May assist pathologists during autopsies.

Medical laboratory technologists may specialize in areas such as clinical chemistry, clinical microbiology, 
hematology, histotechnology, transfusion medicine or immunohematology, cytotechnology, cytogenetics and 
molecular genetics.

 
Employment requirements

•	 A two- or three-year college program in medical laboratory technology is required  
and  
A period of supervised practical training may be required.

•	 Registration with a regulatory body is required in Newfoundland and Labrador, Nova Scotia, New 
Brunswick, Quebec, Ontario, Manitoba, Saskatchewan, and Alberta.

•	 Certification by the Canadian Society for Medical Laboratory Science is usually required by employers.

•	 Combined laboratory and X-ray technicians require completion of a combined laboratory X-ray  
technology program.

•	 Some employers may require a university science degree for specialized medical laboratory technologists.
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Additional information

•	 In Quebec medical laboratory technologists are referred to as les technologistes médicaux and are 
regulated by l’Ordre professionnel des technologistes médicaux du Québec (OPTMQ).

 
32121 Medical radiation technologists

Medical radiation technologists operate radiographic and radiation therapy equipment to administer radiation 
treatment and produce images of body structures for the diagnosis and treatment of injury and disease. They 
are employed in hospitals, cancer treatment centres, clinics, radiological laboratories, colleges and universities. 
Medical radiation technologists who are supervisors or instructors are included in this unit group.

•	 Operate X-ray, radiographic and fluoroscopic equipment, computerized tomography (CT) scanners, 
mammography units and magnetic resonance imaging (MRI) scanners to produce radiographs or anatomic 
images of the human body for the diagnosis by radiologists of disease or injury
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•	 Record and process patient data

•	 Perform basic verification and quality control checks on radiographic and film processing equipment

•	 Provide appropriate care and monitoring of the patient during the radiographic examination

•	 Explain procedures, position patient and equipment and apply radiation protection measures

•	 May train and supervise student radiographers or supervise other radiological technologists.

Radiological technologists may specialize in areas such as computerized tomography, angiography, 
mammography, magnetic resonance imaging, interventional radiology, dosimetry, stereotaxy or brachytherapy.

Nuclear medicine technologists

•	 Prepare and administer radiopharmaceuticals, such as radionuclides and other tracer materials to patients 
or to biological samples

•	 Operate radiation detection equipment, such as gamma cameras, scanners, scintillation counters, 
tomodensitometers and ionization chambers, to acquire data for use by nuclear medicine physicians in the 
diagnosis of disease

•	 Perform diagnostic procedures using radioactive materials on biological specimens, such as blood, urine 
and faeces

•	 Record and process results of procedures

•	 Check equipment to ensure proper operation

•	 Provide appropriate care and monitoring of the patient during the examination

•	 Apply radiation protection measures

•	 May train and supervise student nuclear medicine technologists or supervise other nuclear  
medicine technologists.

Radiation therapists

•	 Operate linear accelerators, cobalt 60, X-ray and other radiation therapy equipment to administer radiation 
treatment prescribed by radiation oncologists

•	 Check radiation therapy equipment to ensure proper operation

•	 Assist radiation oncologists and clinical physicists with preparation of radiation treatment plan

•	 Assist in the preparation of sealed radioactive materials such as cobalt, radium, cesium and isotopes 
and the construction of devices such as plaster casts and acrylic moulds to assist with administration of 
radiation treatment

•	 Provide appropriate care and monitoring of the patient’s physical and psychological well-being during the 
entire course of treatment

•	 Explain procedures and side effects of radiation

•	 May train and supervise student radiotherapy technologists or supervise other radiotherapy technologists.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Completion of a two- to three-year college, hospital or other approved program in diagnostic radiography or 
magnetic resonance imaging (for radiological technologists and magnetic resonance technologists), nuclear 
medicine technology (for nuclear medicine technologists) or radiation therapy (for radiation therapists)  
or 
A bachelor of health sciences in radiography, nuclear medicine or radiation therapy 
and 
A period of supervised practical training are required.

•	 Licensure with a regulatory body is required in Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, Quebec, Ontario, 
Saskatchewan and Alberta.
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•	 Membership with a provincial association is required in Newfoundland and Labrador, Prince Edward Island 
and Manitoba.

•	 Certification by the Canadian Association of Medical Radiation Technologists is required in all provinces 
except Quebec and British Columbia.

 
Additional information

•	 There is no mobility between the three types of medical radiation technologists without further training.

•	 Experience as a medical radiation technologist is required for supervisors and instructors.

 
32122 Medical sonographers

Medical sonographers operate ultrasound equipment to produce and record images of various parts of the body 
to aid physicians in monitoring pregnancies and in diagnosing cardiac, ophthalmic, vascular and other medical 
disorders. They are employed in clinics and hospitals. Medical sonographers who are supervisors or instructors 
are included in this unit group.

•	 Monitor examination by viewing images on video screen, to evaluate quality and consistency of diagnostic 
images, and make adjustments to equipment, as required

•	 Record, store and process scanned images by using camera unit connected to ultrasound equipment

•	 Observe and care for patients throughout examinations to ensure patient safety and comfort

•	 Prepare examination reports for physicians to aid in the monitoring of pregnancies and the diagnosis of 
cardiac, abdominal, ophthalmic, vascular and other disorders

•	 Perform quality control checks on ultrasound equipment to ensure proper operation and perform minor 
repairs and adjustments as required

•	 May supervise and train students and other medical sonographers.

Medical sonographers may specialize in abdominal, cardiac, cerebral, obstetrical and gynaecological, ophthalmic, 
intraluminal or peripheral vascular sonography. They may also specialize in adult or pediatric echocardiography  
or neurosonology.
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Employment requirements

•	 Completion of a three- to four-year program in diagnostic medical sonography or ultrasound technology 
or completion of a two- to three-year program in a related allied health field and a one-year post-diploma 
program in diagnostic medical sonography from an accredited institution are required.

•	 Registration with Sonography Canada and/or the American Registry of Diagnostic Medical Sonographers is 
usually required by employers.

•	 Registration with l’Ordre des technologues en imagerie médicale, en radio-oncologie et en 
électrophysiologie médicale du Québec is required in Quebec.

•	 Registration with the College of Medical Radiation Technologists of Ontario (CMRTO) is required in Ontario.

32123 Cardiology technologists and electrophysiological diagnostic technologists

Cardiology technologists operate electrocardiogram equipment and use medical imaging technologies to record 
cardiac activity of patients to aid in the diagnosis, monitoring and treatment of heart disease. Electrophysiological 
diagnostic technologists operate electroencephalographic, electromyographic and other electrophysiological 
diagnostic equipment to assist physicians in diagnosing diseases, injuries and abnormalities. Cardiology 
technologists and electrophysiological diagnostic technologists who are supervisors or instructors are included in 
this unit group. They are employed in clinics, hospitals and medical laboratories.

•	 Perform non-invasive cardiovascular procedures and tests, such as electrocardiograms, exercise tolerance 
tests, ambulatory monitoring and scanning of tapes, holter arrhythmia scanning, pacemaker analysis  
and follow-up

•	 Record and assess cardiac activity and provide preliminary reports of tests

•	 Provide patients with care during procedures and tests

•	 Prepare reports for interpretation by cardiologists

•	 Reprogram pacemakers according to required standards

•	 Check, calibrate and perform routine maintenance of cardiology equipment to ensure proper operation

•	 May analyze tests and notify physician or other health care professionals of abnormalities

•	 May administer certain drugs under direct supervision of physician

•	 May document and record pacemaker implant threshold measurements under direct supervision of  
cardiac surgeon

•	 May supervise and train students, other cardiology technologists and nurses.

Electrophysiological technologists

•	 Review patient’s case history and assess nature of problem to determine procedures and tests required

•	 Attach diagnostic equipment to patients and ensure their comfort and safety

•	 Operate diagnostic equipment such as electroencephalographic and evoked potential equipment to record 
the electrical activity of the brain and cranial and central nervous systems

•	 Operate electromyographic equipment to conduct electrophysiological nerve conduction velocity tests and 
to assist physicians in conducting electrophysiological tests such as muscle strength and  
repetitive stimulation

•	 Take notes on the recorded graph to identify interference such as poor electrode contact or  
patient movement

•	 Prepare recordings and reports of findings for physicians to aid in the diagnosis of neurological disorders

•	 Check, calibrate and perform routine maintenance of diagnostic equipment

•	 Train and supervise students, technicians or other electroencephalograph technologists.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Cardiology technologists require completion of a two-year college diploma program in cardiology 
technology 
and 
Supervised practical training.

•	 Cardiology technologists require registration with the Canadian Society of Cardiology Technologists in all 
provinces except Quebec.

•	 Electroencephalograph and other diagnostic technologists require completion of a two-year college or 
hospital-based program in electrophysiology technology  
and  
Supervised practical training.

•	 Registration with the Canadian Board of Electroencephalograph Technologists is available for 
electroencephalograph technologists; it is required in Alberta and is usually required by employers in  
other provinces.
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•	 Registration with the Association of Electromyography Technologists of Canada is available for 
electromyography technologists and is usually required by employers.

•	 Registration with l’Ordre des technologues en imagerie médicale, en radio-oncologie et en 
électrophysiologie médicale du Québec is required for cardiology technologists and electrophysiological 
technologists in Quebec.

 
32124 Pharmacy technicians

Pharmacy technicians perform technical functions relating to prescriptions including gathering patients’ 
information, product preparation, product distribution and inventory control. They work closely with pharmacists 
to provide pharmaceutical care to clients. Pharmacy technicians are employed in retail and hospital pharmacies, 
long-term care facilities and by pharmaceutical manufacturers. Pharmacy technicians who are supervisors are 
included in this unit group.

•	 Gather and enter client information in databases and prepare medications for clients in collaboration  
with pharmacists

•	 Compound pharmaceutical products such as intravenous injections, oral solutions, ointments and creams

•	 Process payment of prescriptions and other pharmacy services including direct billing to third  
party insurers

•	 Provide instructions on how to use health aids, and medical devices such as drug administration devices 
and monitoring devices

•	 May help with scheduling and workflow.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Pharmacy technicians usually require a two-year pharmacy technician college program or completion of a 
two- to three-year college program in pharmaceutics and supervised practical training.

•	 Completion of the Pharmacy Examining Board of Canada (PEBC) certification exams is required for 
pharmacy technicians.

•	 Registration with a regulatory body is required for pharmacy technicians in all provinces except Quebec.

Dietary technicians 
are employed in health care and commercial food service establishments such as hospitals, extended care 
facilities, nursing homes, schools, cafeterias and fast food outlets. Ocularists are employed in custom ocular 
prosthetic laboratories, or they may be self-employed. Prosthetists, orthotists and prosthetic and orthotic 
technicians are employed in hospitals, clinics, prosthetics and orthotics laboratories, and prosthetic device 
manufacturing companies. Prosthetists and orthotists may also be self-employed. Apprentices are also included 
in this unit group.

Ocularists

•	 Design, fabricate and fit ocular prostheses and conformers, and may design and fabricate implants

•	 Paint the iris and pupil of artificial eyes

•	 Clean and restore ocular prostheses
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•	 Advise patients concerning the loss of depth perception and the care and use of ocular prostheses

•	 Repair and maintain fabrication and laboratory equipment

•	 Consult with ophthalmologists concerning insertion of ocular prostheses.

Prosthetists and orthotists

•	 Design, fabricate and fit prosthetic and orthotic appliances such as artificial limbs, braces or supports

•	 Interpret physicians’ specifications and examine and measure patients to develop working sketches  
of appliances

•	 Make and modify plaster casts of areas to receive prostheses or orthoses

•	 Fit, adjust and repair appliances

•	 Advise patients in the use and care of prostheses and orthoses

•	 Supervise and direct the activities of prosthetic and orthotic technicians.

Prosthetic and orthotic technicians

•	 Assemble or build prosthetic and orthotic appliances according to drawings, measurements and plaster 
casts using a variety of materials such as metals, plastics and leathers

•	 Repair, rebuild and modify prosthetic and orthotic appliances or orthopaedic footwear

•	 May take the body or limb measurements of patients.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Dietary technicians require completion of a two- to three-year college program in dietary technology and 
supervised practical training.

•	 Ocularists require completion of the education program of the American Society of Ocularists and 
supervised practical training or a five-year supervised practical training program under a certified ocularist.

•	 Certification by the National Examining Board of Ocularists is usually required.

•	 Prosthetists and orthotists require a two-year college program in prosthetics and orthotics technology and 
three years of supervised practical training.

•	 Certification by the Canadian Board of Certification of Prosthetists and Orthotists (CBCPO) may  
be required.

•	 Prosthetic and orthotic technicians usually require a two- to three- year college program in prosthetics and 
orthotics and one to two years of supervised practical training or completion of secondary school and up to 
four years of supervised practical training under a certified prosthetist or orthotist.

•	 Registration with the Canadian Association of Prosthetists and Orthotists (CAPO) may be required.

•	 Prosthetic and orthotic technicians may become certified prosthetists or orthotists with an additional 
two years of experience as a registered prosthetic or orthotic technician and completion of certification 
examinations by the Canadian Board of Certification of Prosthetists and Orthotists.

 
322 Practitioners of natural healing

This sub-major group comprises practitioners of natural healing, including traditional Chinese medicine 
practitioners and acupuncturists, massage therapists, and other practitioners of natural healing.

3220 Practitioners of natural healing

This minor group comprises practitioners of natural healing, including traditional Chinese medicine practitioners 
and acupuncturists, massage therapists, and other practitioners of natural healing. They work in private 
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practice, and in the private practices of the professionals they assist; and are employed by optical retail 
outlets, and optical dispensing departments; clinics, hospitals, nursing homes, extended care facilities, and 
rehabilitation and community health centres; health clubs, spas, and private homes; government departments 
and agencies; and educational institutions.

32200 Traditional Chinese medicine practitioners and acupuncturists

Traditional Chinese medicine practitioners and acupuncturists assess, treat and prevent diseases, conditions, 
disorders or imbalances of patients’ using various forms of treatment including acupuncture, herbology or other 
holistic health approaches. They usually work in private practice, including group or team practices, clinics, 
extended care facilities, rehabilitation centres and health clubs.

•	 Prescribe and administer treatment such as acupuncture, electro-acupuncture, Transcutaneous Electrical 
Nerve Stimulation (TENS), scraping (Gua Sha), cupping therapy, moxibustion, acupressure,  
and auriculotherapy

•	 May prescribe and administer Chinese manipulative therapy (Tui Na), energy control therapy (Qi Gong) and 
laser therapy

•	 May suggest home care instructions and provide information about life therapies including energy control 
therapy (Qi Gong), Chinese shadow boxing (Tai Ji Quan) and Chinese food cure recipes (Shi Liao)

•	 Maintain patient records

•	 Prescribe and administer treatment using raw or granule herbs and other medicines or dietary supplements

•	 May collaborate with other health care professionals such as physiotherapists, chiropractors, physicians 
and psychologists when developing treatment plans for patients.

Acupuncturists

•	 Diagnose symptoms, imbalances, physiological disorders and injuries of patients according to Chinese 
medicine traditions
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•	 Educate patients on risks and benefits of treatments

•	 Develop and implement treatment plans including acupuncture acupressure, moxibustion, cupping, 
scraping or electrical current

•	 Evaluate and document patients’ progress

•	 May provide dietary and lifestyle advice including information on life therapies such as energy control 
therapy (Qi Gong)

•	 May develop treatment plans in collaboration with other health care professionals.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Traditional Chinese medicine practitioners usually require completion of a four- to five-year diploma 
program in traditional Chinese medicine from a private institute or completion of a program in traditional 
Chinese medicine from recognized medical schools abroad.

•	 Registration with a regulatory body is required for traditional Chinese medicine practitioners in Ontario and 
British Columbia, which includes completion of an approved registration examination.

•	 Acupuncturists usually require completion of a three- to four-year diploma program in acupuncture from a 
private institute or completion of some university undergraduate studies in science and training in a related 
health care discipline or work experience under the supervision of a registered acupuncturist.

•	 Registration with a regulatory body is required for acupuncturists in Newfoundland and Labrador, Quebec, 
Ontario, Alberta and British Columbia, which includes completion of an approved registration examination.

 
32201 Massage therapists

Massage therapists assess soft tissues and joints of the body for treatment and prevention of dysfunction, injury, 
pain and physical disorders. They work in private practice, including group or team practices, hospitals, clinics, 
extended care facilities, rehabilitation centres and educational institutions.

•	 Administer massage techniques, treating soft tissues and joints of the body through soft tissue 
manipulation, relaxation techniques, hydrotherapy, trigger point therapy, joint pain and lower grade 
mobilizations, remedial exercise programs and client self-help programs
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•	 Suggest home care instructions and provide information about techniques for further postural improvement 
and stretching, strengthening, relaxation and rehabilitative exercises

•	 Maintain records of treatments given

•	 May consult with other health care professionals such as physiotherapists, chiropractors, physicians and 
psychologists when developing treatment plans for clients.

Massage therapists may be trained in various specialized massage techniques.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Massage therapists usually require completion of an 18- to 24-month or 18- to 36-month program in 
massage therapy from an accredited school  
and  
A period of supervised practical training.

•	 Registration with a regulatory body is required in Newfoundland and Labrador, Ontario and  
British Columbia.

 
32209 Other practitioners of natural healing

Practitioners of natural healing provide health care to patients using various forms of treatment including 
herbology, reflexology or relaxation techniques to promote, maintain and restore the holistic health of patients. 
They usually work in private practice, including group or team practices, or are employed by clinics, health clubs 
and spas.

Reflexologists

•	 Apply gentle pressure with thumb and fingers to stimulate specific reflex points or areas, usually on the 
clients’ feet, hands, ears and/or face to relieve tension, improve circulation, and promote better health  
and well-being.

Holistic nutritionists

•	 Evaluate the overall health and wellness of clients and recommend nutritional and life style adjustments to 
address their health issues and to support health goals.

Naturotherapists

•	 Assess and treat illness and injury through the use of holistic approaches such as herbal remedies, 
massage, as well as counselling in nutrition and exercise.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Homeopaths usually require completion of a three-year diploma program in homeopathy.

•	 Registration with a regulatory body is required for homeopaths in Ontario.

•	 Other occupations in this unit group usually require completion of training programs specific to their type of 
practice and some supervised practical training.

 
33 Assisting occupations in support of health services

This major group comprises assisting occupations in support of health services. These occupations come with 
Training, Education, Experience and Responsibility (TEER) identified as TEER 3. Occupations classified in TEER 3, 
as those included in this group with a 3 as the second digit of their code, typically require completion of a post-
secondary education program of less than two years at community college, institute of technology or CÉGEP; or 
completion of an apprenticeship training program of less than two years; or more than six months of on-the-job 
training, training courses or specific work experience with some secondary school education; or the accumulation 
of several years of experience in a related occupation found in TEER 4, when applicable (TEER 4 includes 
occupations with a 4 as a second digit in their code).
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331 Assisting occupations in support of health services

This sub-major group comprises assisting occupations in support of health services, including dental assistants 
and dental laboratory assistants; medical laboratory assistants and related technical occupations; nurse aides, 
orderlies and patient service associates; pharmacy technical assistants and pharmacy assistants; and other 
assisting occupations in support of health services.

3310 Assisting occupations in support of health services

This minor group comprises assisting occupations in support of health services, including dental assistants 
and dental laboratory assistants; medical laboratory assistants and related technical occupations; nurse aides, 
orderlies and patient service associates; pharmacy technical assistants and pharmacy assistants; and other 
assisting occupations in support of health services. They are employed by hospitals, clinics, community health 
centres, nursing homes, assisted care facilities, and other health care establishments; dentists’ offices, and the 
offices of other health care professionals; pharmacies, and optical retail stores; optical and medical pathology 
laboratories; and educational institutions.

33100 Dental assistants and dental laboratory assistants

Dental assistants assist dentists, dental hygienists and dental therapists during the examination and treatment of 
patients and perform clerical functions. Dental laboratory assistants assist dental technologists and technicians 
in preparing and fabricating dentures and other dental devices. Dental assistants work in dentists’ offices, 
community health centres, clinics and in educational institutions. Dental laboratory assistants are employed in 
dental laboratories.

•	 Certification by the National Dental Assisting Examination Board is required to perform intra-oral duties in 
all provinces except in Quebec, where intra-oral duties are not performed by dental assistants.

•	 Dental laboratory assistants usually require secondary school and up to two years of on-the-job training.

 
Additional information

•	 In some provinces there are two levels of dental assistants: Level I - chair-side assistant and Level II - intra-
oral assistant. Progression from Level I to Level II is possible with education, training and licensure.

•	 Dental laboratory assistants may progress to dental technologist and technician positions with training, 
experience and registration.

Medical laboratory assistants and workers in related technical occupations perform pre-analysis and pre-testing 
tasks such as collecting blood and other samples, processing specimens, and preparing special chemicals called 
reagents for use in testing.

Pharmacy technical assistants perform technical tasks related to preparing medications under a pharmacist’s 
supervision. They also assist in filling prescriptions and managing patient files. Pharmacy assistants perform 
clerical functions and assists pharmacists and pharmacy technicians with drug dispensing tasks. Pharmacy 
technical assistants and pharmacy assistants are employed in retail and hospital pharmacies, long-term care 
facilities and by pharmaceutical manufacturers.

Occupations classified in TEER 1, as those in this group with a 1 as the second digit of their code, 
typically require a university degree (bachelor’s, master’s or doctorate) or the accumulation several years of 
experience and expertise in the subject matter knowledge in a related occupation found in TEER 2, when 
applicable (which includes occupations with a 2 as a second digit in their code).

411 Professional occupations in law

This sub-major group comprises professional occupations in law, including judges, lawyers (across Canada) and 
Quebec notaries.

4110 Judges, lawyers and Quebec notaries

This minor group comprises professional occupations in law, including judges, lawyers (across Canada) and 
Quebec notaries. Judges preside over federal and provincial courts. Lawyers are employed in law firms and 
prosecutor’s offices. Quebec notaries are employed in notary offices. Both lawyers and Quebec notaries are 
employed by federal, provincial and municipal governments and various business establishments; or they may be 
self-employed.

Judges adjudicate civil and criminal cases and administer justice in courts of law. Judges preside over federal and 
provincial courts.

Lawyers and Quebec notaries advise clients on legal matters, represent clients before administration boards and 
draw up legal documents such as contracts and wills. Lawyers also plead cases, represent clients before tribunals 
and conduct prosecutions in courts of law. Lawyers are employed in law firms and prosecutor’s offices. Quebec 
notaries are employed in notary offices. Both lawyers and Quebec notaries are employed by federal, provincial 
and municipal governments and various business establishments or they may be self-employed. Articling students 
are included in this unit group.

This minor group comprises social and community service professionals, including social workers; therapists 
in counselling and related specialized therapies; and religious leaders. They work in private practice; and are 
employed by mental health, health care and rehabilitation facilities; correctional facilities, community service, 
social service, and child welfare organizations; school boards and educational institutions; sports organizations; 
counselling centres, group homes, family therapy centres; employee assistance programs, human resource 
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departments, and employment service organizations; consulting, and other companies; Aboriginal band councils, 
and federal and provincial governments; government and private research agencies; and churches, synagogues, 
temples and other places of worship.

41300 Social workers

Social workers help individuals, couples, families, groups, communities and organizations develop the skills 
and resources they need to enhance social functioning and provide counselling, therapy and referral to other 
supportive social services. Social workers also respond to other social needs and issues such as unemployment, 
racism and poverty. They are employed by hospitals, school boards, social service agencies, child welfare 
organizations, correctional facilities, community agencies, employee assistance programs and Aboriginal band 
councils, or they may work in private practice.

Social workers may specialize in fields of practice such as child welfare, family services, corrections, gerontology 
or addictions.

•	 In Alberta, a bachelor’s degree or diploma in social work is required.

•	 Supervised practical experience is usually required.

•	 Successful completion of provincial written and oral examinations may be required.

•	 Registration with a provincial governing body is mandatory to practise as a social worker in Newfoundland 
and Labrador, Nova Scotia, Prince Edward Island, New Brunswick, Quebec, Ontario, Alberta and  
British Columbia.

•	 Use of the titles “Social Worker” and “Registered Social Worker” is regulated in all provinces.

•	 Membership in a provincial association of social workers is usually required.

 
41301 Therapists in counselling and related specialized therapies

Therapists in counselling and related specialized therapies assist individuals and groups of clients to identify, 
understand and overcome personal problems and achieve personal objectives. They can be specialized to work 
on specific problems and they may practice psychotherapy. They are employed by counselling centres, social 
service agencies, group homes, government agencies, family therapy centres, and educational, health care and 
rehabilitation facilities, or they may work in private practice.

Police investigators and professionals in related investigative occupations follow leads and investigate 
circumstances relating to crimes committed and obtain information to prevent crimes. They plan and coordinate 
investigations, collect evidence, interview suspects, victims, witnesses and other stakeholders, conduct 
surveillance and testify in court. They are employed by municipal, provincial and federal governments. This unit 
group includes coroners and medical examiners.

•	 In Quebec, coroners are required to be a non-retired member of the Collège des médecins du Québec, 
the Barreau du Québec or the Chambre des notaires du Québec, and have a minimum of four years of 
professional experience in their practice.

•	 In British Columbia, New Brunswick, Northwest Territories, Nunavut, Saskatchewan, and Yukon, it is 
preferred coroners have education and experience in the legal, medical or investigative fields.

41311 Probation and parole officers

Probation officers monitor the conduct and behaviour of criminal offenders serving probation terms and serving 
sentences of two years less a day. They are employed by provincial governments. Parole officers monitor the 
reintegration of criminal offenders serving the remainder of sentences on conditional release and individuals that 
are subject to a long-term supervision order. They also assess inmates and develop rehabilitation programs for 
criminal offenders who are incarcerated in correctional facilities. They are employed by federal and provincial 
governments. Both probation and parole officers work in the community and in correctional facilities including 
young offender’s correctional facilities.

•	 Interview probationers and parolees regularly to evaluate their progress in accomplishing goals and 
maintaining the terms specified in their probation contracts and rehabilitation plans

•	 Recommend remedial action or initiate court action when terms of probation or parole are violated

•	 Attend court proceedings to provide expert testimony on an inmate’s case as well as detention and 
dangerous offenders status court rulings

•	 May perform administrative duties and supervise support staff

4132 Educational and employment counsellors

This minor group comprises educational counsellors and employment counsellors such as career development 
practitioners and career counsellors. They are employed by public or private employment agencies, rehabilitation 
centres, hospitals, human resource departments of establishments, consulting firms, correctional facilities, school 
boards and educational institutions and by municipal, provincial and federal governments.

41320 Educational counsellors

Educational counsellors advise current and prospective students on educational issues, career planning and 
personal development, and coordinate the provision of counselling services to students, parents, teachers, faculty 
and staff. They are employed by school boards and post-secondary educational institutions.

•	 Consult with teachers and parents or faculty and other professionals such as psychologists, speech 
therapists and social workers regarding various issues and concerns, and with administrators and 
community agencies regarding programs and referrals

•	 Administer and interpret standardized intelligence, personality, vocational, aptitude and interest tests

•	 Develop and coordinate study skills groups or workshops in high schools, colleges and universities on 
topics such as note-taking, test or examination anxiety and preparation strategies and time  
management skills

•	 Visit colleges and secondary schools to provide academic information to prospective students, their 
parents and educational counsellors

•	 Coordinate or participate in student orientation programs in colleges or universities

•	 Arrange for employers to recruit graduating college and university students, and students for co-op 
education work terms

•	 Counsel students regarding personal and social issues such as substance abuse, depression, sexuality, 
eating disorders, anxiety, self-esteem, family problems, relationship and interpersonal skills and  
anger management

•	 Counsel students in crisis situations such as dealing with the death of a friend or family member, suicidal 
tendencies and abuse situations

•	 May supervise peer counselling programs in school settings

Vocational counsellors in Quebec may also provide professional orientation to individuals with a mental illness, 
disabilities, and those with adaptation difficulties.

•	 In Quebec, membership in l’Ordre des conseillers et conseillères d’orientation is mandatory to use the titles 
‘’vocational counsellor’’, “guidance counsellor” and “vocational guidance counsellor”.

•	 A teacher’s certificate in the province of employment and some teaching experience is usually required for 
counsellors in school settings.

•	 Educational counsellors in colleges and universities may require licensing from a provincial regulatory body 
governing psychologists, educational counsellors or social workers.

Career development practitioners and career counsellors (except education) provide assistance and information 
to job seeker clients on all aspects of employment search and career planning. They also provide advice and 
information to employer clients regarding employment issues and human resources. They are employed by public 
or private employment agencies, rehabilitation centres, hospitals, human resource departments of establishments, 
consulting firms, correctional facilities and by federal and provincial governments. Supervisors of career 
development practitioners and career counsellors (except education) are included in this unit group.

Natural and applied science policy researchers, consultants and program officers conduct research, prepare 
reports, provide consultation and advice and administer programs in a variety of areas related to the natural and 
applied sciences. They are employed by federal, provincial and municipal governments, computer and office 
furniture manufacturers, educational institutions, research organizations, consulting firms, environmental and 
conservation organizations, or they may be self-employed.

Psychometrists administer and score psychological tests, usually under the 
supervision of a registered psychologist.

Sociologists

Other social science professionals

•	 Specialize in particular areas of social sciences and humanities disciplines. These include gerontologists

42 Front-line public protection services and paraprofessional occupations in legal, social, 
community, education services

This major group comprises front-line public protection services and paraprofessional occupations in legal, social, 
community, education services. These occupations come with Training, Education, Experience and Responsibility 
(TEER) identified as TEER 2. Occupations classified in TEER 2, as those included in this group with a 2 as the 
second digit of their code, typically require completion of a post-secondary education program of two to three 
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years at community college, institute of technology or CÉGEP; or completion of an apprenticeship training 
program of two to five years; or supervisory or significant safety responsibilities; or the accumulation of several 
years of experience in a related occupation found in TEER 3, when applicable (TEER 3 includes occupations with  
a 3 as a second digit in their code).

421 Occupations in front-line public protection services

This sub-major group comprises occupations in front-line public protection services, including police officers 
other than commissioned, firefighters, and specialized members of the Canadian Armed Forces.

4210 Occupations in front-line public protection services

This minor group comprises occupations in front-line public protection services, including police officers other 
than commissioned, firefighters, and specialized members of the Canadian Armed Forces. They are employed 
by municipal, regional, provincial, and federal governments; and large industrial establishments that have internal 
firefighting services.

42100 Police officers (except commissioned)

Police officers maintain order and enforce laws and regulations. They respond to emergency calls, patrol public 
areas, regulate traffic, control crowds, arrest offenders and build community relationships. They are employed by 
municipal and federal governments and some provincial and regional governments.

•	 Monitor traffic to ensure motorists observe traffic regulations and test persons suspected of driving under 
the influence of alcohol and drugs

•	 Control crowds at public events and protests and monitor suspicious and violent behaviour

•	 Participate in crime prevention, public information, safety and community relations programs

•	 Perform daily administrative tasks in support of law enforcement activities, such as maintaining equipment 
and information files

•	 May assist police investigators in criminal investigations.

•	 Completion of a college program in police technology is required in Québec and usually required in other 
provinces and territories.

•	 A three- to six-month police training program is required.

•	 Physical agility, strength, fitness and vision requirements must be met, and psychological or other tests are 
also required.

•	 Specialized training or certification may be required for certain areas of policing.

42101 Firefighters

Firefighters carry out firefighting and fire prevention activities, and assist in other emergencies. They are employed 
by municipal, provincial and federal governments and by large industrial establishments that have internal 
firefighting services. Apprentices are also included in this unit group.

•	 Assist the public, the police and emergency organizations during times of major disasters

•	 May participate as members of a trauma or emergency response team and provide paramedical aid to 
accident victims or ill persons

•	 May supervise and coordinate the work of other firefighters

•	 May conduct building inspections to ensure compliance with fire code.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Completion of secondary school is usually required.

•	 Completion of a college program in fire protection technology, fire science or a related field  
and  
A period of supervised practical training is usually required.

•	 Firefighting and emergency medical care training courses are provided and vary in length depending on the 
requirements of different fire departments or services.

•	 Certification for firefighters is compulsory in Nova Scotia, Quebec, Ontario, Manitoba and Alberta, but 
voluntary, in Newfoundland and Labrador, Prince Edward Island, New Brunswick, Saskatchewan, British 
Columbia, the Yukon, the Northwest Territories and Nunavut.

•	 Experience as a volunteer firefighter may be an advantage.

•	 Physical agility, strength, fitness and vision requirements must be met.

•	 Several years of experience are required for senior firefighters, such as lieutenants and captains.

•	 Progression to senior positions such as fire chief is possible with additional training and several years  
of experience.

 
42102 Specialized members of the Canadian Armed Forces

Specialized members of the Canadian Armed Forces provide critical technological support for military armament. 
They are primarily responsible for the maintenance, inspection and technical support of all Canadian Army 
equipment. They also follow the military and strategic policies established by the leadership of the Canadian Army, 
the Royal Canadian Airforce, and the Royal Canadian Navy.

422 Paraprofessional occupations in legal, social, community and education services

This sub-major group comprises paraprofessional occupations in legal, social, community and education services, 
including paralegals and related occupations; social and community service workers; early childhood educators 
and assistants; instructors of persons with disabilities; and religion workers.

4220 Paraprofessional occupations in legal, social, community and education services

This minor group comprises paraprofessional occupations in legal, social, community and education services, 
including paralegals and related occupations; social and community service workers; early childhood educators 
and assistants; instructors of persons with disabilities; and religion workers. They are employed by government, 
and government agencies; law firms, legal departments, and trademark development and record search 
companies; social service and mental health agencies, group homes, shelters, and substance abuse centres; 
schools and school boards; correctional facilities, and prisons; child-care centres, daycare centres, kindergartens, 
and agencies for exceptional children; rehabilitation centres, and specialized educational institutes; driving 
schools, fabric retailers, and other commercial establishments; churches, synagogues, temples, and other places 
of worship; and hospitals; or they may be self-employed.
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42200 Paralegals and related occupations

Paralegals prepare legal documents and conduct research to assist lawyers or other professionals. Independent 
paralegals provide legal services to the public as allowed by government legislation, or provide paralegal services 
on contract to law firms or other establishments. Justices of the peace administer oaths, issue subpoenas, 
summonses and warrants and perform other court-related duties such as conducting bail hearings. Notaries 
public administer oaths, take affidavits, sign legal documents and perform other activities according to the scope 
of their practice. Trademark agents advise clients on intellectual property matters. Paralegals are employed 
by law firms, by record search companies and in legal departments throughout the public and private sectors. 
Independent paralegals are usually self-employed. Justices of the peace are employed by federal, provincial, 
municipal, and territorial courts. Notaries public are employed by government and in the public and private sectors 
or they may be self-employed. Trademark agents are employed by law firms and legal departments throughout the 
public and private sectors, trademark development and search firms or they may be self-employed.

•	 Hear evidence at trials on summary conviction offences and may preside over trials of criminal offences at 
the discretion of the chief judge of the jurisdiction or as provided for in federal, provincial, or  
territorial statutes

•	 Perform civil marriages

•	 Register wills, probate, bankruptcy, etc.

Notaries public

•	 Administer oaths and take affidavits and depositions

•	 Witness and certify the validity of signatures on documents

•	 May draft contracts, prepare promissory notes and draw up wills, mortgages and other legal documents

•	 May arrange probates and administer the estates of deceased persons.

Trademark agents

•	 Advise clients on intellectual property matters and represent clients before the Registrar of Trade-Marks on 
matters including prosecution of applications for registration of trademarks

•	 Advise on the registrability of trademarks, trademark licensing requirements, transfer of intellectual property 
and protection of existing trademark rights

•	 Represent clients at proceedings before the Trade Marks Opposition Board and in related proceedings

•	 May represent clients internationally in consultation with foreign associates and attorneys.
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Employment requirements

•	 Paralegals in law firms require a bachelor’s degree in law or a law college diploma and in-house training 
from a law firm or other legal establishment.

•	 Independent paralegals require knowledge of legal principles and procedures usually obtained through 
industry-sponsored courses and through experience, or through completion of a community college 
paralegal program.

•	 Paralegals require a licence to perform advanced legal services.

•	 Justices of the peace requirements can vary from a background in law and the justice system, completion 
of a justice registrar, justice of the peace or other court training program depending on their duties  
and responsibilities.

•	 Justices of the peace in the provinces are appointed by the lieutenant governor in council and, in the 
territories, by federally appointed territorial commissioners.

•	 Notaries public usually require a university degree in law or a related field.

•	 Notaries public are appointed after examination and certification of their qualifications by the governing 
judiciary in their province or territory. All appointments have specific limitations on the activities they can 
perform and for specific periods of time.

•	 Notaries public require a provincial licence. In British Columbia, membership in the Society of Notaries 
Public is also required.

•	 To be licensed, trademark agents are required to work in the area of trademark law, including the 
preparation and prosecution of trademark applications for registration, for two years and to successfully 
complete the examination conducted jointly by the Intellectual Property Institute of Canada and the 
Registrar of Trade-Marks, Canadian Intellectual Property Office or either one of the above and to be a 
lawyer entitled to practise in Canada.

•	 Trademark agents require registration with the federal Trade-Mark Office.

 
Additional information

•	 Notaries public usually receive in-house training and perform their duties in rural or remote areas or in the 
business offices in which they are employed.

•	 The duties and responsibilities of justices of the peace vary significantly depending on the level of their 
authority. They may be employed part-time on a fee-for-service basis in small communities. Their duties 
range from performing civil marriages, receiving affidavits and similar documents, to presiding in courts and 
hearings and determining prosecutions under provincial/territorial and federal laws.

 
42201 Social and community service workers

Social and community service workers administer and implement a variety of social assistance programs and 
community services, and assist clients to deal with personal and social problems. They are employed by social 
service and government agencies, mental health agencies, group homes, shelters, substance abuse centres, 
school boards, correctional facilities and other establishments.

•	 Implement life skills workshops, substance abuse treatment programs, behaviour management programs, 
youth services programs and other community and social service programs under the supervision of social 
services or health care professionals

•	 Meet with clients to assess their progress, give support and discuss any difficulties or problems

42202 Early childhood educators and assistants

Early childhood educators plan, organize and implement programs for children between the ages of infancy and 
12 years. Early childhood educator assistants provide care for infants and preschool- to school-age children under 
the guidance of early childhood educators. Early childhood educators and assistants lead children in activities to 
stimulate and develop their intellectual, physical and emotional growth and ensure their security and well-being. 
They are employed in child-care centres, daycare centres, kindergartens, agencies for exceptional children and 
other settings where early childhood education services are provided. Supervisors of early childhood educators 
and assistants are included in this unit group.

•	 Establish and maintain collaborative relationships with co-workers and community service providers 
working with children

•	 May plan and organize activities for school-age children in child-care programs before and after regular 
school hours

educator assistants.

Early childhood educator assistants

•	 Support early childhood educators in carrying out programs that promote the physical, cognitive, emotional 
and social development of children

•	 Engage children in activities by telling stories, teaching songs and preparing crafts

•	 Prepare snacks and arrange rooms or furniture for lunch and rest periods

•	 Assist with proper eating, dressing and toilet habits

•	 Submit written observations on children to early childhood educators or supervisors

•	 Maintain daycare equipment and assist in housekeeping and cooking duties

They are employed in rehabilitation 
centres, specialized educational institutes and throughout the school system.

Religion workers include brothers, nuns, monks, religious education workers and others who provide support to 
ministers of religion or to a religious community and who perform certain functions associated with the practice 
of a religion. They may perform these duties in churches, synagogues, temples or other places of worship; in 
institutions such as schools, hospitals and prisons; or in industrial facilities, corporate enterprises; or they may 
work in private practice.

43 Assisting occupations in education and in legal and public protection

This major group comprises assisting occupations in education and in legal and public protection. These 
occupations come with Training, Education, Experience and Responsibility (TEER) identified as TEER 3. 
Occupations classified in TEER 3, as those included in this group with a 3 as the second digit of their code, 
typically require completion of a post-secondary education program of less than two years at community college, 
institute of technology or CÉGEP; or completion of an apprenticeship training program of less than two years; or 
more than six months of on-the-job training, training courses or specific work experience with some secondary 
school education; or the accumulation of several years of experience in a related occupation found in TEER 4, 
when applicable (TEER 4 includes occupations with a 4 as a second digit in their code).

431 Assisting occupations in educational

This sub-major group comprises assisting occupations in education, including elementary and secondary school 
teacher assistants, and other instructors.

4310 Assisting occupations in education

This minor group comprises assisting occupations in education, including elementary and secondary school 
teacher assistants, and other instructors. They are employed by public and private elementary, secondary, 
and special needs schools and treatment centres; driving schools, fabric retailers and other commercial 
establishments; or they may be self-employed.

43100 Elementary and secondary school teacher assistants

Elementary and secondary school teacher assistants support students, and assist teachers and counsellors with 
teaching and non-instructional tasks. They assist in areas of personal care, teaching and behaviour management 
under the supervision of teachers or other child care professionals. They are employed in public and private 
elementary, secondary and special needs schools and treatment centres.

•	 Accompany and supervise students during activities in school gymnasiums, laboratories, libraries, resource 
centres and on field trips

•	 May assist teacher in the operation of projectors, tape recorders and other audio-visual or  
electronic equipment

•	 May assist in school library or office and perform other duties assigned by the school principal

•	 May monitor students during recess, at noon hour or during the day.

•	 Completion of secondary school is required.

•	 Teacher assistants usually require completion of a 10-month college program in teaching assistance, 
educational assistance or other social science program.

•	 Teacher assistants who help students with special needs usually require specialized training  
and experience.

43109 Other instructors

Other instructors teach courses, such as motor vehicle or motorcycle driving, sailing and navigation, sewing or 
other courses, which are outside of educational institutions. They are employed by driving schools, fabric retailers 
and other commercial establishments or they may be self-employed. This unit group also includes modelling and 
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finishing school instructors, driver’s licence examiners, who are employed by provincial governments and tutors 
who provide instruction in elementary or secondary school subjects.

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432 Assisting occupations in legal and public protection

This sub-major group comprises assisting occupations in legal and public protection, including sheriffs and 
bailiffs, including correctional service officers; by-law enforcement and other regulatory officers; border services, 
customs, and immigration officers; and operations members of the Canadian Armed Forces.

4320 Assisting occupations in legal and public protection

This minor group comprises assisting occupations in legal and public protection, including Sheriffs and bailiffs; 
correctional service officers; by-law enforcement and other regulatory officers; border services, customs, and 
immigration officers; and operations members of the Canadian Armed Forces. They are employed by provincial 
and territorial courts; federal, provincial, and municipal governments; provincial and municipal agencies; and in 
private service as agents for creditors.

43200 Sheriffs and bailiffs

Sheriffs execute and enforce court orders, warrants and writs, participate in seizure and sale of property and 
perform courtroom and other related duties. Bailiffs serve legal orders and documents, seize or repossess 
properties, evict tenants and perform other related activities. Sheriffs and bailiffs must usually complete a training 
program offered by the province to work in the provincial courts. They are employed by federal, provincial, 
territorial and municipal courts, and bailiffs may be employed as officers of the court or in private service as 
agents for creditors.

43201 Correctional service officers

service officers in the correctional team. They are employed by federal, provincial and municipal governments. 
Correctional service officers who are supervisors are included in this unit group.

•	 Correctional officer recruits are usually required to complete a basic training course to be employed by 
provincial/territorial institutions.

•	 Physical agility, strength and fitness requirements must be met.

•	 Correctional service supervisors require experience as a correctional service officer.

•	 First aid certification and cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) training are usually required.

Border services, customs, and immigration officers administer and enforce laws and regulations related to 
immigration, customs and border crossing. They are employed by government agencies.

•	 Apply applicable legislation, policies, and procedure when screening and/or inspecting people and goods

•	 May conduct an arrest, detention, or conduct personal search of individuals suspected of having 
committed a criminal offence under the Customs Act or certain other designated Criminal Code offences 
until police intervention is possible

•	 Operate firearms and use defensive tactics and physical force when necessary in the performance  
of duties.

Immigration officers

They follow the military and 
strategic policies established by the leadership of the Canadian Army, the Royal Canadian Airforce and the Royal 
Canadian Navy.

44 Care providers and legal and public protection support occupations

This major group comprises care providers (including home care providers) and legal and public protection 
support occupations (including primary combat members of the Canadian Armed Forces). These occupations 
come with Training, Education, Experience and Responsibility (TEER) identified as TEER 4. Occupations classified 
in TEER 4, as those included in this group with a 4 as the second digit of their code, typically require completion of 
secondary school; or several weeks of on-the-job training with some secondary school education; or experience 
in a related occupation from TEER 5, when applicable (TEER 5 includes occupations with a 5 as a second digit in 
their code).

441 Home care provider occupations

This sub-major group comprises home care provider occupations, including home child care providers, and home 
support workers, caregivers and related occupations.

4410 Home care provider occupations

This minor group comprises home care provider occupations, including home child care providers, and home 
support workers, caregivers and related occupations. They are employed by private households; child-care, home 
care, and support agencies; in other non-institutional, residential settings; or they may be self-employed.

44100 Home child care providers

Home child care providers care for children on an ongoing or short-term basis. They care for the well-being and 
physical and social development of children, assist parents with child care and may assist with household duties. 
They provide care primarily in their own homes or in the children’s homes, where they may also reside. They are 
employed by private households and child-care agencies, or they may be self-employed.

•	 Discipline children according to the methods requested by the parents

•	 Provide age-appropriate educational training through organized activities such as games, crafts, reading 
and outings

•	 Take children to and from school and appointments

•	 May be required to keep records of daily activities and health information regarding each child.

Foster parents

•	 Care for foster children, usually on an emergency or temporary basis, as a primary guardian under general 
direction of foster parent agency

•	 Consult foster parent agency supervisors for advice and when problems arise

•	 Administer foster care programs for foster children, as directed by foster parent agency social workers.

44101 Home support workers, caregivers and related occupations

Home support workers, caregivers and related occupations, provide personal care and companionship for 
seniors, persons with disabilities and convalescent clients.

They are employed by home care and support agencies, private households, or they may  
be self-employed.

•	 Conduct terminological research on a given subject or in response to inquiries for the preparation of 
glossaries, terminology banks, technological files, dictionaries, lexicons and resource centres, and add to 
terminological databases

•	 Manage, update and circulate linguistic information collected from terminological databases

•	 Provide consultative services to translators, interpreters and technical writers preparing legal, scientific or 
other documents that require specialized terminologies.

Interpreters

•	 Interpret oral communication from one language to another aloud or using electronic equipment, either 
simultaneously (as the speaker speaks), consecutively (after the speaker speaks) or whispered (speaking in 
a low whisper to one or two persons as the speaker is talking)

•	 Provide interpretation services in court or before administrative tribunals

•	 May interpret language for individuals and small groups travelling in Canada and abroad

•	 May interpret for persons speaking an Aboriginal or foreign language in a variety of circumstances

•	 May train other interpreters.

Translators, terminologists and interpreters specialize in two languages, such as French and English, the official 
languages of Canada. They may also specialize in another language and one of the official languages. The 
main areas of specialization include administrative, literary, scientific and technical translation. Interpreters may 
specialize in court, parliamentary or conference interpretation.

Sign language interpreters

•	 Translate sign language to a spoken language and vice versa either simultaneously or consecutively.

Sign language interpreters work in French and Langue des signes québécoise (LSQ) or in English and American 
Sign Language (ASL).

 
Employment requirements

Council (CTTIC) may be required for translators, terminologists and interpreters.

•	 Sign language interpreters may require a certificate or certification evaluation in LSQ or ASL.

•	 Fluency in three languages is usually required for translators or interpreters working in an  
international context.

•	 Membership in a provincial or territorial association of translators, interpreters and terminologists may  
be required.

•	 Membership in a provincial association of sign language interpreters may be required.

•	 Use of professional titles may be regulated in some provinces.

 
5112 Creative and performing artists

This minor group comprises creative and performing artists, including producers, directors, choreographers and 
related occupations; conductors, composers and arrangers; and musicians and singers. They are employed by 
radio and television stations, broadcast departments, and film, television and recording studios; advertising and 
record production companies; ballet, dance and opera companies; orchestras, bands, choirs, concert halls, 
theatres, lounges and night clubs; television, theatre, film and other production companies; and dance, acting and 
art schools; or they may be self-employed.

51120 Producers, directors, choreographers and related occupations

Producers, directors, choreographers and professionals in related occupations oversee and control the technical 
and artistic aspects of film, television, video game, radio, dance and theatre productions. They are employed 
by film production companies, radio and television stations, video game companies, broadcast departments, 
advertising companies, sound recording studios, record production companies and dance companies. They may 
also be self-employed.

•	 Create dances for film, theatre and television performances that convey stories, ideas and moods, and 
direct rehearsals for dancers to achieve desired interpretation.

Art directors

•	 Plan, organize and direct the artistic aspects of motion pictures, video games, stage productions and 
television shows by overseeing the design of sets, costumes, furnishings and props to create portrayals of 
period and setting.

Film editors

•	 Edit motion picture film and arrange film segments into sequences to achieve continuity and desired 
dramatic, comedic and thematic effects.

Record producers

•	 Plan and coordinate the production of musical recordings, direct musicians and singers during rehearsals 
and recordings and manage technicians involved in duplicating, dubbing and mastering of recordings.

Directors of photography

•	 Coordinate and direct the photography of motion pictures, supervise camera operators and other crews 
and determine lighting, lenses, camera angles, backgrounds and other elements to achieve desired  
visual effect.
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Employment requirements

Producers, directors and film editors

•	 A university degree or college diploma in the performing arts, broadcasting, journalism, business 
administration, theatre production or film studies and experience in a technical or production occupation in 
motion pictures, broadcasting or theatre are usually required.

Choreographers

training with a dance company are usually required.

Record producers

•	 A university degree or college diploma in music or the recording arts and experience in a technical or 
production occupation in the recording arts are usually required.

Directors of photography

•	 A university degree or college diploma in film studies or cinematography and experience in camera 
operation or another technical occupation in video or motion picture production are usually required.

Demonstrated creative ability is required for all occupations in this unit group.

Conductors, composers and arrangers conduct bands and orchestras, compose musical works and arrange 
instrumental and vocal compositions.

These occupations come with 
Training, Education, Experience and Responsibility (TEER) identified as TEER 2. Occupations classified in TEER 2, 
as those included in this group with a 2 as the second digit of their code, typically require completion of a post-
secondary education program of two to three years at community college, institute of technology or CÉGEP; 
or completion of an apprenticeship training program of two to five years; or supervisory or significant safety 
responsibilities; or the accumulation of several years of experience in a related occupation found in TEER 3, when 
applicable (TEER 3 includes occupations with a 3 as a second digit in their code).
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521 Technical occupations in art and culture

This sub-major group comprises technical occupations in art and culture, including technical occupations in 
libraries and public archives; technical occupations in motion pictures, broadcasting and the performing arts; and 
graphic and interior designers.

5210 Technical occupations in libraries and public archives

This minor group comprises library and public archive technicians. They are employed by libraries and public 
archives and governments.

52100 Library and public archive technicians

Library and public archive technicians assist users in accessing library or archive resources, assist in describing 
new acquisitions, participate in archive processing and storage, and conduct reference searches. They are 
employed by libraries and public archives.

This minor group comprises technical occupations in motion pictures, broadcasting and the performing arts, 
including film and video camera operators; graphic arts technicians; broadcast technicians; audio and video 
recording technicians; announcers and other broadcasters; and other technical and coordinating occupations in 
motion pictures, broadcasting and the performing arts. They are employed by photographic and sound recording 
studios; television and radio networks and stations; television, motion picture, video and concert production 
companies; communications providers; marketing, printing and multimedia companies; broadcast equipment 
companies; theatre, stage and dance companies; clubs, hotels, bands and movie theatres; concert promoters; 
and educational establishments; or they may be self-employed.

52110 Film and video camera operators

Film and video camera operators operate motion picture and video cameras and related equipment to record 
news, live events, films, videos and television broadcasts. They are employed by television networks and stations, 
motion picture and video production companies and in-house communications facilities of large corporations.

Graphic designers conceptualize and produce graphic art and visual materials to effectively communicate 
information for publications, advertising, films, packaging, posters, signs and interactive media such as Web 
sites and CDs. They are employed by advertising and graphic design firms, by establishments with advertising or 
communications departments and by multimedia production companies, or they may be self-employed. Graphic 
designers who are also supervisors, project managers or consultants are included in this unit group. Illustrators 
conceptualize and create illustrations to represent information through images. They are almost solely  
self-employed.

They are employed by 
architectural and interior design firms, retail establishments, construction companies, hospitals, airlines, hotel and 
restaurant chains, and other establishments, or they may be self-employed.

of several years of experience in a related occupation found in TEER 4, when applicable (TEER 4 includes 
occupations with a 4 as a second digit in their code).

531 Occupations in art and culture

This sub-major group comprises occupations in art and culture, including occupations related to museums and art 
galleries; photographers and support occupations in arts and culture; and occupations in creative and  
performing arts.

5310 Occupations related to museums and art galleries

This minor group comprises occupations related to museums and art galleries, including registrars, restorers, 
interpreters and other occupations related to museum and art galleries. They are employed by libraries, public 
archives, museums, and galleries; retail settings; parks, aquariums, zoos, interpretive centres, botanical gardens, 
cultural centres, nature sanctuaries, historic and heritage sites, and other locations.

53100 Registrars, restorers, interpreters and other occupations related to museum and  
art galleries

Registrars, restorers, interpreters and workers in other occupations related to museums and art galleries classify 
and catalogue museum artifacts and gallery works of art, construct and install exhibits and displays, restore, 
maintain and store museum and gallery collections, frame artwork, and perform other functions in support 
of curatorial and conservation activities. They are employed in museums and galleries. Picture framers and 
taxidermists may also be employed in retail settings or may be self-employed. This unit group also includes 
museum and other interpreters who conduct guided tours. They are employed by art galleries, museums, parks, 
aquariums, zoos, interpretive centres, botanical gardens, cultural centres, nature sanctuaries, historic and heritage 
sites, and other locations.

they may be self-employed.

They are employed 
by radio and television stations, broadcast departments, and film, television and recording studios; advertising 
and record production companies; ballet, dance and opera companies; orchestras, bands, choirs, concert halls, 
theatres, lounges and night clubs; television, theatre, film and other production companies; textile, leather and fur 
products manufacturers; artisan guilds; and dance, acting and art schools; or they may be self-employed.

Occupations classified in TEER 2, as those included in this group with a 2 as the second digit of their 
code, typically require completion of a post-secondary education program of two to three years at community 
college, institute of technology or CÉGEP; or completion of an apprenticeship training program of two to five 
years; or supervisory or significant safety responsibilities; or the accumulation of several years of experience in a 
related occupation found in TEER 3, when applicable (TEER 3 includes occupations with a 3 as a second digit in 
their code).
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620 Retail sales and service supervisors

This sub-major group comprises retail sales and service supervisors.

6201 Retail sales supervisors

This minor group comprises retail sales supervisors. They are employed by stores and other retail businesses, 
wholesale businesses that sell on a retail basis to the public, rental service establishments and businesses 
involved in door-to-door soliciting and telemarketing.

62010 Retail sales supervisors

Retail sales supervisors supervise and coordinate the activities of workers in the following unit groups: Retail 
salespersons and visual merchandisers (64100), Cashiers (65100), Store shelf stockers, clerks and order fillers 
(65102) and Other sales related occupations (65109). They are employed by stores and other retail businesses, 
wholesale businesses that sell on a retail basis to the public, rental service establishments and businesses 
involved in door-to-door soliciting and telemarketing.

Technical sales specialists in wholesale trade, sell a range of technical goods and services, such as scientific, 
agricultural and industrial products, electricity, telecommunications services and computer services, to 
governments and to commercial and industrial establishments in domestic and international localities. They are 
employed by establishments that produce or provide technical goods and services, such as pharmaceutical 
companies, industrial equipment manufacturing companies, grain elevators, computer services firms, engineering 
firms and hydroelectric companies, or they may be self-employed technical sales specialists/agents who contract 
their services to other companies. Technical sales specialists in wholesale trade who are supervisors are included 
in this unit group.

•	 The certifications of Certified Working Chef (CWC) and Certified Chef de Cuisine (CCC), administered by the 
Canadian Culinary Institute (CCI) of the Canadian Culinary Federation (CCF) are available to qualified chefs.

Occupations classified in TEER 3, as those included 
in this group with a 3 as the second digit of their code, typically require completion of a post-secondary education 
program of less than two years at community college, institute of technology or CÉGEP; or completion of an 
apprenticeship training program of less than two years; or more than six months of on-the-job training, training 
courses or specific work experience with some secondary school education; or the accumulation of several years 
of experience in a related occupation found in TEER 4, when applicable (TEER 4 includes occupations with a 4 as 
a second digit in their code).

631 Occupations in sales

This sub-major group comprises occupations in sales, including insurance agents and brokers; real estate agents 
and salespersons; and financial sales representatives.

6310 Insurance, real estate and financial sales occupations

This minor group comprises occupations in sales, including insurance agents and brokers; real estate agents 
and salespersons; and financial sales representatives. They are employed by insurance companies, brokerages, 
banks, credit unions, trust companies and similar financial institutions; in the real estate industry; or they may be 
self-employed.

63100 Insurance agents and brokers

Insurance agents and brokers sell life, automobile, property, health and other types of insurance to individuals, 
businesses and public institutions. Insurance agents are employed by individual insurance companies or are 
independent representatives of specific insurance companies. Insurance brokers are employed by brokerage 
firms, or may work in partnerships or hold sole proprietorship. Supervisors of insurance agents are included in this 
unit group.

They are employed in supermarkets, grocery stores, butcher shops and fish stores or may be self-
employed. Butchers who are supervisors or heads of departments are included in this unit group. Apprentices are 
also included in this unit group.

63202 Bakers

Bakers prepare bread, rolls, muffins, pies, pastries, cakes and cookies in retail and wholesale bakeries and dining 
establishments. They are employed in bakeries, supermarkets, catering companies, hotels, restaurants, hospitals, 
and other institutions, or they may be self-employed. Bakers who are supervisors are included in this unit group. 
Apprentices are also included in this unit group.

•	 Clean, shape and polish fingernails and toenails and provide related treatments.

Scalp treatment specialists

•	 Apply medicated lotions to treat scalp conditions and hair loss.

Tattoo artists

•	 Clean and sterilise tattoo equipment and work areas; consult with and advise clients with respect to size, 
color, design and placement of body art; use a demographer to permanently pigment the client’s skin with 
chemical dyes; maintain health and safety procedures; and may apply temporary designs to client’s skin.

Hair replacement technicians (non-medical)

•	 Prepare and apply custom-made hair pieces to customer’s scalp, weave customer’s hair to hair pieces and 
provide scalp treatments.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Completion of high school, college or beauty school programs for cosmeticians, estheticians, 
electrologists, manicurists and pedicurists is required  
or  
On-the-job training is provided.

•	 Electrologists usually require certification from an electrologist’s educational or training institution.

•	 Membership in a provincial or national electrolysis association may be required.

•	 Completion of a registered dermal therapy program may be required to provide electrology laser and 
vascular treatments.

•	 Estheticians usually require certification from an esthetician’s educational or training institution.

•	 Apprenticeship for electrologists, estheticians and nail technicians is available in Manitoba. Trade 
certification for these occupations is compulsory in that province.

•	 A business licence is required for workers in this group who are owners/operators of businesses offering 
these services.

•	 Practitioners offering these personal services are required to adhere to infection control procedures.

Shoe repairers

•	 Repair soles, heels and other parts of footwear using sewing, buffing and other shoe repair machines, 
materials and equipment

•	 Repair belts, luggage, purses and similar products

•	 Estimate footwear repair costs and take payment.

64 Sales and service representatives and other customer and personal  
services occupations

as TEER 4. Occupations classified in TEER 4, as those included in this group with a 4 as the second digit of 
their code, typically require completion of secondary school; or several weeks of on-the-job training with some 
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secondary school education; or experience in a related occupation from TEER 5, when applicable (TEER 5 
includes occupations with a 5 as a second digit in their code).

641 Retail salespersons and non-technical wholesale trade sales and account 
representatives

This sub-major group comprises retail salespersons and non-technical wholesale trade sales and  
account representatives.

6410 Retail salespersons and non-technical wholesale trade sales and account 
representatives

This minor group comprises retail salespersons and non-technical wholesale trade sales and account 
representatives. They are employed by petroleum companies, food, beverage and tobacco producers, clothing 
manufacturers, motor vehicles and parts manufacturers, hotels, business services firms, and transportation 
companies, and other establishments that produce and provide goods and services; also by stores and other 
retail businesses, as well as wholesale businesses that sell on a retail basis to the public.

64100 Retail salespersons and visual merchandisers

Retail salespersons sell, rent or lease a range of technical and non-technical goods and services directly to 
consumers. Visual merchandisers plan, create and implement windows and in-store displays. They are employed 
by stores and other retail businesses, as well as wholesale businesses that sell on a retail basis to the public.

They are employed by 
establishments that produce or provide goods and services such as petroleum companies, food, beverage and 
tobacco producers, clothing manufacturers, motor vehicles and parts manufacturers, hotels, business services 
firms, and transportation companies. Auctioneers are included in this unit group. Sales representatives in 
wholesale trade who are supervisors are also included in this unit group.

642 Occupations in personal service
This sub-major group comprises occupations in personal service, including tailors, dressmakers, furriers and 
milliners, and image, social and other personal consultants.

6420 Occupations in personal service

This minor group comprises occupations in personal service, including tailors, dressmakers, furriers and milliners, 
and image, social and other personal consultants. They are employed by dry cleaners and clothing alteration 
establishments; specialized image and social consultancy companies; and other specialized companies in 
personal and customer services; or they may be self-employed.

64200 Tailors, dressmakers, furriers and milliners

Tailors, dressmakers and furriers make, alter and repair tailored clothing, dresses, coats and other made-to-
measure garments. Milliners make, alter and repair hats. This unit group also includes alterationists who fit, alter 
and repair garments. They are employed by clothing retailers, clothing alteration shops, dry cleaners and garment 
manufacturing companies or they may be self-employed.

This minor group comprises occupations in food and beverage service, including Maîtres d’hôtel and hosts/
hostesses, and bartenders. They are employed by restaurants, hotel dining rooms, private clubs, cocktail lounges, 
bars, taverns, banquet halls and similar establishments.

64300 Maîtres d’hôtel and hosts/hostesses

Maîtres d’hôtel and hosts/hostesses greet patrons and escort them to tables, and supervise and coordinate 
the activities of food and beverage servers. They are employed in restaurants, hotel dining rooms, private clubs, 
cocktail lounges and similar establishments.

They are employed in restaurants, hotels, bars, 
taverns, private clubs, banquet halls and other licensed establishments. Supervisors of bartenders are included in 
this unit group.

Travel counsellors advise clients on travel options and tour packages, make bookings and reservations, prepare 
tickets and receive payment. They are employed in travel agencies, transportation and tourism firms and  
hotel chains.

Security guards and workers in related security service occupations guard and implement security measures 
to protect property against theft, vandalism and fire; to control access to establishments; to maintain order and 
enforce regulations at public events and within establishments; to perform screening of passengers, luggage 
or cargo; to conduct private investigations for clients or employers and to provide other protective services 
not elsewhere classified. They are employed by public or private security agencies, residential complexes, 
educational, cultural, financial and health institutions, retail establishments, investigation service companies, 
transportation facilities, and organizations throughout the public and private sectors, or they may  
be self-employed.

Occupations classified in TEER 5, as 
those included in this group with a 5 as the second digit of their code, are typically accessible with short work 
demonstration and no formal educational requirements.

This sub-major group comprises cashiers and other sales support occupations.

6510 Cashiers and other sales support occupations

This minor group comprises cashiers; service station attendants; store shelf stockers, clerks and order fillers; 
and other sales related occupations. They are employed in stores, restaurants, theatres, recreational and sports 
establishments, currency exchange booths, government offices, business offices and other service, retail and 
wholesale establishments; and by automotive service stations, marinas, manufacturers, telemarketing companies 
and call centres and warehouses; or they may be self-employed.

65100 Cashiers

Cashiers operate cash registers, optical price scanners, computers or other equipment to record and accept 
payment for the purchase of goods, services and admissions. They are employed in stores, restaurants, theatres, 
recreational and sports establishments, currency exchange booths, government offices, business offices and 
other service, retail and wholesale establishments.

This minor group comprises support occupations in accommodation, travel and facilities set-up services; and 
operators and attendants in amusement, recreation and sport. They are employed by hotels, conference centres, 
retail establishments, passenger transport companies and throughout the public and private sectors; as well as by 
amusement parks, fairs, exhibitions, carnivals, arenas, billiard parlours, bowling alleys, golf courses, ski centres, 
tennis clubs, campgrounds and other recreational and sports facilities.

65210 Support occupations in accommodation, travel and facilities set-up services

Workers in support occupations in accommodation, travel and facilities set-up services escort guests to their 
rooms, carry travellers’ luggage at airports, in railway stations and aboard ships, clean and maintain public areas 
and passengers’ rooms aboard ships and trains, and set up rooms and associated furnishings, commercial 
displays, exhibits, equipment and booths in facilities and establishments. They are employed by hotels, 
conference centres, retail establishments, passenger transport companies and throughout the private and  
public sectors.

Dry cleaning and laundry inspectors and assemblers check finished garments and other articles to ensure 
that they meet required standards for dry-cleaning, laundering and pressing, and assemble and bag finished 
garments and other articles. This unit group also includes workers who iron, press or otherwise finish garments 
and household articles. They are employed in dry cleaning, laundry and fur cleaning establishments, and in the 
laundries of hotels, hospitals and other institutions.

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7 Trades, transport and equipment operators and related occupations

well as occupations such as technical trades and transportation officers and controllers; general trades; mail and 
message distribution, other transport equipment operators and related maintenance workers; and helpers and 
labourers and other transport drivers, operators and labourers.

70 Middle management occupations in trades and transportation

This major group comprises middle management occupations in trades and transportation. These occupations 
come with Training, Education, Experience and Responsibility (TEER) identified as TEER 0. The occupations 
classified under TEER 0, as those included in this group with zero (0) as the second digit of their code, are 
considered management occupations.

700 Middle management occupations in trades and transportation

This sub-major group comprises middle management occupations in trades and transportation, including 
managers in construction and facility operation and maintenance, and managers in transportation and postal and 
courier services.

7001 Managers in construction and facility operation and maintenance

This minor group comprises managers in construction and facility operation and maintenance, including 
construction managers; home building and renovation managers; and facility operation and maintenance 
managers. They are employed by residential, commercial, and industrial construction companies; construction 
departments of companies outside the construction industry; residential renovation companies; commercial, 
industrial, transportation, institutional, recreational, sports and other facilities; and maintenance and mechanical 
engineering departments of manufacturing and other industrial establishments; or they may own and operate their 
own businesses.

70010 Construction managers

Construction managers plan, organize, direct, control and evaluate the activities of a construction company or a 
construction department within a company, under the direction of a general manager or other senior manager. 
They are employed by residential, commercial and industrial construction companies and by construction 
departments of companies outside the construction industry.

Facility operation managers are employed 
by a wide range of establishments, such as airports, harbours, canals, shopping centres, convention centres, 
warehouses and recreational facilities. Maintenance managers plan, organize, direct, control and evaluate the 
maintenance department within commercial, industrial, institutional, recreational and other facilities. Maintenance 
managers are employed by a wide range of establishments, such as office buildings, shopping centres, airports, 
harbours, warehouses, grain terminals, universities, schools and sports facilities, and by the maintenance and 
mechanical engineering departments of manufacturing and other industrial establishments.

manufacturing and erecting companies; electric power generation, transmission and distribution companies and 
public utility commissions; telephone, cable and satellite television and other telecommunications transmission 
companies; gas distribution companies; manufacturers of custom furniture and fixtures and of precast concrete 
products; service and repair shops; glass fabrication shops; and pest control companies; or they may  
be self-employed.

72010 Contractors and supervisors, machining, metal forming, shaping and erecting trades 
and related occupations

Contractors and supervisors in machining, metal forming, shaping and erecting trades and related occupations 
supervise and coordinate the activities of workers classified in the following unit groups: Machinists and machining 
and tooling inspectors (72100), Tool and die makers (72101), Sheet metal workers (72102), Boilermakers (72103), 
Structural metal and platework fabricators and fitters (72104), Ironworkers (72105), Welders and related machine 
operators (72106) and Machining tool operators (94106). They are employed by structural, platework and related 
metal products fabrication, manufacturing and erecting companies and machine shops. Contractors may  
be self-employed.

Machinists set up and operate a variety of machine tools to cut or grind metal, plastic or other materials to make or 
modify parts or products with precise dimensions. Machining and tooling inspectors inspect machined parts and 
tooling in order to maintain quality control standards. They are employed by machinery, equipment, motor vehicle, 
automotive parts, aircraft and other metal products manufacturing companies and by machine shops. Apprentices 
are also included in this unit group.

establishments, and airlines and other aircraft operators; industrial machinery and transportation equipment 
manufacturing industries; and elevator construction and maintenance companies.

72400 Construction millwrights and industrial mechanics

Construction millwrights and industrial mechanics install, maintain, troubleshoot, overhaul and repair stationary 
industrial machinery and mechanical equipment. This unit group includes industrial textile machinery mechanics 
and repairers. Construction millwrights are employed by millwrighting contractors. Industrial mechanics are 
employed in manufacturing plants, utilities and other industrial establishments. Apprentices are also included in 
this unit group.

They are employed by motor vehicle dealers, garages, truck and trailer dealerships and fleet 
maintenance companies; service stations, automotive specialty shops, transportation companies and retail 
establishments which have automotive service shops; automobile dealerships, body repair shops and appraisal 
centres; and motor vehicle manufacturers.

72410 Automotive service technicians, truck and bus mechanics and mechanical repairers

Automotive service technicians, truck and bus mechanics and mechanical repairers inspect, diagnose, repair 
and service mechanical, electrical and electronic systems and components of cars, buses, and light and 
commercial transport trucks. They are employed by motor vehicle dealers, garages, truck and trailer dealerships, 
fleet maintenance companies, and service stations, automotive specialty shops, transportation companies and 
retail establishments which have automotive service shops. This unit group also includes mechanical repairers 
who perform major repairs and replacement of mechanical units on newly assembled motor vehicles. They are 
employed by motor vehicle manufacturing companies. Apprentices are also included in this unit group.

They 
are employed by construction, industrial, mining, cargo handling and railway companies. Apprentices are also 
included in this unit group.

•	 Operate offshore oil rig cranes to unload and reload supply vessels

•	 Operate cranes mounted on boats or barges to lift, move and place equipment and materials

•	 Operate dragline cranes to expose coal seams and ore deposits at open pit mines

•	 Install, test, maintain and repair water well pumps, piping systems and equipment and perform pumping 
tests to assess well performance

•	 May provide other drilling services, such as repair or dismantling of existing water well structure, elevator 
shaft drilling and hydro pole drilling.

Water well drillers may specialize in a specific method of drilling, such as cable, rotary, auger, hammer or reverse 
circulation drilling.

Two to three years of work experience in the trade combined with college or industry courses in water well 
drilling is usually required to be eligible for trade certification.

726 Transportation officers and controllers

This sub-major group comprises transportation officers and controllers, including air pilots, flight engineers and 
flying instructors; air traffic controllers and related occupations; deck officers in water transport; engineer officers 
in water transport; and railway traffic controllers and marine traffic regulators.

7260 Transportation officers and controllers

This minor group comprises transportation officers and controllers, including air pilots, flight engineers and flying 
instructors; air traffic controllers and related occupations; deck officers in water transport; engineer officers in 
water transport; and railway traffic controllers and marine traffic regulators. They are employed by airline, air 
freight, air services, and marine transportation companies; flying schools, and other public and private sector 
aircraft operators; port, harbour, canal, and lock authorities; and NAV Canada, the Canadian Armed Forces, the 
Canadian Coast Guard, and other federal government departments.

72600 Air pilots, flight engineers and flying instructors

Air pilots fly fixed wing aircraft and helicopters to provide air transportation and other services such as crop 
spraying and aerial surveying. Flight engineers assist air pilots with monitoring, troubleshooting and maintenance 
of aircraft systems and with pre- and post-flight inspections. Flying instructors teach flying techniques and 
procedures to student and licensed pilots. Air pilots, flight engineers and flight instructors are employed by airline 
and air freight companies, flying schools and by other public and private sector aircraft operators.

•	 Conduct in-flight tests and monitor functioning of aircraft equipment and systems during flights, maintain 
communications with flight dispatchers and weather forecasters and respond to and report in-flight 
emergencies and malfunctions

•	 Train pilots to use new equipment, or prepare them for examinations to revalidate or upgrade  
existing licences

•	 May fly new or experimental planes to examine their flight performance and safety

•	 May participate in search and rescue operations, forest firefighting, aerial surveying, crop dusting and  
other services.

Flight engineers

•	 Inspect aircraft prior to takeoff according to pre-flight checklist and verify passenger and cargo distribution 
to ensure that weight and balance specifications are met

•	 Assist air pilots in monitoring aircraft systems, equipment and functions during flight

•	 Make in-flight repairs, such as replacing fuses and adjusting instruments, and follow emergency procedures 
to compensate for equipment malfunction or failure

•	 Perform post-flight inspections, record equipment malfunctions and corrective actions taken during flight 
and report required repairs to ground maintenance personnel.
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Flying instructors

•	 Instruct student pilots in procedures and techniques of flying aircraft and in ground-school subjects such 
as navigation, radio procedures and flying regulations

•	 Train licensed pilots for additional certification.

 
Employment requirements

Pilots and flight engineers

•	 Completion of secondary school and graduation from a certified flying or aviation school are required.

•	 A university degree or college diploma may be required.

•	 A commercial pilot’s licence (more than 200 hours of flight experience) or an air transport pilot’s licence

•	 Additional licences or endorsements to fly different types of aircraft are required.

•	 Flight engineers require a flight engineer licence issued by Transport Canada.

•	 Structured training is provided by employers.

Flight instructors

•	 Completion of secondary school and graduation from a certified flying or aviation school are required.

•	 A university degree or college diploma may be required.

•	 A commercial pilot’s or an air transport pilot’s licence is required.

•	 Transport Canada ratings and endorsements to provide instructions on different types of aircraft  
are required.

•	 Flight engineers may progress to co-pilot and pilot positions with required hours of flying experience and 
completion of licensing and endorsement requirements.

 
72601 Air traffic controllers and related occupations

Air traffic controllers direct air traffic within assigned airspace, and control moving aircraft and service vehicles 
at airports. Flight service specialists provide pilots with flight information essential to aviation safety. Flight 
dispatchers authorize airline flights over assigned routes. Air traffic controllers and flight service specialists are 
employed by NAV Canada and the Canadian Forces. Flight dispatchers are employed by airline and air services 
companies and by the Canadian Forces.

•	 Issue aircraft takeoff and landing instructions to pilots and relay meteorological, navigational and other 
information to pilots in flight

•	 Maintain radio and telephone contact with adjacent control towers, terminal control units and other area 
control centres, and coordinate movement of aircraft into adjoining areas

•	 Alert airport emergency services when aircraft are experiencing difficulties and report missing aircraft to 
search and rescue services

•	 Direct activities of all moving aircraft and service vehicles on or near airport runways.

Flight service specialists

•	 Provide pre-flight information concerning current and forecast weather conditions, radio frequencies, 
terrain, airports and related data to assist pilots in preparation of flight plans

•	 Check flight plans for completeness and accuracy and forward flight plans to air traffic services facility

•	 Respond to radio calls from aircraft preparing for takeoff or landing and supply information such as weather 
conditions, wind speed and direction and presence of local air traffic

•	 Support air traffic control operations by relaying radio requests for flight clearances, arrival and departure 
information and position reports

•	 Alert airport emergency services of aircraft experiencing difficulties and initiate communication searches 
when aircraft become overdue

•	 Observe, record and report weather conditions at airports.

Flight dispatchers

•	 Analyze environmental conditions and assess aircraft for load and fuel capacity and other factors to 
determine flight routes

•	 Brief flight crew before takeoff on weather conditions, status of navigational facilities and airports while  
on route

•	 Co-sign flight authorization with aircraft captain

•	 Monitor progress of flight and communicate as required with aircraft during flight

•	 Delay or cancel flights if conditions warrant

•	 Prepare and maintain flight plans, flight logs and other reports.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Completion of secondary school is required.

•	 A basic radio telephone operator’s licence is required.

•	 Air traffic controllers and flight service specialists require completion of a NAV Canada training program 
which includes structured in-class and on-the-job training.
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•	 Air traffic controllers require an air traffic controller’s licence.

•	 Flight dispatchers may require experience in air traffic control or flight operations and may require a private 
pilot’s licence.

72602 Deck officers, water transport

Deck officers, water transport, operate and command ships or self-propelled vessels to transport passengers 
and cargo on oceans and coastal and inland waters, and supervise and coordinate the activities of deck crews. 
This unit group also includes Canadian Coast Guard deck officers. They are employed by marine transportation 
companies and federal government departments. Apprentices are also included in this unit group.

Railway traffic controllers coordinate passenger and freight train traffic on railways. They are employed by rail 
transport companies. Marine traffic regulators monitor and regulate coastal and inland marine traffic within 
assigned waterways. They are employed by port, harbour, canal and lock authorities and by the Canadian  
Coast Guard.

Certification Board of Canada (DCBC) or qualification earned through a formal education program, training 
courses in diving or a combination of education and practical experience.

related occupation found in TEER 4, when applicable (TEER 4 includes occupations with a 4 as a second digit in 
their code).

731 General construction trades

This sub-major group comprises general construction trades, including concrete finishers, tilesetters and 
plasterers, as well as roofers, glaziers, painters, decorators and floor covering installers.
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7310 Concrete finishers, tilesetters and plasterers

This minor group comprises concrete finishers, tilesetters, and plasterers, drywall installers and finishers and 
lathers. They are employed by construction companies; cement, concrete, masonry, plastering, drywalling and 
lathing contractors; and manufacturers of precast concrete products; or they may be self-employed.

73100 Concrete finishers

Concrete finishers smooth and finish freshly poured concrete, apply curing or surface treatments and install, 
maintain and restore various masonry structures such as foundations, floors, ceilings, sidewalks, roads, patios 
and high-rise buildings. They are employed by construction companies, cement and concrete contractors and 
manufacturers of precast concrete products, or they may be self-employed. Apprentices are also included in this 
unit group.

73113 Floor covering installers

Floor covering installers install carpet, wood, linoleum, vinyl and other resilient floor coverings in residential, 
commercial, industrial and institutional buildings. They are employed by construction companies, floor-covering 
contractors and carpet outlets, or they may be self-employed. Apprentices are also included in this unit group.

•	 Install hardwood floors, such as strip floors, block floors or plank floors, using glue, staples, nails or

This sub-major group comprises building maintenance installers, servicers and repairers, including residential and 
commercial installers and servicers; general building maintenance workers and building superintendents; pest 
controllers and fumigators; and other repairers and servicers.

7320 Building maintenance installers, servicers and repairers

This minor group comprises building maintenance installers, servicers and repairers, including residential and 
commercial installers and servicers; general building maintenance workers and building superintendents; pest 
controllers and fumigators; and other repairers and servicers. They are employed by companies specializing in 
specific product installation and service; water filtration and distribution plants and waste treatment plants; gas 
distribution companies; pest control companies; and product specialty repair shops and service establishments; 
or they may be self-employed.

73200 Residential and commercial installers and servicers

Residential and commercial installers and servicers install and service a wide variety of interior and exterior 
prefabricated products such as windows, doors, electrical appliances, water heaters, fences, play structures 
and septic and irrigation systems at residential, commercial or institutional properties. They are employed by 
companies specializing in specific product installation and service.

•	 Install, repair and service exterior prefabricated products such as siding, shutters, awnings, fencing, decks, 
septic and irrigation systems, signs and play structures using hand and power tools.

73201 General building maintenance workers and building superintendents

General building maintenance workers perform tasks related to the general maintenance of buildings. They 
execute minor repair work, maintain equipment and installations and perform preventive inspection of systems 
relating to building mechanics. Building superintendents employed in large establishments are responsible for the 
operation of the establishment and may also supervise other workers. They are employed by office and apartment 
building management companies, condominium corporations, educational institutions, health care facilities, 
recreational and shopping facilities, religious, industrial and other establishments.

•	 Perform daily inspections on the building systems
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•	 Provide general assistance to skilled trade persons such as mechanics, electricians, carpenters  
and plumbers

•	 Coordinate the preparation of housing units prior to the arrival of new residents

•	 Ensure that security and safety measures are in place in the establishment

•	 May advertise vacancies, show apartments and offices to prospective tenants and collect rent

•	 May process lease or rental applications, including completion of background and credit checks

•	 May move heavy furniture, equipment and supplies

•	 May supervise other workers.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Secondary school education is usually required.

•	 Previous maintenance experience may be required.

•	 A journeyman/woman certificate in one or more of the trades or a building operator certificate may be 
required for building superintendents.

73202 Pest controllers and fumigators

Pest controllers and fumigators inspect buildings and outside areas for pest infestation and spray chemical 
treatments to kill noxious and destructive insects, rodents and other pests or set cage traps to capture and 
remove animals. They are employed by pest control companies, or they may be self-employed.

•	 Prepare and spray chemical mixture on infested areas using mechanical or electric sprayer to kill insects, 
rodents and other pests
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•	 Fumigate households

•	 Place and set traps to capture and remove animals, such as skunks or raccoons

•	 Install animal control barriers such as needle strips, netting and other devices to keep animals off property

•	 Clean out areas that harbour pests using rakes, shovels, brooms or mops

•	 Advise clients on how to prevent pest infestation.

•	 Completion of courses in pest control or extermination or several months of on-the-job training are  
usually required.

•	 Provincial pesticide applicator licence is required in all provinces.

Other repairers and servicers repair and service a wide variety of products, such as cameras, scales, musical 
instruments, coin machines, vending machines, sporting goods and other miscellaneous products and equipment. 
They are employed by product specialty repair shops and service establishments.

733 Transportation occupations

This sub-major group comprises transportation occupations, including transport truck and transit drivers, and 
train crew operating occupations.

7330 Transport truck and transit drivers

This minor group comprises transport truck and transit drivers, including bus drivers, subway operators and 
other transit operators. They are employed by transportation, manufacturing, distribution and moving companies 
and trucking employment service agencies; urban transit systems, light rail transit operators and transportation 
authorities; school boards and private transportation companies; or they may be self-employed.

73300 Transport truck drivers

Transport truck drivers drive straight trucks or tractor-trailers to transport freight. Long-haul truck drivers operate 
heavy trucks over urban, interurban, provincial and international routes, while short-haul and local transport truck 
drivers operate over urban and short interurban routes. They are employed by transportation, manufacturing, 
distribution and moving companies, and trucking employment service agencies, or they may be self-employed.

Long-haul transport truck drivers

•	 Operate and drive primarily tractor-trailer, long-combination vehicle and straight-body trucks weighing over 
4500 kg to transport goods and materials over long distances

•	 Plan trip logistics and obtain required documentation to transport goods

•	 Perform pre-trip, en route and post-trip inspection of vehicle systems, equipment and accessories such as 
tires, lights and turning signals, brakes and cold storage

•	 Ensure cargo is secured properly in accordance with safety requirements and follow safety procedures for 
transporting dangerous goods

•	 Obtain special permits and other documents required to transport cargo on international routes

•	 Record cargo information, hours of service, distance travelled and fuel consumption

•	 Administer bills of lading and manually or electronically maintain log books

•	 Communicate with dispatcher, other drivers and customers using communication devices and  
on-board computers

•	 May perform emergency roadside repairs

•	 May drive as part of a two-person team or convoy

•	 May transport hazardous products or dangerous goods.

Short-haul and local transport truck drivers

•	 Operate and drive primarily straight trucks to transport goods and materials mainly on local routes and 
short interurban routes

•	 Perform pre-trip, en route and post-trip inspection and oversee all aspects of vehicle such as condition of 
equipment, and loading and unloading of cargo

•	 May drive special purpose trucks such as tow trucks, dump trucks, hydrovac trucks or cement  
mixing trucks.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Completion of secondary school is usually required.

•	 On-the-job-training is provided.

•	 Completion of an accredited driver training course of up to three months duration, through a vocational 
school or community college, may be required.

•	 A Class 3 or D licence is required to drive straight-body trucks.

•	 A Class 1 or A licence is required to drive long combination vehicles.

•	 Air brake endorsement (Z) is required for drivers who operate vehicles equipped with air brakes.

•	 Transportation of dangerous goods (TDG) certification is required for drivers who transport hazardous 
products or dangerous goods.

•	 Additional licensing endorsement or certification may be required to drive articulated trucks.
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Additional information

•	 Progression to supervisory positions or to non-driving occupations, such as driver trainer, safety officer or 
truck dispatcher is possible with additional training or experience.

 
73301 Bus drivers, subway operators and other transit operators

Bus drivers, subway operators and other transit operators drive buses and operate streetcars, subway trains and 
light rail transit vehicles to transport passengers on established routes. Bus drivers are employed by urban transit 
systems, school boards or transportation authorities and private transportation companies. Streetcar, subway and 
light rail transit operators are employed by urban transit systems.

•	 Drive sightseeing tour buses to transport passengers locally or over long distances

•	 Drive buses equipped for wheelchair accessibility, and aid passengers in boarding

•	 Provide passengers with information on fares, schedules and stops

•	 Collect fares, issue and validate transfers, check bus passes and record transactions

•	 Conduct pre-trip and post-trip inspections of vehicle

•	 Communicate with passengers, dispatchers or other drivers using two-way radio systems

•	 Report delays, mechanical problems and accidents

•	 May provide information on points of interest during sightseeing tours

•	 May load and unload passengers’ luggage and express freight.

School bus drivers

•	 Drive school buses to transport children between school and home or on excursions

•	 Ensure children’s safety when boarding and leaving buses and crossing street while bus is stopped
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•	 Maintain control of student activities during travel to prevent distractions or behaviours that could 
compromise safety

•	 May transport adults outside of school hours on chartered trips.

Subway train and light rail transit operators

•	 Operate subway or rail transit vehicles as part of two-person crew

•	 Observe signals at crossings and arrival and departure points

•	 Operate controls to open and close transit vehicle doors

•	 Report delays, malfunctions and accidents to control unit

•	 Ensure passenger safety and welfare in emergencies, and direct passengers during evacuation procedures.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Up to three months of on-the-job training, including classroom instruction, is usually provided for all 
occupations in this unit group.

•	 A minimum of one year of safe driving experience is required.

•	 Bus drivers require a Class B, C, E or F driver’s licence in Ontario, and a Class 2 driver’s licence is required 
in all other provinces and the territories.

•	 An air brakes endorsement and first aid certificate may be required.

•	 Experience as a public transit bus driver is usually required for subway and light rail transit operators.

7331 Train crew operating occupations

This minor group comprises train crew operating occupations, including railway and yard locomotive engineers, 
and railway conductors and brakemen/women. They are employed by railway transport companies and industrial 
and commercial users of rail transport.

73310 Railway and yard locomotive engineers

Railway locomotive engineers operate railway locomotives to transport passengers and freight. They are employed 
by railway transport companies. Yard locomotive engineers operate locomotives within yards of railway, industrial 
or other establishments. They are employed by railway transport companies and industrial or commercial users of 
rail transport.

Yard locomotive engineers

•	 Operate locomotives to switch, couple and uncouple cars for loading and unloading

•	 Perform switching operations according to written switching orders or dispatched instructions

•	 Inspect locomotives, replenish fuel or perform routine maintenance on locomotives.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Completion of secondary school is usually required.

•	 Experience as a conductor is required for railway locomotive engineers and may be required for yard 
locomotive engineers.

•	 Experience as a railway yard worker may be required for yard locomotive engineers.

•	 Railway locomotive engineers require a Canadian Rail Operating Rules certificate.

•	 Mobility between railway transport companies or between establishments employing locomotive engineers 
may be limited due to seniority provisions of collective agreements.

 
73311 Railway conductors and brakemen/women

Railway conductors coordinate and supervise the activities of passenger and freight train crew members. 
Brakemen check train brakes and other systems and equipment prior to train run, and assist railway conductors in 
activities en route. They are employed by railway transport companies.

•	 Experience as a railway worker is usually required for brakemen/women.

•	 Railway conductors require a Canadian Rail Operating Rules certificate.

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734 Operators, drillers and blasters

This sub-major group comprises operators, drillers and blasters, including heavy equipment operators; printing 
press operators; and drillers and blasters in surface mining, quarrying and construction.

7340 Operators, drillers and blasters

This minor group comprises operators, drillers and blasters, including heavy equipment operators (except 
cranes); printing press operators; and drillers and blasters in surface mining, quarrying and construction. They 
are employed by construction companies, heavy equipment contractors and pipeline, logging, cargo-handling, 
mining and quarrying companies; drilling and blasting and drilling contractors (except for water wells, underground 
mining production, and oil and gas well drillers); municipal, provincial and federal public works departments and 
private contractors under contract with government public works departments; commercial printing companies; 
newspapers, magazines, and other publishing companies; and establishments in the public and private sectors 
that have in-house printing departments.

73400 Heavy equipment operators

Heavy equipment operators operate heavy equipment used in the construction and maintenance of roads, 
bridges, airports, gas and oil pipelines, tunnels, buildings and other structures; in surface mining and quarrying 
activities; and in material handling work. They are employed by construction companies, heavy equipment 
contractors, public works departments and pipeline, logging, cargo-handling and other companies. Apprentices 
are also included in this unit group.

73401 Printing press operators

Printing press operators set up and operate sheet and web-fed presses to print text, illustrations and designs on 
a wide variety of materials such as paper, plastic, glass, leather and metal. They are employed by commercial 
printing companies; newspapers, magazines, and other publishing companies; and establishments in the public 
and private sectors that have in-house printing departments. Apprentices are also included in this unit group.

•	 Handle, store and transport explosives and accessories in accordance with regulations and ensure that 
safety procedures are observed

•	 May operate air-track, rotary, down-the-hole or other drilling machines to drill blast holes or may direct 
drilling of blast holes.

This minor group comprises mail and message distribution occupations, including mail and parcel sorters 
and related occupations; letter carriers; and couriers and messengers. They are employed by Canada Post 
Corporation, courier and parcel express companies and establishments throughout the public and private sectors.

74100 Mail and parcel sorters and related occupations

Mail and parcel sorters and workers in related occupations process and sort mail and parcels in post offices, mail 
processing plants, warehouses and internal mail rooms. They are employed by Canada Post Corporation, courier 
and parcel express companies and establishments throughout the public and private sectors.

Occupations classified in TEER 5, as those included in this group with a 5 as the second digit of their code, are 
typically accessible with short work demonstration and no formal educational requirements.

This sub-major group comprises helpers and labourers, including longshore workers and material handlers, and 
trades helpers and labourers.

7510 Longshore workers and material handlers

This minor group comprises longshore workers and material handlers. They are employed by marine cargo 
handling companies, shipping agencies and shipping lines; transportation, storage and moving companies; and a 
variety of manufacturing and processing companies and retail and wholesale warehouses.

Longshore workers transfer cargo throughout dock area and onto and from ships and other vessels. They are 
employed by marine cargo handling companies, shipping agencies and shipping lines.

This minor group comprises taxi, personal service and delivery service drivers, including taxi and limousine 
drivers and chauffeurs, and delivery service drivers and door-to-door distributors. They are employed by taxi and 
other transportation service companies; retail, food and other personal service businesses, governments; private 
individuals and families; and many other establishments; or they may be self-employed.

75200 Taxi and limousine drivers and chauffeurs

Taxi and limousine drivers drive automobiles and limousines to transport passengers. Chauffeurs drive 
automobiles and limousines to transport personnel and visitors of businesses, government or other organizations 
or members of private households.

This minor group comprises managers in natural resources production and fishing. They are employed by 
establishments in forestry and logging, mining and quarrying, oil and gas drilling, production and servicing 
operations, and commercial fishing.

80010 Managers in natural resources production and fishing

Managers in natural resources production and fishing plan, organize, direct, control and evaluate the operations 
of establishments in forestry and logging, mining and quarrying, oil and gas drilling, production and servicing 
operations, and commercial fishing.

This minor group comprises managers in agriculture, horticulture and aquaculture. They are employed by farms, 
ranches and orchards; nurseries and greenhouses; and public and private fish hatcheries and commercial aquatic 
farms; or they may own and operate their own establishments; or they may be self-employed.

80020 Managers in agriculture

Managers in agriculture plan, organize, direct, control and evaluate the operations and functions of farms. They are 
responsible for growing crops, raising and breeding livestock, poultry and other animals, marketing farm products 
and enhancing farms’ sustainability through, notably, the implementation of new technologies. They usually own 
and operate their own establishment.

Managers in agriculture manage farms of various sizes which may specialize in particular crops such as wheat, 
apples or potatoes or raise particular livestock such as beef cattle, swine or poultry.

•	 Extensive farming experience, obtained as a farm supervisor or specialized crop or livestock worker or by 
working on a farm, is usually required.

Managers in aquaculture manage operations of facilities which cultivate and harvest fish, shellfish or marine plants 
for replenishment of wildlife stocks or for commercial sale. They are employed by public or private fish hatcheries 
and commercial aquatic farms, or they may be self-employed.

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82 Supervisors in natural resources, agriculture and related production

This major group comprises supervisors in natural resources, agriculture and related production. These 
occupations come with Training, Education, Experience and Responsibility (TEER) identified as TEER 2. 
Occupations classified in TEER 2, as those included in this group with a 2 as the second digit of their code, 
typically require completion of a post-secondary education program of two to three years at community college, 
institute of technology or CÉGEP; or completion of an apprenticeship training program of two to five years; or 
supervisory or significant safety responsibilities; or the accumulation of several years of experience in a related 
occupation found in TEER 3, when applicable (TEER 3 includes occupations with a 3 as a second digit in  
their code).

820 Supervisors in natural resources, agriculture and related production

This sub-major group comprises supervisors in natural resources, agriculture and related production, including 
supervisors, logging and forestry; contractors and supervisors, mining, oil and gas; and contractors and 
supervisors, agriculture, horticulture and related operations and services.

8201 Supervisors, logging and forestry

This minor group comprises supervisors, logging and forestry. They are employed by logging companies, 
contractors and government agencies.

82010 Supervisors, logging and forestry

Supervisors in logging and forestry supervise and coordinate the activities of workers engaged in logging 
operations and silvicultural operations. They are employed by logging companies, contractors and  
government agencies.

•	 Communicate with forestry technical, professional and management personnel regarding forest harvesting 
and forest management plans, procedures and schedules

•	 Formal company training and several months of on-the-job training are provided.

•	 A chemical application licence may be required.

•	 An industrial first aid certificate may be required.

 
8202 Contractors and supervisors, mining, oil and gas

This minor group comprises contractors and supervisors, mining, oil and gas, including supervisors, mining and 
quarrying, and contractors and supervisors, oil and gas drilling and services. They are employed by coal, metal 
and non-metallic mineral mines and quarries; drilling and well service contracting companies; and petroleum 
producing companies; or they may be self-employed.

82020 Supervisors, mining and quarrying

Supervisors in mining and quarrying supervise and coordinate activities of workers engaged in underground and 
surface mining operations and quarries. They are employed by coal, metal and non-metallic mineral mines  
and quarries.

•	 Several years of experience in the occupations supervised are usually required.

•	 Provincial certification as an underground mine supervisor, shift boss, or coal mining supervisor may  
be required.

•	 There is mobility between employers, especially for supervisors with post-secondary diplomas or degrees.

•	 Mobility between surface mining, underground mining, coal or metal mining sectors may be limited by 
differences in production technologies and licensing requirements.

 
82021 Contractors and supervisors, oil and gas drilling and services

Contractors and supervisors in oil and gas drilling and services supervise and coordinate the activities in drilling 
for oil or gas, operating service rigs, or providing oil and gas well services. They are employed by drilling and well 
service contracting companies and petroleum producing companies. Contractors may be self-employed.

8203 Contractors and supervisors, agriculture, horticulture and related operations  
and services

This minor group comprises contractors and supervisors, agriculture, horticulture and related operations and 
services, including agricultural service contractors and farm supervisors, and contractors and supervisors, 
landscaping, grounds maintenance and horticulture services. They are employed on livestock and other farms; 
by landscaping companies, cemeteries, lawn care and tree service companies, nurseries and greenhouses; and 
landscaping operations of public works departments and private establishments; or they may be self-employed.

82030 Agricultural service contractors and farm supervisors

Agricultural service contractors provide agricultural services such as livestock and poultry breeding, soil 
preparation, crop planting, crop spraying, cultivating or harvesting. Farm supervisors supervise the work 
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of specialized livestock workers, farm machinery operators, livestock labourers, aquaculture labourers and 
harvesting labourers. They operate their own business or may be employed by farms and agricultural enterprises.

They are employed by landscaping companies, 
cemeteries, lawn care and tree service companies, nurseries and greenhouses and by landscaping operations of 
public works departments and private establishments.

•	 Establish work schedules and procedures and coordinate activities with other work units

•	 Resolve work-related problems and prepare and submit progress and other reports

•	 Requisition supplies and materials

•	 Maintain financial and personnel records

•	 Hire staff and train workers in job duties and company policies

•	 May manage operations of own company

•	 May provide snow removal services during winter months

•	 May perform the same duties as workers supervised.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Completion of secondary school is usually required.

•	 A college diploma, specialized courses or industry-related training and certification in landscaping and 
horticulture are usually required.

•	 Experience as a landscape or horticulture supervisor or as a landscape or horticulture technician  
is required.

•	 A provincial licence to apply chemical fertilizers, fungicides, herbicides and pesticides may be required.

 
83 Occupations in natural resources and related production

This major group comprises occupations in natural resources and related production. These occupations come 
with Training, Education, Experience and Responsibility (TEER) identified as TEER 3. Occupations classified in 
TEER 3, as those included in this group with a 3 as the second digit of their code, typically require completion 
of a post-secondary education program of less than two years at community college, institute of technology or 
CÉGEP; or completion of an apprenticeship training program of less than two years; or more than six months of 
on-the-job training, training courses or specific work experience with some secondary school education; or the 
accumulation of several years of experience in a related occupation found in TEER 4, when applicable (TEER 4 
includes occupations with a 4 as a second digit in their code).
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831 Occupations in natural resources and fisheries

This sub-major group comprises occupations in natural resources and fisheries, including underground miners, oil 
and gas drillers and related occupations; logging machinery operators; and fishing vessel masters and  
fishermen/women.

8310 Underground miners, oil and gas drillers and related occupations

This minor group comprises underground miners, oil and gas drillers and related occupations, including 
underground production and development miners; oil and gas well drillers, servicers, testers and related workers. 
They are employed by coal, metal and non-metallic mineral underground mines; specialized contractors in mine 
construction, shaft sinking and tunnelling; drilling and well service contractors; petroleum producing companies; 
and well logging and testing companies.

83100 Underground production and development miners

Underground production and development miners drill, blast, operate mining machinery, and perform related 
duties to extract coal and ore in underground mines and to construct tunnels, passageways and shafts to facilitate 
mining operations. They are employed by coal, metal and non-metallic mineral underground mines and by 
specialized contractors in mine construction, shaft sinking and tunnelling. Apprentices are also included in this  
unit group.

•	 Trade certification for miners is available, but voluntary, in Quebec.

•	 Company licensing or certification is often required for occupations in this unit group.

•	 Mobility is possible to other occupational groups in underground mining such as underground service and 
support occupations.

•	 There is mobility between employers within each of the three following sectors: underground coal mining, 
underground hard rock mining and underground potash, salt or soft rock mining.

Oil and gas well loggers, 
testers and related workers operate specialized mechanical or electronic equipment, tools or instruments to 
provide services in conjunction with well drilling, completion or servicing. They are employed by drilling and well 
service contractors, petroleum producing companies and well logging or testing companies.

Oil and gas well loggers, testers and related workers

•	 Assemble and attach equipment, tools or recorders to drill stem or wireline to conduct required procedures 
and tests

•	 Operate or direct the operation of wireline or unit controls to lower, position and retrieve equipment  
and instruments

Employment requirements

•	 Oil and gas well drillers and well servicers require three to six months of formal on-the-job training, college 
or petroleum industry-approved training courses and four or more years of work experience in subordinate 
rig crew positions.

•	 A college diploma in drilling may be required.

•	 Offshore work requires several years of experience in an equivalent position on land.

•	 Certificates in first aid, hydrogen sulphide awareness, blowout prevention, well control, workplace 
hazardous materials information system (WHMIS), transportation of dangerous goods (TDG) and a special 
oil well operator (boiler) certificate are required.
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•	 Oil and gas well loggers, testers and related workers require three to six months of formal on-the-job 
training and several years of experience in subordinate logging and testing positions or on drilling and 
servicing rigs.

•	 Completion of a college program in electronics or engineering technology may be required for open hole 
well logging.

•	 A provincial blaster’s licence, and seismic blaster and oil well blaster certification are required for well 
perforation services.

•	 Trade certification for rig technician is compulsory in Alberta and available, but voluntary, in Newfoundland 
and Labrador, Nova Scotia, Prince Edward Island, Manitoba, Saskatchewan, British Columbia and the 
Northwest Territories.

•	 Red Seal endorsement is also available to qualified rig technicians upon successful completion of the 
interprovincial Red Seal examination.

 
Additional information

•	 Mobility between jobs on drilling and service rigs is limited by the differences in the machinery, tools and 
operations performed, but mobility is possible especially from drilling to service rigs.

•	 Progression to crew supervisor or manager is possible with experience and additional education  
and training.

•	 The Red Seal endorsement allows for interprovincial mobility.

 
8311 Logging machinery operators

This minor group comprises logging machinery operators. They are employed by logging companies  
and contractors.

83110 Logging machinery operators

Logging machinery operators operate cable yarding systems, mechanical harvesters and forwarders and 
mechanical tree processors and loaders to fell, yard and process trees at logging sites. They are employed by 
logging companies and contractors.

•	 Experience requirements vary depending on the complexity of machinery operated.

•	 Mechanical harvester and forwarder operators may require logging experience as a chain saw and  
skidder operator.

•	 Feller buncher operators and cable yarder operators usually require three to five years of  
logging experience.

•	 Mechanical tree processor and loader operators usually require one to three years of logging experience.

•	 Certification as a heavy equipment operator may be required.

•	 Company certification for mobile logging machinery operation may be required.

•	 Provincial air brake certification may be required in British Columbia, depending on the type of  
equipment operated.

•	 Workplace hazardous materials information system (WHMIS) and first aid certificates may be required.

•	 Knowledge of tree harvesting regulations is required.

 
Additional information

•	 There is some mobility among jobs in this group from the less complex to more complex  
machinery operation.

•	 There is some mobility between employers, particularly in similar types of woodland operations.

•	 Self-employment as a logging contractor is possible with investment in equipment.
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•	 Logging machinery operators may perform minor repairs and maintenance on their equipment.

•	 Progression to logging and forestry supervisory positions is possible with experience.

 
8312 Fishing vessel masters and fishermen/women

This minor group comprises fishing vessel masters and fishermen/women. They are usually self-employed owner-
operators of fishing vessels. They may also be employed by establishments engaged in operating commercial 
fishing vessels.

83120 Fishing masters and officers

Fishing masters and officers manage and operate saltwater and freshwater fishing vessels greater than 100 gross 
tonnes to pursue and land fish and other marine life. They are employed by establishments engaged in operating 
commercial fishing vessels.

•	 Steer vessels and operate navigational instruments and electronic fishing aids such as echo sounders and 
chart plotters

•	 Direct fishing operations and supervise crew activities

•	 Record fishing progress, crew activities, weather and sea conditions on ship’s log

•	 Select and train vessel crews.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Some secondary school education is usually required.

•	 One to two years of experience as a fishing vessel deckhand is required.

•	 Captains require one year of service as officer in charge of the watch.

•	 A Fishing Master’s Certificate is required for all occupations in this unit group.

•	 Marine Emergency Duties Certificate is required by Transport Canada.
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•	 A valid Fishing Vessel Operator Certificate is required for all occupations in this unit group.

•	 A commercial fishing licence is required.

 
Additional information

•	 Completion of Transport Canada examinations is required to advance from Fishing Master Class IV through 
Class I. Training programs are provided in provincial training centres.

•	 Progression to merchant or government vessel officer positions (which require a Marine Officer Certificate) 
is possible with additional training and experience.

 
83121 Fishermen/women

Fishermen/women operate fishing vessels less than 100 gross tonnes to pursue and land fish and other marine 
life. They are usually self-employed owner-operators of fishing vessels.

•	 Operate fishing gear, direct fishing operation and supervise fishing crew members

•	 Maintain engine, fishing gear and other on-board equipment

•	 Record fishing activities, weather and sea conditions

•	 Estimate costs of operations and plan budget for each fishing season

•	 Establish fish marketing plan and keep records of all financial transactions

•	 May transport fish to processing plants or fish buyers.
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Employment requirements

•	 Several years of experience as fishing vessel crew member or helper are usually required.

•	 Marine Emergency Duties Certificate is required by Transport Canada.

•	 A valid Fishing Vessel Operator Certificate is required.

•	 A commercial fishing licence is required.

•	 Licences are required for each species of fish pursued.

•	 Trade certification for fish harvesters is available, but voluntary, in Newfoundland and Labrador.

 
Additional information

•	 Progression to master or mate on fishing vessels over 100 gross tonnes is possible with additional training, 
licensing and experience.

 
84 Workers in natural resources, agriculture and related production

This major group comprises workers in natural resources, agriculture and related production. These occupations 
come with Training, Education, Experience and Responsibility (TEER) identified as TEER 4. Occupations classified 
in TEER 4, as those included in this group with a 4 as the second digit of their code, typically require completion of 
secondary school; or several weeks of on-the-job training with some secondary school education; or experience 
in a related occupation from TEER 5, when applicable (TEER 5 includes occupations with a 5 as a second digit in 
their code).

841 Workers in natural resources and fisheries

This sub-major group comprises workers in natural resources and fisheries, including mine service workers and 
operators in oil and gas drilling; logging and forestry workers; and workers in agriculture and fishing occupations.

8410 Mine service workers and operators in oil and gas drilling

This minor group comprises mine service workers and operators in oil and gas drilling, including underground 
mine service and support workers, and oil and gas well drilling and related workers and services operators. They 
are employed by coal, metal and non-metallic mineral mines; drilling and well service contractors; and petroleum 
producing companies.

84100 Underground mine service and support workers

Underground mine service and support workers perform a range of duties related to the operation of orepasses, 
chutes and conveyor systems, the construction and support of underground structures, passages and roadways, 
and the supply of materials and supplies to support underground mining. They are employed by coal, metal and 
non-metallic mineral mines.

•	 Construct and repair wood or metal supports and structures such as bulkheads, platforms, drift doors and 
chutes using construction and mining tools

•	 Attach and extend ventilation and water pipes and related mine services

•	 Assist miners in setting up and operating various drills and other mining machinery

•	 Supply and maintain backfill distribution of sand, rock or other materials

•	 Operate diesel or electric track haulage equipment such as ore trains to distribute personnel and supplies 
and to convey ore from orepass to primary crusher or skip

•	 Maintain supply storage areas and maintain equipment and supplies such as explosives, drill bits, fire 
extinguishers, lamps and batteries

•	 Perform routine maintenance of machinery.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Completion of secondary school is usually required.

•	 Previous formal training of up to six weeks followed by periods of on-the-job training as a helper or in 
support occupations is usually required.

•	 Previous experience as a mine labourer is usually required.

•	 May be certified in the basic common core program in Ontario.

•	 Company licensing or certification is often required for occupations in this unit group.

 
Additional information

•	 Mobility is possible to other occupational groups in underground mining.

•	 There is mobility between employers within each of the three following sectors: underground coal mining, 
underground hard rock mining and underground potash, salt or soft rock mining.

•	 Mobility between these sectors is somewhat limited by differences in production technologies.
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84101 Oil and gas well drilling and related workers and services operators

Oil and gas well drilling workers operate drilling and service rig machinery as intermediate members of the rig 
crew. Oil and gas well services operators drive trucks and operate specialized hydraulic pumping systems to 
place cement in wells or to treat wells with chemicals, sand mixtures or gases to stimulate production. They are 
employed by drilling and well service contractors and by petroleum producing companies.

•	 Align and manipulate sections of pipe or drill stem from platform on rig derrick during removal and 
replacement of strings of pipe, or drill stem and drill bit

•	 Operate and maintain drilling mud systems and pumps during drilling, and mix mud, chemicals and 
additives

•	 Record mud flows and volumes and take samples

•	 Operate and maintain drilling rig diesel motors, transmissions and other mechanical equipment

•	 Assist in setting up, taking down and transporting drilling and service rigs

•	 Supervise floorhands and labourers.

Oil and gas well services operators

•	 Drive well services truck to well site

•	 Assemble pumping equipment and attach pumps and hoses to wellhead

•	 Operate hydraulic pumping systems to pump chemicals, gases, sand, cement or other material into well
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•	 Read gauges to monitor pressure, density, rate and concentration and adjust pumping procedure  
as required

•	 May mix chemicals and cements.

 
Employment requirements

•	 Completion of secondary school is required.

•	 Training of up to three months with an experienced operator is required for oil and gas well  
services operators.

•	 Completion of petroleum industry-approved training courses may be required.

•	 One year of experience as a floorhand, assistant or labourer is usually required.

•	 Certificates in first aid, hydrogen sulphide awareness, blowout prevention, workplace hazardous materials 
information system (WHMIS), transportation of dangerous goods (TDG), cryogenic safety or in other safety 
concerns may be required.

•	 Rig technician certification for motorhands and derrickhands may be required by some employers.

•	 Oil and gas well services operators require a driver’s license appropriate to the class of vehicle being driven.

•	 Progression to oil and gas well driller or service rig operator is possible with experience.

•	 Progression to supervisor of well services is possible for gas and oil well services operators.

 
8411 Logging and forestry workers

This minor group comprises logging and forestry workers, including chain saw and skidder operators, and 
silviculture and forestry workers. They are employed by logging companies, contractors, and  
government services.

84110 Chain saw and skidder operators

Chain saw and skidder operators operate chain saws to fell, delimb and buck trees, and operate skidders to 
move or yard the felled trees from the logging site to the landing area for processing and transportation. They are 
employed by logging companies and contractors.

•	 Completion of a college program for forest workers may be required.

•	 Formal training in chain saw operation and maintenance and several months of on-the-job training are 
usually provided.

•	 Previous experience as a logging and forestry labourer or logging machine operator may be required. 
Experience requirements vary depending on the type and location of woodlands operations.

•	 Provincial certification or a forest worker program certificate is required in some provinces.

•	 Trade certification for fallers is available, but voluntary in Quebec.

•	 Workplace hazardous materials information system (WHMIS) and first aid certificates may be required.

 
Additional information

•	 There is a trend toward company certification of chain saw operators in larger companies.

•	 Chain saw operators often must own and maintain their own chain saw.

•	 There is some mobility among jobs within this unit group as chain saw and skidder operators often work in 
teams and rotate jobs.

•	 Mobility may be limited from eastern and central forest zones to western forest zones where tree size or 
steep terrain may require different cutting and yarding methods.

•	 Progression to logging machinery operator positions is possible with experience.

•	 Progression to supervisory positions or self-employment as a logging contractor is possible  
with experience.

 
84111 Silviculture and forestry workers

Silviculture and forestry workers perform a variety of duties related to reforestation and to the management, 
improvement and conservation of forest lands. They are employed by logging companies, contractors and 
government services.

•	 Operate and maintain a skidder, bulldozer or other prime mover to pull a variety of scarification or site 
preparation equipment over areas to be regenerated

•	 Perform other silviculture duties such as collecting seed cones, pruning trees, assisting in planting surveys 
and marking trees for subsequent operations.

•	 Completion of secondary school may be required.

•	 Completion of a college or other specialized program for silviculture workers or forestry crew workers may 
be required.

•	 Formal training in power saw operation and maintenance and several months of on-the-job training are 
usually provided.

•	 Experience as a logging and forestry labourer may be required.

•	 A chemicals application licence is required.

•	 Workplace hazardous materials information system (WHMIS) and transportation of dangerous goods (TDG) 
certificates may be required.

•	 A silvicultural worker’s licence may be required.
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Additional information

•	 There is some mobility among jobs in this unit group.

•	 Progression to supervisory positions is possible with experience.

•	 Progression to forestry technician or technologist is possible with additional education and training.

 
8412 Workers in agriculture and fishing occupations

This minor group comprises workers in agriculture and fishing occupations, including specialized livestock 
workers; farm machinery operators; and fishing vessel deckhands. They are employed by commercial fishing 
operators or self-employed owner-operators of fishing vessels; crop, livestock, fruit, vegetable and specialty 
farms; or they may be self-employed.

84120 Specialized livestock workers and farm machinery operators

Specialized livestock workers carry out feeding, health and breeding programs on dairy, beef, sheep, poultry, 
swine and other livestock farms. Farm machinery operators operate and maintain farm machinery and equipment. 
They are employed on crop, livestock, fruit, vegetable and specialty farms.

•	 Specialized livestock workers may require a college certificate or other specialized training in agriculture or 
livestock husbandry.

•	 There are no specific education or training requirements for farm machinery operators. However, a college 
certificate or specialized courses related to farming, such as farm equipment mechanics, agricultural 
welding and pesticide application, are available.

•	 Basic farm knowledge, usually obtained from working on a family farm, may be required for employment.

•	 A course or certificate in first aid may be required.

•	 Specialized livestock workers usually specialize in one type of farm animal such as beef cattle, dairy cattle, 
poultry or swine.

•	 Progression to supervisory positions is possible with experience.

 
84121 Fishing vessel deckhands

Fishing vessel deckhands perform a variety of manual tasks on commercial fishing voyages, and maintain fishing 
vessels. They are employed by establishments that operate commercial fishing vessels and by self-employed 
fishermen/women.

85 Harvesting, landscaping and natural resources labourers

This major group comprises harvesting, landscaping and natural resources labourers. These occupations come 
with Training, Education, Experience and Responsibility (TEER) identified as TEER 5. Occupations classified in 
TEER 5, as those included in this group with a 5 as the second digit of their code, are typically accessible with 
short work demonstration and no formal educational requirements.

851 Harvesting, landscaping and natural resources labourers

This sub-major group comprises harvesting, landscaping and natural resources labourers, including agriculture, 
horticulture and harvesting labourers and related occupations; mine and oil and gas drilling, services and related 
labourers; and logging, forestry, landscaping and other related labourers.

8510 Agriculture, horticulture and harvesting labourers and related occupations

This minor group comprises agriculture, horticulture and harvesting labourers and related occupations, including 
livestock labourers; harvesting labourers; aquaculture and marine harvest labourers; nursery and greenhouse 
labourers; and trappers and hunters. They are employed by farms; nurseries and greenhouses; landscaping and 
lawn care companies, golf courses, cemeteries, and landscaping operations of public works departments and 
private establishments; public and private fish hatcheries and commercial aquatic farms; or they may  
be self-employed.

85100 Livestock labourers

Livestock labourers assist other farm workers to raise cattle, poultry and other animals, to help carry out feeding, 
health and breeding programs, to process animal products and to assist in the maintenance and repair of farm 
equipment and buildings. They are employed on livestock farms.

This unit group also includes labourers who 
assist in geophysical prospecting for oil and gas. They are employed by drilling and well servicing contractors and 
by petroleum producing companies.

They are employed by landscaping and lawn care companies, golf courses, 
cemeteries, and landscaping operations of public works departments and private establishments.

This broad category comprises middle management occupations in manufacturing and utilities, as well as 
occupations concerned with supervisory, production and labouring in manufacturing, processing and utilities.

90 Middle management occupations in manufacturing and utilities

This major group comprises middle management occupations in manufacturing and utilities. These occupations 
come with Training, Education, Experience and Responsibility (TEER) identified as TEER 0. The occupations 
classified under TEER 0, as those included in this group with zero (0) as the second digit of their code, are 
considered management occupations.

900 Middle management occupations in manufacturing and utilities

This sub-major group comprises middle management occupations in manufacturing and utilities.

9001 Managers in manufacturing and utilities

This minor group comprises managers in manufacturing and utilities. They are employed by manufacturing 
companies and in public and private sector utilities and heating fuel distribution companies.

90010 Manufacturing managers

Manufacturing managers plan, organize, direct, control and evaluate the operations of a manufacturing 
establishment or of a production department within a manufacturing establishment, under the direction of a 
general manager or other senior manager. They are employed by manufacturing companies.

The services provided include treatment of water and waste, distribution of 
water, electricity, natural gas and heating oil to residential, commercial and industrial consumers, waste disposal 
and waste recycling. They are employed in public and private sector utilities and in heating fuel  
distribution companies.

92 Processing, manufacturing and utilities supervisors and utilities operators  
and controllers

This major group comprises processing, manufacturing and utilities supervisors and utilities operators and 
controllers. These occupations come with Training, Education, Experience and Responsibility (TEER) identified 
as TEER 2. Occupations classified in TEER 2, as those included in this group with a 2 as the second digit of their 
code, typically require completion of a post-secondary education program of two to three years at community 
college, institute of technology or CÉGEP; or completion of an apprenticeship training program of two to five 
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years; or supervisory or significant safety responsibilities; or the accumulation of several years of experience in a 
related occupation found in TEER 3, when applicable (TEER 3 includes occupations with a 3 as a second digit in 
their code).

920 Supervisors, processing, manufacturing, assembly and fabrication occupations

This sub-major group comprises supervisors, processing, manufacturing, assembly and fabrication occupations.

9201 Supervisors, processing and manufacturing occupations

This minor group comprises supervisors, processing and manufacturing occupations, including supervisors, 
mineral and metal processing; supervisors, petroleum, gas and chemical processing and utilities; supervisors, 
food and beverage processing; supervisors, plastic and rubber products manufacturing; supervisors, forest 
products processing; and supervisors, textile, fabric, fur and leather products processing and manufacturing. 
They are employed by mineral ore and metal processing plants, cement processing plants, clay, glass and stone 
processing plants and foundries; petroleum and natural gas processing, pipeline and petrochemical companies, 
chemical and pharmaceutical companies, electric power utilities, and water and waste treatment utilities; fruit 
and vegetable processing plants, dairies, flour mills, bakeries, sugar refineries, fish plants, meat plants, breweries 
and other food, beverage and associated products processing establishments; rubber and plastic products 
manufacturing companies and in plastic parts divisions of other manufacturing companies; pulp and paper 
companies, paper converting companies, sawmills, planing mills, wood treatment plants, waferboard plants and 
other wood processing companies; and textile manufacturing companies, tanneries and other manufacturers of 
fabric, fur and leather products.

92010 Supervisors, mineral and metal processing

Supervisors in mineral and metal processing supervise and coordinate the activities of workers engaged in mineral 
and metal processing and manufacturing. They are employed in mineral ore and metal processing plants such as 
copper, lead and zinc refineries, uranium processing plants, steel mills, aluminum plants, precious metal refineries, 
cement processing plants, clay, glass and stone processing plants and foundries.

Supervisors in petroleum, gas and chemical processing and utilities supervise and coordinate the activities 
of workers in the following unit groups: Central control and process operators, petroleum, gas and chemical 
processing (93101), Power engineers and power systems operators (92100), Water and waste treatment plant 
operators (92101), Chemical plant machine operators (94110) and Labourers in chemical products processing 
and utilities (95102). They are employed by petroleum and natural gas processing, pipeline and petrochemical 
companies, chemical and pharmaceutical companies, electric power utilities, water and waste treatment utilities 
and in a range of other industries and institutions.

Supervisors in plastic and rubber products manufacturing supervise and coordinate the activities of workers 
who operate processing machines and who fabricate, assemble and inspect rubber or plastic products. They 
are employed by rubber and plastic products manufacturing companies and in plastic parts divisions of other 
manufacturing companies.

Power engineers operate and maintain reactors, turbines, boilers, generators, stationary engines and auxiliary 
equipment to generate electrical power and to provide heat, light, refrigeration and other utility services for 
commercial, institutional and industrial buildings and other work sites. Power systems operators monitor and 
operate switchboards and related equipment in electrical control centres to control the distribution of electrical 
power in transmission networks. They are employed by power generation plants, electrical power utilities, 
manufacturing plants, hospitals, universities and government and commercial establishments. Apprentices are 
also included in this unit group.

•	 Maintain a daily log of operation, maintenance and safety activities, and write reports on plant operation 
and non-compliance

Power systems operators

There 
are five classes in Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Alberta and British Columbia while there are four classes in 
Newfoundland/Labrador, Nova Scotia, Prince Edward Island, New Brunswick, Quebec, Ontario, Yukon, 
Northwest Territories and Nunavut territories.

•	 Power systems operators require completion of a three- to five-year power system operator apprenticeship 
program or over three years of work experience in the trade and some college or industry courses in 
electrical and electronic technology.

•	 Trade certification is available, but voluntary for power systems operators in Newfoundland and Labrador.

•	 Trade certification is available, but voluntary for power engineers in Nova Scotia.

•	 Control room operators at nuclear power plants require licensing from the Canadian Nuclear  
Safety Commission.

•	 Progression from lower to higher classes for power or stationary engineers is dependent on further training 
and experience.

Water treatment plant operators monitor and operate computerized control systems and related equipment 
in water filtration and treatment plants to regulate the treatment and distribution of water. Liquid waste plant 
operators monitor and operate computerized control systems and related equipment in wastewater, sewage 
treatment and liquid waste plants to regulate the treatment and disposal of sewage and wastes. They are 
employed by municipal governments and industrial facilities. This unit group also includes waste treatment plant 
operators in composting plants and other waste management facilities.

931 Central control and process operators in processing and manufacturing

This sub-major group comprises central control and process operators in processing and manufacturing, 
including central control and process operators, mineral and metal processing; central control and process 
operators, petroleum, gas and chemical processing; and pulping, papermaking and coating control operators.

9310 Central control and process operators in processing and manufacturing

This minor group comprises central control and process operators in processing and manufacturing, including 
central control and process operators, mineral and metal processing; central control and process operators, 
petroleum, gas and chemical processing; and pulping, papermaking and coating control operators. They are 
employed by mineral ore and metal processing plants; petroleum and natural gas processing, pipeline and 
petrochemical companies; industrial, agricultural and specialty chemical and pharmaceutical companies; and pulp 
and paper companies.

93100 Central control and process operators, mineral and metal processing

Central control and process operators, mineral and metal processing, operate and monitor multi-function process 
control machinery and equipment to control the processing of mineral ores, metals or cement. They are employed 
in mineral ore and metal processing plants such as copper, lead and zinc refineries, uranium processing plants, 
steel mills, aluminum plants, precious metal refineries and cement processing plants.

•	 Petroleum and chemical process operators and process technicians require completion of several years of 
formal company training.

•	 Experience as a petroleum or chemical process operator in all the operating units controlled by the central 
control room is required for chief operators.

•	 Company certification as a petroleum process operator or technician may be required.

•	 A provincial power engineer licence, compressor operator or refrigeration certificate may be required when 
certain kinds of equipment are included in the process.

•	 Certification in the transportation of dangerous goods (TDG), first aid, firefighting, or workplace hazardous 
materials information system (WHMIS) may be required.

Occupations classified in TEER 4, as those included in this group with a 4 as the second digit of 
their code, typically require completion of secondary school; or several weeks of on-the-job training with some 
secondary school education; or experience in a related occupation from TEER 5, when applicable (TEER 5 
includes occupations with a 5 as a second digit in their code).
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941 Processing and manufacturing machine operators and related production workers

This sub-major group comprises processing and manufacturing machine operators and related production 
workers, including machine operators and related workers in mineral and metal products processing and 
manufacturing; machine operators and related workers in chemical, plastic and rubber processing; machine 
operators and related workers in pulp and paper production and wood processing and manufacturing; machine 
operators and related workers in textile, fabric, fur and leather products processing and manufacturing; machine 
operators and related workers in food, beverage and associated products processing; and printing equipment 
operators and related occupations.

9410 Machine operators and related workers in mineral and metal products processing  
and manufacturing

This minor group comprises machine operators and related workers in mineral and metal products processing and 
manufacturing, including machine operators, mineral and metal processing; foundry workers; glass forming and 
finishing machine operators and glass cutters; concrete, clay and stone forming operators; inspectors and testers, 
mineral and metal processing; metalworking and forging machine operators; machining tool operators; and 
machine operators of other metal products.

Furniture refinishers 
refinish repaired, used or old furniture. Inspectors inspect furniture and fixture subassemblies and finished 
products to ensure product quality. They are employed by furniture manufacturing companies, manufacturing 
plants, retail furniture stores, refinishing and repair shops, or may be self-employed.
